The following paragraphs are taken from the article "English Versions" by Sir Frederic G. Kenyon in the Dictionary of
the Bible edited by James Hastings, and published by Charles Scribner's Sons of New York in 1909.

The Authorized Version (1611) The version which was destined to put the crown on nearly a century of labor,
and, after extinguishing by its excellence all rivals, to print an indelible mark on English religion and English literature,
came into being almost by accident. It arose out of the Hampton Court Conference, held by James I in 1604, with the
object of arriving at a settlement between the Puritan and Anglican elements in the Church; but it was not one of the
prime or original subjects of the conference. In the corse of discussion, Dr. Reynolds, president of Corpus Christi
College, Oxford, the leader of the moderate Puritan party, referred to the imperfections and disagreements of the
existing translations; and the suggestion of a new version, to be prepared by the best scholars in the country, was
warmly taken up by the king. The conference, as a whole, was a failure; but James did not allow the idea of the revision
to drop. He took an active part in the preparation of instructions for the work, and to him appears to be due the credit of
two features which went far to secure its success. He suggested that the translation should be committed in the first
instance to the universities (subject to subsequent review by the bishops and the Privy Council, which practically came
to nothing), and thereby secured the services of the best scholars in the country, working in cooperation; and (on the
suggestion of the bishop of London) he laid down that no marginal notes should be added, which preserved the new
version from being the organ of any one party in the Church.

Ultimately it was arranged that six companies of translators should be formed, two at Westminster, two at Oxford, and
two at Cambridge. The companies varied in strength from 7 to 10 members, the total (though there is some little doubt
with regard to a few names) being 47. The Westminster companies undertook Genesis to 2 Kings and the Epistles, the
Oxford companies the Prophets and the Gospels, Acts, and Apocalypse, and the Cambridge companies 1 Chronicles to
Ecclesiastes and the Apocrypha. A series of rules was drawn up for their guidance. The Bishop's Bible was to be taken
as the basis. The old ecclesiastical terms were to be kept. No marginal notes were to be affixed, except for the
explanation of Hebrew or Greek words. Marginal references, on the contrary, were to be supplied. As each company
finished a book, it was to send it to the other companies for their consideration. Suggestions were to be invited from the
clergy generally, and opinions requested on passages of special difficulty from any learned man in the land. "These
translations to be used when they agree better with the text than the Bishops' Bible, namely, Tyndale's, Matthew's,
Coverdale's, Whitchurch's (i.e. the Great Bible), Geneva." The translators claim further to have consulted all the
available versions and commentaries in other languages, and to have repeatedly revised their own work, without
grudging the time which it required. The time occupied by the whole work is stated by themselves as two years and
three-quarters. The several companies appear to have begun their labors about the end of 1607, and to have taken two
years in completing their several shares. A final revision, occupying nine months, was then made by a smaller body,
consisting of two representatives from each company, after which it was seen through the press by Dr. Miles Smith and
Bishop Bilson; and in 1611 the new version, printed by R. Barker, the king's printer, was given to the world in a large
folio volume (the largest of all the series of English Bibles) of black letter type. The details of its issue are obscure.
There were at least two issues in 1611, set up independently, known respectively as the "He" and "She" Bibles, from
their divergence in the translation of the last words of Ruth 3:15; and bibliographers have differed as to their priority,
though the general opinion is in favor of the former. * Some copies have a wood-block, others an engraved title-page,
with different designs. The title-page was followed by the dedication to King James, which still stands in our ordinary
copies of the Authorized Version, and this by the translators' preface (believed to have been written by Dr. Miles
Smith), which is habitually omitted. (It is printed in the present King's Printers' Variorum Bible, and is interesting and
valuable both as an example of the learning of the age and for its description of the translators' labors.) For the rest, the
contents and arrangement of the Authorized Version are too well known to every reader to need description.
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Nor is it necessary to dwell at length on the characteristics of the translation. Not only was it superior to all its
predecessors, but its excellence was so marked that no further revision was attempted for over 250 years. Its success
must be attributed to the fact which differentiated it from its predecessors, namely, that it was not the work of a single
scholar (like Tyndale's, Coverdale's, and Matthew's Bibles), or of a small group (like the Geneva and Douai Bibles), or
of a large number of men working independently with little supervision (like the Bishops' Bible), but was produced by
the collaboration of a carefully selected band of scholars, working with ample time and with full and repeated revision.
Nevertheless, it was not a new translation. It owed much to its predecessors. The translators themselves say, in their
preface: "We never thought from the beginning that we should need to make a new translation, nor yet to make of a bad
one a good one, ... but to make a good one better, or out of many good ones one principal good one, not justly to be
excepted against; that hath been our endeavor, that our mark." The description is very just. The foundations of the
Authorized Version were laid by Tyndale, and a great part of his work continued through every revision. Each
succeeding version added something to the original stock, Coverdale (in his own and the Great Bible) and the Genevan
scholars contributing the largest share; and the crown was set upon the whole by the skilled labor of the Jacobean
divines, making free use of the materials accumulated by others, and happily inspired by the gift of style which was the
noblest literary achievement of the age in which they lived. A sense of the solemnity of their subject saved them from
the extravagances and conceits which sometimes mar that style; and, as a result, they produced a work which, from the
merely literary point of view, is the finest example of Jacobean prose, and has influenced incalculably the whole
subsequent course of English literature. On the character and spiritual history of the nation it has left an even deeper
mark, to which many writers have borne eloquent testimony; and if England has been, and is, a Bible-reading and
Bible-loving country, it is in no small measure due to her possession of a version so nobly executed as the Authorized
Version.
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The history of the Authorized Version after 1611 can be briefly sketched. In spite of the name by which it is commonly
known, and in spite of the statement on both title-pages of 1611 that it was "appointed to be read in churches," there is
no evidence that it was ever officially authorized either by the Crown or by Convocation. Its authorization seems to
have been tacit and gradual. The Bishops' Bible, hitherto the official version, ceased to be reprinted, and the Authorized
Version no doubt gradually replaced it in churches as occasion arose. In domestic use its fortunes were for a time more
doubtful, and for two generations it existed concurrently with the Geneva Bible; but before the century was out its
predominance was assured. The first quarto and octavo editions were issued in 1612; and thenceforth editions were so
numerous that it is useless to refer to any except a few of them. The early editions were not very correctly printed. In
1638 an attempt to secure a correct text was made by a small group of Cambridge scholars. In 1633 the first edition
printed in Scotland was published. In 1701 Bishop Lloyd superintended the printing of an edition at Oxford, in which
Archbishop Ussher's dates for Scripture chronology were printed in the margin, where they henceforth remained. In
1717 a fine edition, printed by Baskett at Oxford, earned bibliographical notoriety as "The Vinegar Bible" from a
misprint in the headline over Luke 20. 2 In 1762 a carefully revised edition was published at Cambridge under the
editorship of Dr. T. Paris, and a similar edition, superintended by Dr. B. Blayney, appeared at Oxford in 1769. These
two editions, in which the text was carefully revised, the spelling modernized, the punctuation corrected, and
considerable alteration made in the marginal notes, formed the standard for subsequent reprints of the Authorized
Version, which differ in a number of details, small in importance but fairly numerous in the aggregate, from the
original text of 1611. One other detail remains to be mentioned. In 1666 appeared the first edition of the Authorized
Version from which the Apocrypha was omitted. It had previously been omitted from some editions of the Geneva
Bible, from 1599 onwards. The Nonconformists took much objection to it, and in 1664 the Long Parliament forbade the
reading of lessons from it in public; but the lectionary of the English Church always included lessons from it. The
example of omission was followed in many editions subsequently. The first edition printed in America (apart from a
surreptitious edition of 1752), in 1782, is without it. In 1826 the British and Foreign Bible Society, which has been one
of the principal agents in the circulation of the Scriptures throughout the world, decided never in the future to print or
circulate copies containing the Apocrypha; and this decision has been carried into effect ever since.

So far as concerned the translation of the Hebrew and Greek texts which lay before them, the work of the authors of the
Authorized version, as has been shown above, was done not merely well but excellently. There were, no doubt,
occasional errors of interpretation; and in regard to the Old Testament in particular the Hebrew scholarship of the age
was not always equal to the demands made upon it. But such errors as were made were not of such magnitude or
quantity as to have made any extensive revision necessary or desirable even now, after a lapse of nearly three hundred
years. There was, however, another defect, less important (and indeed necessarily invisible at the time), which the lapse
of years ultimately forced into prominence, namely, in the text (and especially the Greek text) which they translated. As
has been shown elsewhere [TEXT OF THE NEW TESTAMENT], criticism of the Greek text of the New Testament
had not yet begun. Scholars were content to take the text as it first came to hand, from the late manuscripts which were
most readily accessible to them. The New Testament of Erasmus, which first made the Greek text generally available in
Western Europe, was based upon a small group of relatively late manuscripts, which happened to be within his reach at
Basle. The edition of Stephanus in 1550, which practically established the "Received Text" which has held the field till
our own day, rested upon a somewhat superficial examination of 15 manuscripts, mostly at Paris, of which only two
were uncials, and these were but slightly used. None of the great manuscripts which now stand at the head of our list of
authorities was known to the scholars of 1611. None of the ancient versions had been critically edited; and so far as
King James' translators made use of them (as we know they did), it was as aids to interpretation, and not as evidence
for the text, that they employed them. In saying this there is no imputation of blame. The materials for a critical study
and restoration of the text were not then extant; and men were concerned only to translate the text which lay before
them in the current Hebrew, Greek, and Latin Bibles. Nevertheless it was in this inevitable defectiveness of text that the
weakness lay which ultimately undermined the authority of the Authorized Version. Frederic G. Kenyon

40 And he said unto me, Jhe JORY), before whom I walk, will
send his ange[ with thee, and prosper tfnz way; and thou shalt take
a wife _for my son o_f my kindred, and of my _father's house;

41 Qhen shalt thou be clear from [this] my oath, when thou comest to
my kindred; and if they give not thee [one], thou shalt be clear
from my oath,

42 And I came this day unto the well, and said, O QR (5od of
my master Apraham, if now thou do prosper my way which I go:

43 Behold, ‘I stand by the well of water; and it shall come to pass,
that when the virgin cometh forth to draw [water], and I say to
her, (5ive me, ‘I pray thee, a [ittle water of thy pitcher to drink;

44 And she say to me, Both drink thou, and I will also draw for thy
camels: [fet] the same [be] the woman whom the JOR]) hath
appointed out for my master’s son.

45 (ntil thy brother's anger turn away from thee, and he forget [that]
which thou hast done to him; then ¢I will send, and _fetch thee _from
thence: wh\z should ] be deprived also of you both in one day?

46 And (Rebekah said to Isaac, /I am weary of my [ife because of the
daughters of Heth: if Jacob take a wife of the daughters of FHeth,

such as these [which are] of the daughters of the land, what good
shall my [ife do meQ)

1 And saac called Jacob, and blessed him, and charged him, and
said unto him, Qhou shalt not take a wife of the daughters of
Canaan,

2 Arise, go to Padanaram, to the house of (Bethuel thy mother's
father; and take thee a wife from thence of the daughters of Uaban
thy mother's brother.

3 And (5od Almighty bless thee, and make thee fruitful, and
mu[tip[\z thee, that thou mavyest be a multitude of people;

4 And give thee the blessing of Abraham, to thee, and to thy seed
with thee; that thou mavyest inherit the land wherein thou art a

5  And Usaac sent away Jacob: and he went to Padanaram unto
“Yaban, son of (Bethuel the Syrian, the brother of (Rebekah,
Yacob's and Esau’s mother.

6 When Esau saw that Isaac had blessed Jacob, and sent him
away to Padanaram, to take him a wife from thence; and that as
he blessed him he gave him a charge, saying, Ohou shalt not take a
wi_fe of the daugﬁters o_f (Canaan;

7 And that Jacob obeyed his father and his mother, and was gone to
gpadanaram;
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And Esau seeing that the daughters of Canaan pleased not ‘Isaac
his father;

14 And (Reuben went in the days of wheat harvest, and found
mandrakes in the field, and brought them unto his mother eah.
Ohen Rachel said to Ueah, (5ive me, I pray thee, of thy son’s

9 And Jacob said, O (5od of my father Apraham, and (5od of my
father Usaac, the JORY) which saidst unto me, Return unto thy
country, and to thy kindred, and I will deal well with thee:

10 ¢ am not wortfnz o_f the [east o_f all the mercies, and o_f all the
truth, which thou hast shewed unto thy servant; for with my staj]'
‘I passed over this Jordan; and now I am become two bands.

11 (Peliver me, ‘I pray thee, from the hand of my brother, from the
hand of Esau: for I fear him, lest he will come and smite me,
[and] the mother with the children,
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And thou saidst, /I will surely do thee good, and make thy seed as
the sand of the sea, which cannot be numbered for multitude,

And he [odged there that same night; and took o_f that which came
to his hand a present for (Esau his brother;

OWwo hundred she goats, and twenty he goats, two hundred ewes,
and twenty rams,

Ohirty milch camels with their colts, forty kine, and ten bulls,
twenty she asses, and ten foals.

And he delivered [them] into the hand of his servants, every drove
[”Z themselves; and said unto his servants, (Pass over Before me,
and put a space betwixt drove and drove.

And he commanded the foremost, saying, When (Csau my brother
meeteth thee, and asketh thee, saying, ‘Whose [art] thouQ and
whither goest thou?Q) and whose [are] these before theeQ

Ohen thou shalt say, [Qhey be] thy servant Jacobs; it [is] a present
sent unto my lord Esau: and, behold, also he [is] behind us.

And so commanded he the second, and the third, and all that
followed the droves, saying, On this manner shall ye speak unto
Esau, when ye find him,

And say ye moreover, (Behold, thy servant Jacob [is] behind us.
Oor he said, /I will appease him with the present that goeth before
me, and afterward  will see his face; peradventure he will
accept of me.

So went the present over before him: and himself lodged that night
in the company,

And he rose up that night, and took his two wives, and his two
womenservants, and his eleven sons, and passed over the _ford

Yabbok.

And he took them, and sent them over the brook, and sent over
that he had.,

And Jacob was [eft alone; and there wrestled a man with him
until the breaking of the davy.

Ohese men [are] peaceable with us; therefore [et them dwell in the
land, and trade therein; for the [and, behold, [it is] l[arge enough
for them; [et us take their daughters to us for wives, and [et us
give them our daughters,

On[xz herein will the men consent unto us _for to dwell with us, to

And it came to pass on the third day, when they were sore, that
two of the sons of Jacob, Simeon and evi, [inah’s brethren,
took each man his sword, and came upon the city boldly, and slew
all the males.

And Jacob set up a pillar in the place where he talked with him,
[even] a pillar of stone: and he poured a drink offering thereon,
and he poured oil thereon,

And Jacob called the name of the place where (s5od spake with
him, (Bethel.

And they journeyed from (Bethel; and there was but a [ittle way
to come to (Epﬁratﬁ: and %che[ travailed, and she had hard
(abour.

And it came to pass, when she was in hard [abour, that the
midwife said unto her, S-ear not; thou shalt have this son also.

And it came to pass, as her soul was in departing, (for she died)
that she called his name (Benoni: but his father called him
(Benjamin,

And (Rachel died, and was buried in the way to Ephrath, which
[is] (Bethlchem,

And HYacob set a pillar upon her grave: that [is] the pillar of
Rachel’s grave unto this day.

And Jsrael journeyed, and spread his tent beyond the tower of
Edar.
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And it came to pass, when Usrael dwelt in that [and, that (Reuben
went and [ay with (Bilhah his father's concubine: and Usrael heard
[it]. Now the sons of Jacob were twelve:

Ohe sons of deah; Reuben, Jacob's firstborn, and Simeon, and
Yevi, and Judah, and CIssachar, and Jebulun:

Ohe sons of Q@che[; Soseph, and (Benjamin:

And the sons of (Bilhah, (Rachel's handmaid; (Dan, and Naphtali:

And the sons of Jilpah, feah’s handmaid; (sad, and Asher: these

[are] the sons of Jacob, which were born to him in Padanaram.

And Jacob came unto CIsaac his father unto Mamre, unto the city
of Arbah, which [is] Hebron, where Abraham and ‘Isaac
sojourned.

And the days of CIsaac were an hundred and fourscore years.

And CIsaac gave up the ghost, and died, and was gathered unto his
people, [being] old and full of days: and his sons sau and Jacob
buried him,

(Now these [are] the generations of Esau, who [is] Edom.

(Esau took his wives of the daughters o_f (Canaan; Adah the
daughter of Clon the Hittite, and Aholibamah the daughter of
Anah the daughter o_f g)iﬁeon the Hivite;

(Duke Korah, duke (satam, [and] duke Amalek: these [are] the
dukes [that came] of Eliphaz in the land of Edom; these [were]
the sons of Adah.

And these [are] the sons of (Reuel Esau's son; duke Nahath, duke
Qerah, duke Shammah, duke IMizzah: these [are] the dukes [that
came] of (Reuel in the land of dom; these [are] the sons of
(Bashemath Esau’s wife.

And these [are] the sons of Apolibamah Esau’s wife; duke Jeush,
duke JJaalam, duke (Korah: these [were] the dukes [that came] of
Aholibamah the daughter of Anah, Esau’s wife.

Ohese [are] the sons of Esau, who [is] £dom, and these [are]
their dukes.

Ohese [are] the sons of Seir the Horite, who inhabited the [and;
Yotan, and Shobal, and Jibeon, and Anah,

And (Dishon, and Ezer, and ()ishan: these [are] the dukes of the
Horites, the children of Seir in the land of (Cdom.
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And the children of Yotan were Hori and Hemam; and Jotan's
sister [was] )imna,

And the children of Shobal [were] these; Alvan, and (Manahath,
and Ebal, Shepho, and Onam.

And these [are] the children of Fibeon; both Ajah, and Anah: this
[was that] AAnah that found the mules in the wilderness, as he fed
the asses of Jibeon his father.

And the children of Anah [were] these; Dishon, and Aholibamah
the daughter of Anah.

And these [are] the children of ([)ishon; Hemdan, and Eshban,
and ‘Ithran, and Cheran.

Ohe children of (Czer [are] these; (Bilhan, and Jaavan, and Akan.
Ohe children of (Dishan [are] these; (I, and Aran.

Ohese [are] the dukes [that came] of the Horites; duke Uotan,
duke Shobal, duke Jjibeon, duke Anah,

Puke Qishon, duke Eeer, duke )ishan: these [are] the dukes
[that came] of Hori, among their dukes in the [and of Seir.

And these [are] the kings that reigned in the [and of Cdom, before
there reigned any king over the children of CIsrael.

And Bela the son of (Beor reigned in Cdom: and the name of his
city [was] (Dinhabah.

And Bela died, and Jobab the son of Jerah of (Bozrah reigned in

his stead.

And Jobab died, and Husham of the land of Jemani reigned in
his stead.

And Husham died, and Fradad the son of (Bedad, who smote
Midian in the field of (Moab, reigned in his stead: and the name of
his city [was] Ayith.

And Hadad died, and Samlah of Masrekah reigned in his stead.
And Samlah died, and Saul of QRehoboth [by] the river reigned in

his stead.

And Saul died, and (Baalhanan the son of Achbor reigned in his
stead.
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39 And (Baalhanan the son of Achbor died, and Hadar reigned in his
stead: and the name of his city [was] Pau; and his wife’s name
[was] Mehetabel, the daughter of Matred, the daughter of
Mezahab,

2 Qhese [are] the generations of Jacob. Joseph, [being] seventeen
years old, was J’eeding the ﬂock with his brethren; and the lad
[was] with the sons of (Bilhah, and with the sons of Jjilpah, his
father's wives: and (Joseph brought unto his father their evil report.

3 (Now Csrael [oved Joseph more than all his children, because he
[was] the son of his old age: and he made him a coat of [many]
colours,

4 And when his brethren saw that their father [oved him more than
all his brethren, the\Z hated him, and could not speak peaceaﬁ[xz
unto him,

5  And Joseph dreamed a dream, and he told [it] his brethren: and
they hated him yet the more.

6 And he said unto them, Hear, I pray you, this dream which
have dreamed:

And he said, /I will send [thee] a kid from the flock. And she said,
OWilt thou give [me] a pledge, till thou send [it]Q

And he said, What pledge shall I give theeQ And she said, Qhy
signet, and thy bracelets, and thy staff that [is] in thine hand. And
he gave [it] her, and came in unto her, and she conceived by him,

And she arose, and went away, and [aid by her vail from her, and
put on the garments of her widowhood.

And Judah sent the kid by the hand of his friend the Adullamite,
to receive [his] pledge from the woman's hand: but he found her
not.

Ohen he asked the men of that place, saying, Where [is] the harlot,
that [was] openly by the way sideQ And they said, Dhere was no
harlot in this [place].

And he returned to Judah, and said, I cannot find her; and also
the men of the place said, [that] there was no harfot in this [place].

And Judah said, Jet her take [it] to her, [est we be shamed:
behold, CI sent this kid, and thou hast not found her.
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And it came to pass about three months after, that it was told
Yudah, saying, oamar th\l daughter in law hath p[a«zed the harlot;
and also, behold, she [is] with child by whoredom. And Judah
said, (Bring her forth, and [et her be burnt.

When she [was] brought forth, she sent to her father in [aw,
saying, (By the man, whose these [are, am] I with child: and she
said, (Discern,  pray thee, whose [are] these, the signet, and
bracelets, and staff.

And Judah acknowledged [them], and said, She hath been more
righteous than CI; because that I gave her not to Shelah my son.
And he knew her again no more.

And it came to pass in the time of her travail, that, behold, twins
[were] in her womb,

And it came to pass, when she travailed, that [the one] put out
[his] hand: and the midwife took and bound upon his hand a scarlet
thread, saying, Ohis came out ﬁrst.

And it came to pass, as he drew back his hand, that, behold, his
brother came out: and she said, How hast thou broken forthQ
[this] breach [be] upon thee: therefore his name was called Pharez.

And afterward came out his brother, that had the scarfet thread
upon his hand: and his name was called Jarah,

And 3osepﬁ was Brought down to (Egypt; and ﬂ)otiphar. an
o[ficer o_f @haraoh, captain of the guard. an (Egyptian. bought him
of the hands of the CIshmeelites, which had Brought him down
thither.

And the JORJ) was with Joseph, and he was a prosperous
man; and he was in the house of his master the (Cgyptian.

And his master saw that the JOMRY) [was] with him, and that the
TORYP made all that he did to prosper in his hand.

And Joseph found grace in his sight, and he served him: and he
made him overseer over his house, and all [that] he had he put into
his hand,
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And it came to pass from the time [that] he had made him overseer
in his house, and over all that he had, that the JOR)) blessed the
(Eg«zptian's house _for gosepﬁ’s sake; and the b[essing of the
TORYP was upon all that he had in the house, and in the field.

And he [eft all that he had in 3oseph's hand; and he knew not
ought he had, save the bread which he did eat. And Joseph was
[a] goodly [person], and well favoured.

And it came to pass after these things, that his master’s wife cast
her eyes upon Joseph; and she said, Jie with me.

(But he refused, and said unto his master's wife, (Behold, my
master wotteth not what [is] with me in the house, and he hath
committed all that he hath to my hand;

[Dhere is] none greater in this house than °I; neither hath he kept
back any thing from me but thee, because thou [art] his wife: how
then can ‘I do this great wickedness, and sin against (50d4Q

And it came to pass, as she spake to Joseph day by day, that he
hearkened not unto her, to lie by her, [or] to be with her.

And it came to pass about this time, that [Joseph] went into the
house to do his business; and [there was] none of the men of the
house there within,

And she caught him by his garment, saying, die with me: and he
left his garment in her hand, and fled, and got him out.

And it came to pass, when she saw that he had [eft his garment in
her hand, and was fled forth,

Ohat she called unto the men o_f her house, and spake unto them,
saying, See, he hath brought in an Ftebrew unto us to mock us; he
came in unto me to [ie with me, and I cried with a [oud voice:

And it came to pass, when he heard that I [ifted up my voice and
cried, that he [eft his garment with me, and fled, and got him out.

And she [aid up his garment by her, until his [ord came home.

And she spake unto him according to these words, saying, Dhe
Hebrew servant, which thou hast [wougﬁt unto us, came in unto
me to mock me;
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And it came to pass, as I [ifted up my voice and cried, that he [eft
his garment with me, and fled out.

And it came to pass, when his master heard the words of his wife,
which she spake unto him, sa«zing. After this manner did tfnz
servant to me; that his wrath was kindled,

And Joseph's master took him, and put him into the prison, a place
where the king's prisoners [were] bound: and he was there in the
prison.

But the TORYP) was with Joseph, and shewed him mercy, and
gave him favour in the sigﬁt of the keeper of the prison.

And the keeper of the prison committed to Joseph's hand all the
prisoners that [were] in the prison; and whatsoever they did there,
he was the doer [of it].

Ohe keeper of the prison [ooked not to any thing [that was] under
his hand; because the JOMR) was with him, and [that] which he

did, the JOR) made [it] to prosper.
And it came to pass after these things, [that] the butler of the king
of Egypt and [his] baker had offended their [ord the king of T gypt.

And Pharaoch was wroth against two [of] his officers, against the
chief of the butlers, and against the chief of the bakers.

And he put them in ward in the house of the captain of the guard,
into the prison, the place where Joseph [was] bound.

And the captain of the guard charged Joseph with them, and he
served them: and they continued a season in ward.

And they dreamed a dream both of them, each man his dream in
one night, each man according to the interpretation of his dream,
the butler and the baker of the king of (Egypt, which [were] bound
in the prison.

And Joseph came in unto them in the morning, and looked upon
them, and, behold, they [were] sad.

And he asked Pharaoh’s officers that [were] with him in the ward
of his [ord’s house, saying, Wherefore [ook ye [so] sadly to day?)
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8  And they said unto him, We have dreamed a dream, and [there
is] no interpreter of it. And Joseph said unto them, [)o] not
interpretations [belong] to (50dQ tell me [them], I pray you.

9 And the chief butler told his dream to Joseph, and said to him, CIn
my dream, behold, a vine [was] before me;

10 And in the vine [were] three branches: and it [was] as though it
budded, [and] her blossoms shot forth; and the clusters thereof
brought forth ripe grapes:

11 And Pharaoh’s cup [was] in my hand: and I took the grapes, and

pressed them into (Pﬁaraoh’s cup, and | gave the cup into
Pharaoh’s hand.

12 And Joseph said unto him, Qhis [is] the interpretation of it: Hhe
three branches [are] three days:

13 Yet within three da\zs shall (Pﬁaraoh [ift up thine head, and restore
thee unto thy p[ace: and thou shalt deliver @ﬁaraoh’s cup into his
hand, after the j'ormer manner when thou wast his butler,

14 (But think on me when it shall be well with thee, and shew
Kindness, I pray thee, unto me, and make mention of me unto
gPharaoh. and bring me out of this house;

15 Sor indeed I was stolen away out of the [and of the Hebrews:
and here also have I done nothing that the«z should put me into the
dungeon.

16 SWhen the cﬁief baker saw that the interpretation was good, he
said unto Joseph, ‘I also [was] in my dream, and, behold, [] had]
three white baskets on my head:

17 And in the uppermost basket [there was] of all manner of
bakemeats for Pharaoh; and the birds did eat them out of the
basket upon my head,

18 And YJoseph answered and said, Qhis [is] the interpretation
thereof: Qhe three baskets [are] three days:

19 Yet within three days shall Pharaoh [ift up thy head from off thee,
and shall Flang thee on a tree; and the birds shall eat th«z ﬂesh _from
off thee.
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And it came to pass the third day, [which was] Pharaoh’s
birthday, that he made a feast unto all his servants: and he [ifted
up the head of the chief butler and of the chief baker among his
servants,

And he restored the cﬁie_f butler unto his but[ership again; and he
gave the cup into Pharaoh’s hand:

(But he hanged the chief baker: as Joseph had interpreted to them.
Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.

And it came to pass at the end of two full years, that Pharaoh
dreamed: and, behold, he stood by the river.

And, behold, there came up out of the river seven well favoured
kine and fat_f[eshed; and the«z fed in a meadow.,

And, behold, seven other kine came up after them out of the river,
ill favoured and [eanfleshed; and stood by the [other] kine upon the
brink of the river,

And the ill favoured and [eanfleshed kine did eat up the seven well
favoured and fat kine. So Pharaoch awoke.

And he slept and dreamed the second time: and, behold, seven ears
of corn came up upon one stalk, rank and good.

And, behold, seven thin ears and blasted with the east wind sprung
up after them,

And the seven thin ears devoured the seven rank and full ears.
And Pharaoh awoke, and, behold, [it was] a dream.

And it came to pass in the morning that his spirit was troubled;
and he sent and called for all the magicians of Egypt, and all the
wise men thereo_f: and gpﬁaraoh told them his dream; but [there
‘was] none that could interpret them unto Pharaoh.

Ohen spake the chief butler unto Pharaoch, saying, ‘I do remember
my faults this day:

Pharaoh was wroth with his servants, and put me in ward in the
captain of the guard's house, [both] me and the chief baker:

And we dreamed a dream in one night, I and he; we dreamed
each man according to the interpretation of his dream.
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And [there was] there with us a young man, an Hebrew, servant
to the captain o_f the guard; and we told him, and he interpreted to
us our dreams; to each man according to his dream he did
interpret.

And it came to pass, as he interpreted to us, so it was; me he
restored unto mine office, and him he hanged.

Ohen (Pharaoh sent and called Joseph, and they brought him
hastily out of the dungeon: and he shaved [himself], and changed
his raiment, and came in unto Pharaoh.

And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, ‘I have dreamed a dream, and
[there is] none that can interpret it: and I have heard say of thee,
[that] thou canst understand a dream to interpret it.

And Joseph answered Pharaoch, saying, [“It is] not in me: (s0d
shall give Pharaoh an answer of peace.

And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, (In my dream, behold, I stood
upon the bank of the river:

And, behold, there came up out of the river seven kine, fatfleshed
and well favoured; and they fed in a meadow:

And, behold, seven other kine came up after them, poor and very
ill _favoured and [eanf[eshed. such as Y never saw in all the [and o_f

Egypt for badness:

And the [ean and the il favoured kine did eat up the first seven fat
kine:

And when they had eaten them up, it could not be known that they
had eaten them; but they [were] still ill favoured, as at the
beginning. So I awoke.

And I saw in my dream, and, behold, seven ears came up in one
stalk, full and good:

And, behold, seven ears, withered, thin, [and] blasted with the east
wind, sprung up after them:

And the thin ears devoured the seven good ears: and ‘I told [this]
unto the magicians; but [there was] none that could declare [it] to
me,
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And Joseph said unto Pharaoh, Dhe dream of Pharaoh [is] one:
(5od hath shewed Pharach what he [is] about to do.

Ohe seven good kine [are] seven years; and the seven good ears
[are] seven Yyears: the dream [is] one.

And the seven thin and ill favoured kine that came up after them
[are] seven years; and the seven empty ears blasted with the east
wind shall be seven years of famine.

Ohis [is] the thing which I have spoken unto Pharaoh: What (5od
[is] about to do he sheweth unto Pharaoch.

(Behold, there come seven years of great plenty throughout all the
land of Egypt:

And there shall arise after them seven years of famine; and all the
plenty shall be forgotten in the land of Egypt; and the famine shall
consume the land;

And the plenty shall not be known in the land by reason of that
famine following; for it [shall be] very grievous.

And for that the dream was doubled unto Pharaoh twice; [it is]
because the thing [is] established by (sod, and (sod will shortly
bring it to pass.

Now therefore let Pharaoh look out a man discreet and wise, and
set him over the [and of Egypt.

Tet Pharaoh do [this], and [et him appoint officers over the land,
and take up the _fiftﬁ part o_f the land of Egypt in the seven
plenteous years.

And [et them gather all the food of those good years that come,
and [mz up corn under the hand o_f @haraoh, and (et them keep
food in the cities.

And that food shall be for store to the [and against the seven years
of famine, which shall be in the land of Egypt; that the land perish
not through the famine.

And the thing was good in the eyes of Pharach, and in the eyes of
all his servants,

And Pharaoh said unto his servants, Can we find [such a one] as
this [is], @ man in whom the Spirit of (5od [is]Q
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And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Jorasmuch as (sod hath shewed
thee all this, [there is] none so discreet and wise as thou [art]:

Ohou shalt be over my house, and according unto thy word shall
all my people be ruled: only in the throne will ] be greater than
thou,

And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See, I have set thee over all the
land of Egypt.

And Pharaoh took off his ring from his hand, and put it upon
Joseph's hand, and arrayed him in vestures of fine [inen, and put a
go[d chain about his neck;

And he made him to ride in the second chariot which he had; and
they cried before him, (Bow the knee: and he made him [ruler]

over all the land o_f Egypt.

And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I [am] Pharaoch, and without
thee shall no man (ift up his hand or foot in all the [and of Egypt.

And gpflaraoh called goseph’s name éaphnathpaaneah; and he
gave him to wife Asenath the daughter of Potipherah priest of
On. And Joseph went out over [all] the [and of Egypt.

And Joseph [was] thirty years old when he stood before Pharaoh
king of Egypt. And Joseph went out from the presence of
Pharaoh, and went throughout all the land of Egypt.

And in the seven plenteous years the earth brought forth by
handfuls.

And he gathered up all the food of the seven years, which were in
the land of Egypt, and [aid up the food in the cities: the food of the
field, which [was] round about every city, [aid he up in the same.

And Joseph gathered corn as the sand of the sea, very much, until
he [eft numbering; for [it was] without number.

And unto Joseph were born two sons before the years of famine
came, which Asenath the daughter of gPotipFlerah priest of On
bare unto him,

And Joseph called the name of the firstborn Manasseh: For (5od,
[said he], hath made me forget all my toil, and all my father's house.
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And the name of the second called he Ephraim: For (sod hath
caused me to be _fruitfu[ in the land o_f my a_[ﬂiction.

And the seven years of plenteousness, that was in the land of
Egypt. were ended.

And the seven years of dearth began to come, according as Joseph
had said: and the dearth was in all [ands; but in all the land of
Egypt there was bread.

And when all the land of Egypt was famished, the people cried to
Pharaoh for bread: and Pharach said unto all the Egyptians, (50
unto Soseph; what he saith to you, do.

And the famine was over all the face of the earth: And Joseph
opened all the storehouses, and sold unto the CEg\zptians; and the
famine waxed sore in the land of Egypt.

And all countries came into Cgypt to Joseph for to buy [corn];
because that the famine was [so] sore in all [ands.

Now when Jacob saw that there was corn in Egypt, Jacob said
unto his sons, CWIFI\Z do ye fook one upon anotﬁer?

And he said, (Behold, ‘I have heard that there is corn in (Egypt:
get you down thither, and ﬁu«z for us from thence; that we may
(ive, and not die.

And Joseph's ten brethren went down to buy corn in Egypt.

(But Benjamin, Joseph's brother, Jacob sent not with his
brethren; _for he said, Jest peradventure miscﬁief be_fa[[ him,

And the sons of Israel came to buy [corn] among those that came:
for the famine was in the [and of Canaan,

And Joseph [was] the governor over the [and, [and] he [it was]
that sold to all the people of the land: and (Joseph's brethren came,
and bowed down themselves before him [with] their faces to the
earth,

And Joseph saw his brethren, and he knew them, but made
Flimse[f strange unto them, and spake rough[«z unto them; and he
said unto them, Whence come yeQ And they said, From the land
of Canaan to buy food.

And Joseph knew his brethren, but they knew not him.
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And Joseph remembered the dreams which he dreamed of them,
and said unto them, Ye [are] spies; to see the nakedness of the [and
ye are come,

And they said unto him, (Nay, my lord, but to buy food are thy
servants come,

We [are] all one man’s sons; we [are] true [men], thy servants are
no spies.

And he said unto them, (Nay, but to see the nakedness of the land
Ye are come.

And they said, Qhy servants [are] twelve brethren, the sons of one
man in the land of Canaan; and, behold, the youngest [is] this day
with our father, and one [is] not.

And Joseph said unto them, Ghat [is it] that  spake unto you,
saying, Ye [are] spies:

‘Hereby ye shall be proved: By the [ife of Pharaoh ye shall not go
forth hence, except your youngest brother come hither.

Send one of you, and [et him fetch your brother, and ye shall be
kept in prison, that your words may be proved, whether [there be
any] truth in you: or efse by the [ife of Pharaoh surely ye [are]
spies.

And he put them all together into ward three days.

And Joseph said unto them the third day, Qhis do, and [ive; [for]
I fear (5od:

“If ye [be] true [men], [et one of your brethren be bound in the
house of your prison: go vye, carry corn for the famine of your
houses;

(But bring your youngest brother unto me; so shall your words be
verified, and ye shall not die. And they did so.

And they said one to another, We [are] verily guilty concerning
our brother, in that we saw the anguish of his soul, when he
besought us, and we would not hear; tﬁere_fore is this distress come
upon us,
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22 And (Reuben answered them, saying, Spake I not unto you,
saying, Po not sin against the child; and ye would not hear?
tﬁere_fore, behold, also his blood is required.

23 And they knew not that Joseph understood [them]; for he spake
unto them by an interpreter.

24 _And he turned Flimse[f about J’rom them, and wept; and returned
to them again, and communed with them, and took from them
Simeon, and bound him before their eyes.

25 Qhen Joseph commanded to ﬁ[[ their sacks with corn, and to
restore every man'’s money into his sack, and to give them
provision for the way: and thus did he unto them.

26 And the\Z [aded their asses with the corn, and departed thence.

27 And as one of them opened his sack to give his ass provender in
the inn, he espied his money; for, behold, it [was] in his sack’s
mouth,

28 And he said unto his brethren, Oy money is restored; and, [o, [it
is] even in my sack: and their heart failed [them], and they were
afraid, saying one to another, What [is] this [that] (sod hath done
unto usQ

29 And they came unto Jacob their father unto the land of Canaan,
and told him all that befell unto them; saying,

30 Qhe man, [who is] the lord of the [and, spake roughly to us, and
took us for spies of the country.

31 And we said unto him, ‘We [are] true [men]; we are no spies:

32 QWe [be] twelve brethren, sons of our father; one [is] not, and the
youngest [is] this day with our father in the [and of Canaan.

33 And the man, the [ord of the country, said unto us, Hereby shall ‘I
know that ye [are] true [men]; [eave one of your brethren fhere]
with me, and take [food for] the famine of your households, and be
gone:

34 And bring your youngest brother unto me: then shall I know that
vye [are] no spies, but [that] ye [are] true [men: so] will I deliver
you your brother, and vye shall traffick in the land.
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And it came to pass as they emptied their sacks, that, behold,
every man’s bundle of money [was] in his sack: and when [both]
they and their father saw the bundles of money, they were afraid.

And Jacob their father said unto them, (Me have ye bereaved [of
my children]: Joseph [is] not, and Simeon [is] not, and ye will
take (Benjamin [away]: all these things are against me,

And (Reuben spake unto his father, saying, Slay my two sons, if I
[rr'ing him not to thee: deliver him into my hand, and C[ will [rr'ing
him to thee again,

And he said, Oy son shall not go down with you; for his brother is
dead, and he is [eft alone: if mischief befall him by the way in the
which ye go, then shall ye bring down my gray hairs with sorrow
to the grave.

And the famine [was] sore in the [and.

And it came to pass, when they had eaten up the corn which they
had brought out of Egypt, their father said unto them, (50 again,
buy us a [ittle food.

And Judah spake unto him, saying, Qhe man did solemnly protest
unto us, saying, Ye shall not see my face, except your brother [be]
with you.

CIf thou wilt send our brother with us, we will go down and Bu«z
thee food:

But if thou wilt not send [him], we will not go down: for the man
said unto us, Ye shall not see my face, except your brother [be]
with you,

And srael said, Wherefore dealt ye [so] ill with me, [as] to tell
the man whether ye had yet a brother?)

And they said, Qhe man asked us straitly of our state, and of our
Kindred, saying, [Is] your father yet aliveQ) have ye [another]
brother?) and we told him according to the tenor of these words:

could we certainly know that he would say, (Bring your brother
downQ
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And Judah said unto Usrael his father, Send the [ad with me, and
we Will arise and go; that we may [ive, and not die, both we, and
thou, [and] also our [ittle ones.

I will be surety for him; of my hand shalt thou require him: if 4
bring him not unto thee, and set him Before thee, then (et me bear
the blame _for ever;

Oror except we had lingered, surely now we had returned this
second time,

And their father CIsrael said unto them, °If [it must be] so now, do
this; take of the best fruits in the [and in your vessels, and carry
down the man a present, a [ittle balm, and a [ittle honey, spices,
and myrrh, nuts, and almonds:

And take double money in your hand; and the money that was
brought again in the mouth of your sacks, carry [it] again in your
hand; peradventure it [was] an oversight:

Oake also your brother, and arise, go again unto the man:

And (5od Almighty give you mercy before the man, that he may
send away your other brother, and (Benjamin. If I be bereaved
[of my children], I am bereaved.

And the men took that present, and they took double money in
their hand, and (Benjamin; and rose up, and went down to Egypt,
and stood before Joseph.

And when Joseph saw (Benjamin with them, he said to the ruler
of his house, (Bring [these] men home, and slay, and make ready;
for [these] men shall dine with me at noon.

And the man did as Sosepﬁ bade; and the man [wougﬁt the men
into goseph's house,

And the men were afraid, because they were brought into
goseph's house; and the\Z said, (Because o_f the money that was
returned in our sacks at the ﬁrst time are we Brought in; that he
may seek occasion against us, and fall upon us, and take us for
bondmen, and our asses.

And they came near to the steward of Joseph's house, and they
communed with him at the door of the house,
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And said, O sir, we came indeed down at the first time to buy
food:

And it came to pass, when we came to the inn, that we opened
our sacks, and, behold, [every] man’s money [was] in the mouth of
his sack, our money in full weight: and we have brought it again in
our hand.

6 And he overtook them, and he spake unto them these same words.

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10 And he said, Now also [[et] it [be] according unto your words: he
with whom it is _found shall be my servant; and ye shall be
blameless.

11 Qhen they speedily took down every man his sack to the ground,
and opened every man his sack.

12 And he searched, [and] began at the eldest, and [eft at the
youngest: and the cup was found in (Benjamin’s sack.

13 Q)hen the«z rent their clothes, and laded every man his ass, and
returned to the city.

14 And Judah and his brethren came to Joseph's house; for he [was]
vet there: and they fell before him on the ground.

15 And Joseph said unto them, What deed [is] this that ye have
done? wot ye not that such a man as I can certain[«z divine?

16 And Judah said, ‘What shall we say unto my lord?) what shall we
speakQ or how shall we clear ourselves)) (sod hath found out the
iniquity of thy servants: behold, we [are] my [ord’s servants, both
we, and [he] also with whom the cup is found.

17 And he said, (5od forbid that I should do so: [but] the man in
whose hand the cup is found. he shall be my servant; and as for
you, get you up in peace unto your father.

18 Qhen Judah came near unto him, and said, OQh my lord, (et th«z
servant, I pray thee, speak a word in my lord’s ears, and [et not
thine anger burn against thy servant: for thou [art] even as

Pharaoch.

19 Oy lord asked his servants, saying, Have ye a father, or a
brotherQ

20 And we said unto my lord, ‘We have a father, an old man, and a
child of his old age, a (ittle one; and his brother is dead, and he
alone is [e_ft o_f his mother, and his _father (oveth him,

21 _And thou saidst unto thy servants, (Bring him down unto me, that
‘I may set mine eyes upon him.

22 And we said unto my lord, Dhe [ad cannot [eave his father: for
[if] he should [eave his father, [his father] would die.
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And thou saidst unto thy servants, Except your youngest brother
come down with you, ye shall see my face no more.

And it came to pass when we came up unto thy servant my father,
we told him the words of my [ord,

And our father said, (50 again, [and] buy us a [ittle food.

And we said, ‘We cannot go down: if our youngest brother be
with us, then will we go down: for we may not see the man’s face,
except our youngest brother [be] with us,

And thy servant my father said unto us, Ye know that my wife
bare me two [sons]:

And the one went out from me, and I said, Surely he is torn in
pieces; and ‘I saw him not since:

And if ye take this also from me, and mischief befall him, ye shall
bring down my gray hairs with sorrow to the grave.

(Now therefore when I come to thy servant my father, and the lad
[be] not with us; seeing that his [ife is bound up in the lads [ife;

‘It shall come to pass, when he seeth that the [ad [is] not [with us],
that he will die; and thy servants shall [rr'ing down the gray hairs
of th«z servant our J’ather with sorrow to the grave.

Oror thy servant became surety for the lad unto my father, saying,
°If I bring him not unto thee, then I shall bear the blame to my
father for ever,

(Now therefore, I pray thee, [et thy servant abide instead of the
lad a bondman to my [ord; and [et the [ad go up with his brethren.

Oor how shall I go up to my father, and the [ad [be] not with
me? [est peradventure (I see the evil that shall come on my _fatFler.

Ohen YJoseph could not refrain himself before all them that stood
by him; and he cried, Cause every man to go out from me. And

there stood no man with him, while Joseph made himself known
unto his brethren,

And he wept aloud: and the T gyptians and the house of Pharach
heard.
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3 And Joseph said unto his brethren, ‘I jam] Joseph; doth my father
yet [ive? And his brethren could not answer him; _for the«z were
troubled at his presence.

4 And Yoseph said unto his brethren, Come near to me, 4 pray you.
And they came near. And he said, I [am] Joseph your brother,
whom vye sold into Egypt.

5  (Now therefore be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves, that ye
sold me hither: for (sod did send me before you to preserve [ife.

6 Oor these two years [hath] the famine [been] in the [and: and yet
[there are] five years, in the which [there shall] neither [be] earing
nor harvest.

7 And (50d sent me before you to preserve you a posterity in the
earth, and to save your [ives by a great deliverance.

8  So now [it was] not you [that] sent me hither, but (5od: and he
hath made me a father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house, and a
ruler throughout all the land of Egypt.

9 Taste ye, and go up to my father, and say unto him, Dhus saith
thy son Joseph, (sod hath made me [lord of all (Cgypt: come down
unto me, tarry not:

10 And thou shalt dwell in the [and of (soshen, and thou shalt be near
unto me, thou, and th«z children, and tfnz children’s children, and
th«z ﬂocks. and th«z herds, and all that thou hast;

11 And there will I nourish thee; for yet [there are] five years of
famine; [est thou, and thy household, and all that thou hast, come
to povert\z.

12 And, behold, your eyes see, and the eyes of my brother (Benjamin,
that [it is] my mouth that speaketh unto you.

13 And ye shall tell my father of all my glory in Egypt, and of all
that ye have seen; and ye shall haste and [wing down my J’ather
hither,

14 And he fe[[ upon his brother (Benjamin’s neck, and wept; and
(Benjamin wept upon his neck.

15 (Moreover he kissed all his brethren, and wept upon them: and
after that his brethren talked with him,
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And the fame thereof was heard in Pharaoh’s house, saying,
goseph's brethren are come: and it p[eased gpflaraoh well, and his
servants,

And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Say unto thy brethren, Ghis do
ye: [ade your beasts, and go, get you unto the [and of Canaan;

And take your father and your households, and come unto me: and
I will give you the good of the land of Egypt, and ye shall eat the
fat of the [and.

Now thou art commanded, this do ye; take you wagons out of the
(and of CEg\Zpt for your (ittle ones, and for your wives, and [rr'ing
your father, and come,

Also regard not your stuff; for the good of all the [and of Egypt

[is] yours.

And the children of CIsrael did so: and Joseph gave them wagons,
according to the commandment of Pharaoh, and gave them
provision for the way.

oo all of them he gave each man changes of raiment; but to
(Benjamin he gave three hundred [pieces] of silver, and five
changes of raiment,

And to his father he sent after this [manner]; ten asses laden with
the good things o_f (Eg\zpt. and ten she asses [aden with corn and
bread and meat for his J’atﬁer [’Y the way.

So he sent his brethren away, and they departed: and he said unto
them, See that ye fall not out by the way.

And they went up out of Egypt, and came into the land of
(Canaan unto Jacob their father,

And told him, saying, Joseph [is] yet alive, and he [is] governor
over all the land of Egypt. And Jacob's heart fainted, for he
believed them not,

And they told him all the words of Joseph, which he had said unto
them: and when he saw the wagons which Joseph had sent to
carry him, the spirit o_f Yacob their _father revived;

And Asrael said, [It is] enough; Joseph my son [is] yet alive: ‘I
will go and see him before I die.
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1 And CIsrael took his journey with all that he had, and came to
(Beersheba, and offered sacrifices unto the (sod of his father
Usaac.

2 And (50d spake unto Usrael in the visions of the night, and said,
Yacob, Jacob. And he said, Here [am] 1.

3 And he said, q [am] (5od, the (5od of thy father: fear not to go
down into Egypt; for I will there make of thee a great nation:

4 Jwill go down with thee into Egypt; and I will also surely bring
thee up [again]: and Joseph shall put his hand upon thine eyes.

5 And Jacob rose up from (Beersheba: and the sons of CIsrael
carried Jacob their father. and their (ittle ones, and their wives,
in the wagons which g)ﬁaraoh had sent to carry him,

6 And they took their cattle, and their goods, which they had gotten
in the [and of Canaan, and came into Egypt, Jacob, and all his
seed with him:

7  Mis sons, and his sons’ sons ‘with him, his daughters, and his sons’
daughters, and all his seed [wougﬁt he with him into CEg\Zpt.

8  And these [are] the names of the children of Usrael, which came
into (Eg\zpt, Yacob and his sons: Q{guben, Yacob's J’irstﬁom.

9 And the sons of (Reuben; Hanoch, and Phallu, and Fezron, and
Carmi,

10 And the sons of Simeon; Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and
Jachin, and Johar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanitish woman,

11 And the sons of Uevi; (sershon, Kohath, and Merari.

12 And the sons of Judah; Er, and Onan, and Shelah, and Pharez,
and Jerah: but Er and Onan died in the land of Canaan. And the
sons of Pharez were Hezron and Hamul,

13 And the sons of Issachar; Q)ola, and Phuvah, and Job, and
Shimron,

14 And the sons of Jebulun; Sered, and Elon, and Jahleel.

15 Qhese [be] the sons of Yeah, which she bare unto Jacob in
Padanaram, with his daughter )inah: all the souls of his sons and
his daughters [were] thirty and three.
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And the sons of (sad; Jiphion, and Haggi, Shuni, and Ezbon,
Eri, and Arodi, and Apeli.

And the sons of Asher; {Jimnah, and CIshuah, and ‘Isui, and
(Beriah, and Serah their sister: and the sons of (Beriah; Heber,
and Malchiel,

Ohese [are] the sons of Jilpah, whom Jaban gave to Jeah his
daughter, and these she bare unto Jacob, [even] sixteen souls.
Ohe sons of Rachel Jacob's wife; Joseph, and (Benjamin,

And unto Joseph in the land of Egypt were born Manasseh and
Ephraim, which Asenath the daughter of (Potipherah priest of On
bare unto him,

And the sons of (Benjamin [were] Belah, and (Becher, and
Ashbel, (5era, and (Naaman, Thi, and Rosh, Muppim, and
Huppim, and Ard.

Ohese [are] the sons of (Rachel, which were born to {Jacob: all the
souls [were] fourteen.

And the sons of Dan; Hushim.

And the sons of (Naphtali; Jahzeel, and (suni, and Jezer, and
Shillem,

Ohese [are] the sons of (Bilhah, which Jaban gave unto Rachef his
daughter, and she bare these unto Jacob: all the souls [were] seven.

All the souls that came with Jacob into T gypt, which came out of
his [oins, besides Jacob’s sons’ wives, all the souls [were]
threescore and six;

And the sons of Joseph, which were born him in Egypt, [were]
two souls: all the souls of the house of Jacob, which came into
Egypt, [were] threescore and ten.

And he sent Judah before him unto Joseph, to direct his face unto
(soshen; and they came into the [and of (soshen.

And Joseph made ready his chariot, and went up to meet Clsrael
his father. to (soshen, and presented himse[_f unto him; and he _fe[[
on his neck, and wept on his neck a good while.

And Israel said unto Joseph, Now [et me die, since ‘I have seen
thy face, because thou [art] yet alive.
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And Joseph said unto his brethren, and unto his father's house, I
will go up, and shew Pharach, and say unto him, My brethren,
and my father’'s house, which [were] in the [and of Canaan, are
come unto me;

And the men [are] shepherds, for their trade hath been to feed
cattle; and they have brought their flocks, and their herds, and all
that they have.

And it shall come to pass, when Pharaoh shall call you, and shall
say, What [is] your occupationQ

Ohat ye shall say, Qhy servants’ trade hath been about cattle from
our youth even until now, both we, [and] also our fathers: that ye
may dwell in the [and of (soshen; for every shepherd [is] an
abomination unto the Cgyptians.

Ohen {Joseph came and told Pharaoch, and said, Iy father and
my brethren, and their flocks, and their herds, and all that they

have, are come out of the [and of Canaan; and, behold, they [are]
in the [and of (soshen.

And he took some of his brethren, [even] five men, and presented
them unto (Pharaoh.

And Pharaoh said unto his brethren, What [is] your occupationQ
And they said unto Pharaoh, Jhy servants [are] shepherds, both
we, [and] also our fathers,

Ohey said moreover unto Pharach, For to sojourn in the land
are we come; for thy servants have no pasture for their flocks; for
the famine [is] sore in the land of Canaan: now therefore, we pray
thee, let thy servants dwell in the [and of (soshen.

And Pharaoh spake unto Joseph, saying, Dhy father and thy

brethren are come unto thee:
Ohe land of gypt [is] before thee; in the best of the [and make thy

father and brethren to dwell; in the land of (soshen [et them dwell:

and if thou knowest [any] men of activity among them, then make
them rulers over my cattle.

And Joseph brought in Jacob his father, and set him before
Pharaoh: and Jacob blessed Pharaoh.
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And Pharaoh said unto Jacob, Ttow old [art] thouQ

And Jacob said unto Pharaoh, Hhe days of the years of my
pilgrimage [are] an hundred and thirty years: few and evil have
the days of the years of my [ife been, and have not attained unto
the days of the years of the [ife of my fathers in the days of their
pilgrimage.

And Jacob blessed Pharach, and went out from before Pharaoh.
And Joseph placed his father and his brethren, and gave them a

possession in the [and of Egypt, in the best of the [and, in the land
of Rameses, as Pharaoh had commanded.

And Joseph nourished his father, and his brethren, and all his
father’s household, with bread, according to [their] families.

And [there was] no bread in all the [and; for the famine [was]
very sore, so that the [and of Egypt and [all] the [and of Canaan
fainted by reason of the famine.

And Joseph gathered up all the money that was found in the land
of Egypt, and in the [and of Canaan, for the corn which they
bought: and Joseph brought the money into Pharaoh’s house.

And when money failed in the land of Egypt, and in the [and of
Canaan, all the Egyptians came unto Joseph, and said, (5ive us
bread: for why should we die in thy presence? for the money
faileth,

And Joseph said, (5ive your cattle; and I will give you for your
cattle, if money fail.

And they brought their cattle unto Joseph: and Joseph gave them
bread [in exchange] for horses, and for the flocks, and for the
cattle of the herds, and for the asses: and he fed them with bread
for all their cattle for that year.

When that year was ended, they came unto him the second year,
and said unto him, We will not hide [it] from my lord, how that
our money is spent; my ford also hath our herds o_f cattle; there is
not ought [eft in the sight of my lord, but our bodies, and our [ands:
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Wherefore shall we die before thine eyes, both we and our landQ)
buy us and our [and for bread, and we and our [and will be
servants unto Pharaoh: and give [us] seed, that we may [ive, and
not die, that the [and be not desolate.

And Joseph bought all the land of Egypt for Pharaoh; for the
(Egyptians sold every man his J’ie[d. because the famine prevailed
over them: so the [and became (Pharaoh’s,

And as for the people, he removed them to cities from [one] end of
the borders of Cgypt even to the [other] end thereof.

Only the [and of the priests bought he not; for the priests had a
portion [assigned them] of Pharaoh, and did eat their portion
which (Pharaoh gave them: wherefore they sold not their [ands.

Ohen Joseph said unto the people, (Behold, I have bought you this
day and your [and for Pharaoh: [o, [here is] seed for you, and ye
shall sow the [and.

And it shall come to pass in the increase, that ye shall give the fifth
[part] unto Pharaoch, and four parts shall be your own, for seed of
the field, and for your food, and for them of your households, and
for food for your [ittle ones.

And they said, Qhou hast saved our [ives: [et us find grace in the
sight of my lord, and we will be Pharaoh’s servants,

And Joseph made it a [aw over the land of Egypt unto this day,
[that] Pharaoh should have the fifth [part]; except the [and of the
priests only, [which] became not Pharaoh’s,

And Csrael dwelt in the land of Egypt, in the country of (soshen;
and the\Z had possessions therein, and grew, and mu[tip[ied
exceeding[\z.

And Jacob [ived in the land of Egypt seventeen years: so the
whole age of Yacob was an hundred J’ortxz and seven years.

And the time drew nigh that CIsrael must die: and he called his son
Joseph, and said unto him, CIf now I have found grace in thy
sight, put, I pray thee, thy hand under my thigh, and deal kindly
and truly with me; bury me not, 1 pray thee, in Egypt:
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30 But I will lie with my fathers, and thou shalt carry me out of
Egypt. and bury me in their buryingplace. And he said, I will do
as thou hast said.

31 And he said, Swear unto me. And he sware unto him. And
CIsrael bowed himself upon the bed's head.

1 And it came to pass after these things, that [one] told (Joseph,
(Behold, thy father [is] sick: and he took with him his two sons,
Manasseh and Ephraim,

2 And [one] told {Jacob, and said, (Behold, thy son Joseph cometh
unto thee: and Usrael strengthened himself, and sat upon the bed.

3 And Jacob said unto Joseph, (sod Almighty appeared unto me at
Qug in the [and of Canaan, and blessed me,

4 And said unto me, (Behold, I will make thee fruitful, and multiply
thee, and CI will make o_f thee a multitude o_f peop[e; and will give
this land to thy seed after thee [for] an everlasting possession,

5 And now thy two sons, Ephraim and Manasseh, which were born
unto thee in the land of Cgypt before I came unto thee into
Egypt, [are] mine; as (Reuben and Simeon, they shall be mine.

6 And thy issue, which thou begettest after them, shall be thine, [and]
shall be called a_fter the name of their brethren in their inheritance.

7 And as for me, when I came from Padan, (Rachel died by me in
the land of Canaan in the way, when yet [there was] but a [ittle
way to come unto Ephrath: and q buried her there in the way of
Ephrath; the same [is] Bethlehem.

8  And srael beheld Joseph's sons, and said, Who [are] theseQ

9 And Joseph said unto his father, Qhey [are] my sons, whom (5od
hath given me in this [place]. And he said, (Bring them, I pray
thee, unto me, and I will bless them,

10 (Now the eyes of ‘Israel were dim for age, [so that] he could not

see. And he brought them near unto him; and he kissed them, and
embraced them,

11 And CIsrael said unto Joseph, I had not thought to see thy face:
and, [o, (5od hath shewed me also thy seed.
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And Joseph brought them out from between his knees, and he
bowed himself with his face to the earth.

And Joseph took them both, Ephraim in his right hand toward
CIsraefl’s [eft hand, and Manasseh in his [eft hand toward Israel’s

right hand, and brought [them] near unto him,

And Asrael stretched out his right hand, and [aid [it] upon
Ephraim’s head, who [was] the younger, and his [eft hand upon
Manasseh’s head, guiding his hands wittingly; for (Manasseh [was]
the firstborn.

And he blessed Joseph, and said, (50d, before whom my fathers
Abraham and Isaac did walk, the (od which fed me all my (ife

[ong unto this da«z,

Ohe Ange[ which redeemed me _from all evil, bless the [ads; and (et
my name be named on them, and the name of my fathers Abraham
and ‘Isaac; and [et them grow into a multitude in the midst of the
earth,

And when Joseph saw that his father [aid his right hand upon the
head of ECphraim, it displeased him: and he held up his father's
hand, to remove it from Ephraim’s head unto (Manasseh’s head.

And Joseph said unto his father, (Not so, my father: for this [is]
the firstborn; put thy right hand upon his head.

And his father refused, and said, I know [it], my son, d know [it]:
he also shall become a people, and he also shall be great: but truly
his younger brother shall be greater than he, and his seed shall
become a multitude of nations.

And he blessed them that day, saying, ‘In thee shall CIsraef bless,
saying, (sod make thee as phraim and as Manasseh: and he set
Ephraim before Manasseh.

And Asrael said unto Joseph, Behold, I die: but (sod shall be
with you, and [rr'ing you again unto the [and of your fathers.

Moreover I have given to thee one portion above thy brethren,
which I took out of the hand of the Amorite with my sword and
with my bow.
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And Jacob called unto his sons, and said, (sather yourselves
together, that I may tell you [that] which shall befall you in the
last days.

(ather «Zourse[ves togetﬁer, and hear, ye sons of Yacob; and
hearken unto Clsrael your father.

(Reuben, thou [art] my firstborn, my might, and the beginning of
my strength, the excellency of dignity, and the excellency of power:

(Unstable as water, thou shalt not excel; because thou wentest up
to thy father's bed; then defiledst thou [it]: he went up to my couch.

Simeon and Yevi [are] brethren; instruments of cruelty [are in]
their habitations,

(O my soul, come not thou into their secret; unto their assembly,
mine honour, be not thou united; for in their anger they slew a
man, and in their se[fwi[[ the«z digged down a wall,

Cursed [be] their anger, for [it was] fierce; and their wrath, for it
was cruel: ] will divide them in Jacob, and scatter them in Clsrael.

Judah, thou [art he] whom thy brethren shall praise: thy hand
[shall be] in the neck of thine enemies; thy father's children shall
bow down before thee.

Judah [is] a lion’s whelp: from the prey, my son, thou art gone up:
he stooped down, he couched as a [ion, and as an old [ion; who
shall rouse him upQ)

Ohe sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a [awgiver from
between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him [shall] the
gathering of the people [be].

(Binding his foal unto the vine, and his ass’s colt unto the choice
vine; he washed his garments in wine, and his clothes in the blood

of grapes:
‘His eyes [shall be] red with wine, and his teeth white with milk.

Qebulun shall dwell at the haven of the sea; and he [shall be] for
an haven of ships; and his border [shall be] unto idon.

Issachar [is] a strong ass couching down between two burdens:
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And he saw that rest [was] good, and the [and that [it was]
p[easant; and bowed his shoulder to bear, and became a servant
unto tribute,

(PDan shall judge his people, as one of the tribes of CIsrael.

(Dan shall be a serpent by the way, an adder in the path, that
biteth the horse heels, so that his rider shall fall backward.

‘I have waited for thy salvation, O IQRYP.

(5ad, a troop shall overcome him: but he shall overcome at the [ast.

Out of Asher his bread [shall be] fat, and he shall yield royal
dainties.

(Naphtali [is] a hind [et [oose: he giveth goodly words.

Joseph [is] a fruitful bough, [even] a fruitful bough by a well;
[whose] branches run over the wall:

Ohe archers have sorely grieved him, and shot [at him], and hated
him:
(But his bow abode in strength, and the arms of his hands were

made strong by the hands of the mighty [(5od] of Jacob; (from
thence [is] the shepherd, the stone of Usrael:)

[Even] by the (5od of thy father, who shall help thee; and by the
Almighty, who shall bless thee with blessings of heaven above,
blessings of the deep that [ieth under, blessings of the breasts, and
of the womb:

Ohe blessings of thy father have prevailed above the blessings of
my progenitors unto the utmost bound of the everlasting hills: they
shall be on the head of “Joseph, and on the crown of the head of
him that was separate from his brethren.

(Benjamin shall ravin [as] a wolf: in the morning he shall devour
the prey, and at night he shall divide the spoil.

All these [are] the twelve tribes of Israel: and this [is it] that their
father spake unto them, and blessed them; every one according to
his b[essing he blessed them,

And he charged them, and said unto them, I am to be gathered
unto my people: bury me with my fathers in the cave that [is] in
the field of Tphron the FHittite,
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In the cave that [is] in the field of (Machpelah, which [is] before
Mamre, in the land of Canaan, which Abraham bought with the
field of Cphron the Hittite for a possession of a buryingplace.

Ohere they buried Abraham and Sarah his wife; there they
buried CIsaac and (Rebekah his wife; and there I buried Yeah.

Ohe purchase of the field and of the cave that [is] therein [was]
from the children of Heth.

And when Jacob had made an end of commanding his sons, he
gathered up his feet into the bed, and \Zie[ded up the ghost. and was
gathered unto his people.

And Joseph fell upon his father's face, and wept upon him, and
kissed him,

And Joseph commanded his servants the physicians to embalm his
father: and the physicians embalmed Clsrael.

And J’ortxz dmzs were _fu[_fi[[ed _for him; for so are fu[_fi[[ed the dmzs
of those which are embalmed; and the (Egyptians mourned for him
threescore and ten davys.

And when the days of his mourning were past, Joseph spake unto
the house of Pharaoch, saying, If now I have found grace in your
eyes, speak, I pray you, in the ears of Pharaoh, saying,

My father made me swear, saying, Ao, ‘I die: in my grave which
‘Thave digged for me in the land of Canaan, there shalt thou bury

me. (Now therefore [et me go up, I pray thee, and bury my father,
and I will come again,

And Pharaoh said, (50 up, and bury thy father, according as he
made thee swear.

And Joseph went up to bury his father: and with him went up all
the servants of Pharaoh, the elders of his house, and all the elders
of the land o_f Egypt.

And all the house of Joseph, and his brethren, and his father's
house: only their [ittle ones, and their flocks, and their herds, they
left in the [and of (soshen.

And there went up with him both chariots and horsemen: and it
'was a very great company,
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And they came to the threshingfloor of Atad, which [is] beyond
Yordan, and there the«z mourned with a great and very sore
[amentation; and he made a mourning for his father seven da«zs.

And when the inhabitants of the [and, the Canaanites, saw the
mourning in the floor of Atad, they said, Ghis [is] a grievous
mourning to the (Egyptians: wherefore the name of it was called
Abelmizraim, which [is] beyond Jordan.

And his sons did unto him according as he commanded them:

and the rod which was turned to a serpent shalt thou take in thine
hand,

And thou shalt say unto him, Hhe JORY) (5od of the Hebrews
hath sent me unto thee, saying, Tet my peop[e go, that the«z may
serve me in the wilderness; and, behold, hitherto thou wouldest not
hear.
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Ohus saith the JOMRY, “In this thou shalt know that I [am] the
TORYP: behold, I will smite with the rod that [is] in mine hand
upon the waters which [are] in the river, and they shall be turned
to blood.

And the fish that [is] in the river shall die, and the river shall
stink; and the (Eg\zpticms shall (othe to drink of the water of the
river,

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, Say unto Agaron, Fake thy
rod, and stretch out thine hand upon the waters of Egypt, upon

their streams, upon their rivers, and upon their ponds, and upon
all their pools of water, that they may become blood; and [that]
there may be blood throughout all the land of Egypt, both in
[vessels of] wood, and in [vessels of] stone.

And Moses and Agron did so, as the JO@RY) commanded; and he
lifted up the rod, and smote the waters that [were] in the river, in
the sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; and all the
waters that [were] in the river were turned to blood.

And the fish that [was] in the river died; and the river stank, and
the (Eg«zptians could not drink of the water of the river; and there
was blood throughout all the [and of Egypt.

And the magicians of Egypt did so with their enchantments: and
gpflaraoﬁ's heart was hardened, neither did he hearken unto them;

as the QR had said.
And Pharach turned and went into his house, neither did he set
his heart to this also.

And all the Egyptians digged round about the river for water to
drink; for the\Z could not drink of the water of the river,

And seven days were fulfilled, after that the JOWRY) had smitten

the river.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, (50 unto Pharaoh, and say
unto him, Qhus saith the JOR), Yet my people go, that they

mag serve me,

And if thou refuse to [et [them] go, behold, I will smite all thy
borders with frogs:
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And the river shall bring forth frogs abundantly, which shall go up
and come into thine house, and into thy bedchamber, and upon thy
bed, and into the house of thy servants, and upon thy people, and
into thine ovens, and into thy kneadingtroughs:

And the frogs shall come up both on thee, and upon thy people, and
upon all thy servants.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch

forth thine hand with thy rod over the streams, over the rivers,
and over the pomfs. and cause _frogs to come up upon the land of

Egypt.
And Agron stretched out his hand over the waters of Egypt; and
the frogs came up, and covered the [and of Egypt.

And the magicians did so with their enchantments, and brought up
frogs upon the land of Egypt.

Ohen Pharaoch called for Moses and Aaron, and said, Intreat the
TORY. that he may take away the frogs from me, and from my
people; and I will [et the people go, that they may do sacrifice

unto the JORYP.

And Moses said unto Pharaoh, (slory over me: when shall I
intreat for thee, and for thy servants, and for thy people, to
destroy the frogs from thee and thy houses, [that] they may remain
in the river onlyQ

And he said, o morrow. And he said, [[Be it] according to thy
word: that thou mayest know that [there is] none [ike unto the

TORY our (5od.

And the frogs shall depart from thee, and from thy houses, and
from thy servants, and from thy people; they shall remain in the
river on[\z.

And Moses and Aaron went out from Pharach: and Moses cried
unto the JOR]) because of the frogs which he had brought
against Pharaoh.

And the JOR)) did according to the word of Moses; and the
frogs died out of the houses, out of the villages, and out of the
fields.
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14 And they gathered them together upon heaps: and the land stank.

15 (But when Pharaoh saw that there was respite, he hardened his
heart, and hearkened not unto them; as the ELQ(I{(D had said,

16 And the JORY) said unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch out

thy rod, and smite the dust of the [and, that it may become [ice
throughout all the land of Egypt.

17 And they did so; for Aaron stretched out his hand with his rod,
and smote the dust of the earth, and it became [ice in man, and in
beast; all the dust of the [and became [ice tﬁrougﬁout all the [and o_f

Egypt.

18 And the magicians did so with their enchantments to bring forth
lice, but they could not: so there were [ice upon man, and upon
beast.

19 Qhen the magicians said unto Pharaoch, Fhis [is] the finger of
(5od: and Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he hearkened not
unto them; as the JORY) had said.

20 And the JOPRY said unto Moses, Rise up early in the morning,

and stand be_fore gpflaraoh; (o, he cometh forth to the water; and

say unto him, Qhus saith the JOR), Yet my people go, that they

mag serve me,

21 lse, if thou wilt not let my people go, behold, I will send swarms
[of flies] upon thee, and upon thy servants, and upon thy people,
and into thy houses: and the houses of the Egyptians shall be full of
swarms [of flies], and also the ground whereon they [are].

22 And I will sever in that day the land of (soshen, in which my
people dwell, that no swarms [of flies] shall be there; to the end
thou mayest know that I [am] the JOMRY) in the midst of the
earth,

23 And I 'will put a division between my people and thy people: to
morrow shall this sign be.

24 And the JOMRY did so; and there came a grievous swarm [of
flies] into the house of Pharaoh, and [into] his servants’ houses,
and into all the land of Egypt: the land was corrupted by reason
of the swarm [of flies].
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And Pharaoch called for Moses and for Agaron, and said, (50 ye,

sacrifice to your (5od in the land.

And Moses said, Clt is not meet so to do; for ‘we shall sacriﬁce the
abomination of the Egyptians to the TR our (5od: lo, shall
we sacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians before their eyes,
and will they not stone usQ

We will go three dmzs’ Journey into the wilderness, and sacriﬁce
to the JOR our (504, as he shall command us.

And Pharaoch said, <1 will [et you go, that ye may sacrifice to the
TORY your (5od in the wilderness; only ye shall not go very far
away: intreat for me,

And Moses said, (Behold, I go out from thee, and I will intreat
the JOR that the swarms [of flies] may depart from Pharaoh,

from his servants, and from his peop[e, to morrow:; but [et not

@ﬁaraoh deal deceitfu[[«z any more in not [etting the peop[e go to

sacrifice to the JORYP.
And Moses went out from Pharaoh, and intreated the JORY.

And the JOR did according to the word of Moses; and he
removed the swarms [of flies] from Pharaoh, from his servants,
and J’rom his peop[e; there remained not one.

And Pharaoh hardened his heart at this time also, neither would
he (et the people go.

Ohen the JOWRY) said unto Moses, (50 in unto Pharaoh, and tefll
him, Phus saith the JORY) (5od of the Hebrews, et my people
go, that they may serve me,

Oror if thou refuse to [et [them] go, and wilt hold them still,

(Behold, the hand of the JORY) is upon thy cattle which [is] in
the field, upon the horses, upon the asses, upon the camels, upon
the oxen, and upon the sheep: [there shall be] a very grievous
murrain,

And the JOR shall sever between the cattle of Usrael and the
cattle of Egypt: and there shall nothing die of all [that is] the
children’s of CIsrael.

13 And the JORY) said unto Moses, (Rise up early in the morning,
and stand before Pharaoh, and say unto him, Ghus saith the

TORYP od of the Tebrews, det my people go, that they may

serve me,

14 Sor (I will at this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and
upon thy servants, and upon thy people; that thou mayest know
that [there is] none [ike me in all the earth,

15 Sor now I will stretch out my hand, that Xl may smite thee and
thy people with pestilence; and thou shalt be cut off from the earth.

16 And in very deed for this [cause] have U raised thee up, for to
shew [in] thee my power; and that my name may be declared
throughout all the earth,
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As yet exaltest thou thyself against my people, that thou wilt not
(et them go©)

(Behold, to morrow about this time I will cause it to rain a very
grievous hail, such as hath not been in CEg\zpt since the _foundation
thereof even until now,

Send therefore now, [and] gather thy cattle, and all that thou hast
in the field; [for upon] every man and beast which shall be found in
the field, and shall not be brought home, the hail shall come down
upon them, and they shall die.

‘He that feared the word of the JOR) among the servants of
gpflaraoh made his servants and his cattle _f[ee into the houses:

And he that regarded not the word of the )R left his

servants and his cattle in the ﬁe[d.

And the JOR said unto Moses, Stretch forth thine hand
toward heaven, that there may be hail in all the [and of Egypt,
upon man, and upon beast, and upon every herb of the field,
throughout the [and of Tgypt.

And Moses stretched forth his rod toward heaven: and the
TORY sent thunder and hail, and the fire ran along upon the
ground; and the IORY) rained hail upon the land of Egypt.

So there was hail, and fire mingled with the hail, very grievous,
such as there was none [ike it in all the land of Egypt since it
became a nation,

And the hail smote throughout all the land of Egypt all that [was]

in the J’ie[d. both man and beast; and the hail smote every herb of
the ﬁe[d. and brake every tree of the ﬁe[d.

Only in the [and of (soshen, where the children of CIsrael [were],
was there no hail.

And Pharaoch sent, and called for Moses and Agron, and said
unto them, I have sinned this time: the JORY) [is] righteous, and
I and my people [are] wicked.

UIntreat the JOMRY) (for [it is] enough) that there be no [more]
mightg thunderings and hail; and I will (et you go, and ye shall
stay no [onger.
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And Moses said unto him, As soon as I am gone out of the city, “I
will spread abroad my hands unto the JOWRY); [and] the thunder
shall cease, neither shall there be any more hail; that thou mavyest

know how that the earth [is] the JORP'S.
(But as for thee and thy servants, I know that ye will not yet fear

the IORY) God.

And the flax and the barley was smitten: for the barfey [was] in
the ear, and the flax [was] bolled.

(But the wheat and the rie were not smitten: for they [were] not
grown up.
And Moses went out of the city from Pharaoh, and spread

abroad his hands unto the JOR): and the thunders and hail
ceased, and the rain was not poured upon the earth,

And when Pharaoh saw that the rain and the hail and the
thunders were ceased, he sinned yet more, and hardened his heart,
he and his servants,

And the heart of Pharaoch was hardened, neither would he let the
children of CIsrael go; as the Q)R had spoken by Moses.

And the JOR) said unto Moses, (50 in unto Pharach: for 4
have hardened his heart, and the heart of his servants, that CI
might shew these my signs Before him;

And that thou mavyest tell in the ears of thy son, and of thy son’s
son, what things I have wrought in Egypt, and my signs which I
have done among them; that ye may know how that I [am] the

TORD.

And Moses and Aaron came in unto Pharaoh, and said unto him,
Ohus saith the JORP (od of the Febrews, How long wilt
thou refuse to humble thyself before meQ et my people go, that
they may serve me,

Else, if thou refuse to [et my peop[e go. behold, to morrow will <[
[rr'ing the [ocusts into th\l coast:
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And they shall cover the face of the earth, that one cannot be able
to see the earth: and they shall eat the residue of that which is
escaped, which remaineth unto you from the hail, and shall eat
every tree which groweth for you out of the field:

And they shall fill thy houses, and the houses of all thy servants,
and the houses of all the (Cgyptians; which neither thy fathers, nor
thy fathers’ fathers have seen, since the day that they were upon
the earth unto this day. And he turned himself, and went out from
Pharaoch.

And Pharaoh’s servants said unto him, How [ong shall this man
be a snare unto usQ let the men go, that they may serve the
TORY their God knowest thou not yet that Egypt is
destroyedQ

And Moses and Aaron were brought again unto Pharach: and he
said unto them, (50, serve the JORY) your (sod: [but] who [are]
they that shall go©QQ

And Moses said, We will go with our young and with our old,
with our sons and with our daughters, with our flocks and with
our herds will we go; for we [must hold] a feast unto the JORYP.

And he said unto them, Jet the JORY) be so with you, as I will
let you go, and your [ittle ones: [ook [to it]; for evil [is] before you.

(Not so: go now +ye [that are] men, and serve the JOPR): for that
ve did desire. And they were driven out from (Pharaoh’s presence.

And the JOR) said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand over
the [and of Cgypt for the [ocusts, that they may come up upon the
land of Egypt, and eat every herb of the land, [even] all that the
hail hath [eft.

And Moses stretched forth his rod over the land of Egypt, and the
TORY brought an east wind upon the land all that day, and all
[that] night; [and] when it was morning, the east wind brought the
[ocusts,

And the [ocusts went up over all the [and of Egypt, and rested in
all the coasts of Egypt: very grievous [were they]; before them
there were no such [ocusts as they, neither after them shall be such.

17 (Now therefore forgive, 1 pray thee, my sin only this once, and
intreat the QMR your (5od, that he may take away from me
this death only,

18 And he went out from Pharaoh, and intreated the JORY).

19 And the JOR) turned a mighty strong west wind, which took
away the (ocusts, and cast them into the Q{gd sea; there remained
not one locust in all the coasts o_f (Egypt.

20 But the JORY) hardened Pharaoh’s heart, so that he would not
let the children of Usrael go.

21 And the JORY) said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand toward
heaven, that there may be darkness over the land of Egypt, even
darkness [which] may be felt.

22 And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; and there
was a thick darkness in all the land of Tgypt three davys:

23 Qhey saw not one another, neither rose any from his place for
three days: but all the children of Usrael had [light in their
dwellings.

24 And PPharaoh called unto {Moses, and said, (50 ye, serve the
E@Q{(D; on[«z (et your ﬂocks and your herds be stmzed: (et your
(ittle ones also go with you,

25 And Moses said, Jhou must give us also sacrifices and burnt

offerings, that we may sacrifice unto the JOR]) our (5od.

26  (Qur cattle also shall go with us; there shall not an hoof be [e_ft
behind; _for thereof must we take to serve the QLQQ{(D our (5od;
and we know not with what we must serve the JOMR), until we
come thither,
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27 But the JORY) hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he would not [et
them go.

28 And (Pharaoh said unto him, (set thee from me, take heed to
thyself, see my face no more; for in [that] day thou seest my face
thou shalt die.

29 And Moses said, PJhou hast spoken well, I will see thy face again
no more.

1 And the JORY) said unto Moses, Yet will I bring one plague
[more] upon (Pharaoh, and upon Egypt; afterwards he will (et
you go hence: when he shall [et [you] go, he shall surely thrust you
out hence altogether.

2 Speak now in the ears of the people, and et every man borrow of
his neighﬁour. and every woman of her neighﬁour. jewe[s o_f silver,
and jewels of gold.

3 And the JORY) gave the people favour in the sight of the
Egyptians. Moreover the man Moses [was] very great in the [and
of Egypt, in the sight of Pharaoh’s servants, and in the sight of the
people.

4 And Moses said, Dhus saith the JORY), About midnight will I
go out into the midst of Egypt:

5 And all the firstborn in the [and of Egypt shall die, from the
firstborn of PPharaoh that sitteth upon his throne, even unto the
firstborn of the maidservant that [is] behind the mill; and all the
firstborn of beasts.

6 And there shall be a great cry throughout all the [and of Egypt,
such as there was none [ike it, nor shall be (ike it any more,

7 But against any of the children of ‘Israel shall not a dog move his
tongue, against man or beast: that ye may know how that the
TORY doth put a difference between the Egyptians and CIsrael.

8  And all these thy servants shall come down unto me, and bow
down themselves unto me, saying, (et thee out, and all the people
that follow thee: and after that I will go out. And he went out
from (Pharaoh in a great anger.
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And the JOR said unto Moses, Pharaoch shall not hearken
unto you; that my wonders may be multiplied in the land of Egypt.

And Moses and Aaron did all these wonders before Pharach: and
the JOPRY) hardened Pharaoh’s heart, so that he would not [et
the children of Usrael go out of his [and.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses and Agron in the land of
Egypt, saying,

Ohis month [shall be] unto you the beginning of months: it [shall be]
the first month of the year to you.

Speak ye unto all the congregation of Clsrael, saying, ‘In the tenth
[day] of this month they shall take to them every man a [amb,
according to the house of [their] fathers, a [amb for an house:

And if the household be too [ittle for the [amb, [et him and his
neighbour next unto his house take [it] according to the number of
the souls; every man according to his eating shall make your count
for the [amb,

Your [amb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year: ye
shall take [it] out from the sheep, or from the goats:

And vye shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month:
and the whole assemb[xz of the congregation of CIsrael shall kill it in
the evening.

And they shall take of the blood, and strike [it] on the two side
posts and on the upper door post o_f the houses, wherein the«z shall
eat it,

And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire, and
unleavened bread; [and] with bitter [herbs] they shall eat it.

(Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all with water, but roast [with]
fire; his head with his [egs, and with the purtenance thereof.

And vye shall [et nothing of it remain until the morning; and that
which remaineth of it until the morning ye shall burn with fire.

And thus shall ye eat it; [with] your [oins girded, your shoes on
your _feet. and your staj]" in your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste;

it [is] the JORYP'S passover.
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12 Sor (I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will
smite all the firstborn in the [and of Egypt, both man and beast;
and against all the gods of Egypt d will execute judgment: I [am]

the JORD.

13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where
vye [are]: and when ‘I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the
plague shall not be upon you to destroy [you], when I smite the

land of Egypt.

14 And this da«z shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye shall keep it
a _feast to the QLQQ{(D throughout your generations; ye shall keep

ita feast [’Y an ordinance for ever,

15 Seven da«zs shall ye eat unleavened bread; even the ﬁrst dmz ye
shall put away [eaven out of your houses: for whosoever eateth
leavened bread from the first day until the seventh day, that soul
shall be cut off from CIsrael.

16 And in the first day [there shall be] an holy convocation, and in the
seventh da«z there shall be an ho[\Z convocation to you; no manner
of work shall be done in them, save [that] which every man must
eat, that only may be done of you.

17 And ye shall observe [the feast of] unleavened bread; for in this
selfsame day have I brought your armies out of the [and of Egypt:
therefore shall ye observe this day in your generations by an
ordinance for ever.,

18 Cln the first month], on the fourteenth day of the month at even, ye
shall eat unleavened bread, until the one and twentieth dmz o_f the
month at even,

19 Seven days shall there be no [eaven found in your houses: for
whosoever eateth that which is [eavened, even that soul shall be
cut off from the congregation of CIsrael, whether he be a stranger,
or born in the [and.

20 Ye shall eat nothing (eavened; in all your habitations shall ye eat
unleavened bread,

21 Qhen Moses called for all the elders of CIsrael, and said unto them,
(Draw out and take you a [amb according to your families, and
Kill the passover.
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22 And ye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip [it] in the blood that
[is] in the bason, and strike the [intel and the two side posts with
the blood that [is] in the bason; and none of you shall go out at the
door of his house until the morning.

23 Sor the ELQ(I{(D will pass tfwough to smite the (Eg\zptians; and
when he seeth the blood upon the [intel, and on the two side posts,
the JO@R) will pass over the door, and will not suffer the
destro«zer to come in unto your houses to smite [you].

24 And vye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy
sons for ever,

25 And it shall come to pass, when ye be come to the land which the
TORYP will give you, according as he hath promised, that ye
shall keep this service.

26 And it shall come to pass, when your children shall say unto you,
“What mean ye by this serviceQ

27 Qhat ye shall say, ‘It [is] the sacrifice of the JORJ)'S passover,
who passed over the houses of the children of Usrael in Egypt,

when he smote the Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And the
people bowed the head and worshipped.

28 And the children of CIsrael went away, and did as the JORY)
had commanded (Moses and Aaron, so did they.

29 And it came to pass, that at midnight the JORY) smote all the
firstborn in the land of T gypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh that
sat on his throne unto the firstborn of the captive that [was] in the
dungeon; and all the firstborn of cattle.

30 And PPharaoh rose up in the night, he, and all his servants, and all
the ECgyptians; and there was a great cry in Egypt; for [there

was] not a house where [there was] not one dead.

31 And he called for Moses and Aaron by night, and said, (Rise up,
[and] get you forth from among my people, both ye and the
children of CIsrael; and go, serve the JOWRY), as ye have said.

32 Also take your flocks and your herds, as ye have said, and be
gone; and bless me also.
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And the Egyptians were urgent upon the people, that they might
send them out of the [and in haste; for they said, ‘We [be] all dead
[men].

And the people took their dough before it was [eavened, their
kneadingtroughs [Jeing bound up in their clothes upon their
shoulders,

And the children of CIsrael did according to the word of (Moses;
and the«z borrowed of the CEgypticms jewe[s of silver, and jewe[s of
go[d, and raiment;

And the JOR) gave the people favour in the sight of the
Egyptians, so that they [ent unto them [such things as they

required]. And they spoiled the Cgyptians.

And the children of Csrael journeyed from (Rameses to Succoth,
about six hundred thousand on foot [that were] men, beside
children,

And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and
herds, [even] very much cattle.

And they baked unleavened cakes of the dough which they brought
forth out of Cgypt, for it was not [eavened; because they were
thrust out of Egypt, and could not tarry, neither had they
prepared for themsefves any victual,

(Now the sojourning of the children of Usrael, who dwelt in
Egypt, [was] four hundred and thirty years,

And it came to pass at the end of the four hundred and thirty
vyears, even the selfsame day it came to pass, that all the hosts of

the JORJ) went out from the land of Egypt.

‘It [is] a night to be much observed unto the JOR) for bringing
them out from the land of Cgypt: this [is] that night of the JORY

to be observed o_f all the children o_f (Israel in their generations.

And the JOR said unto Moses and Aaron, Jhis [is] the

ordinance of the passover: Qhere shall no stranger eat tﬁercof:

(But every man’s servant that is bought for money, when thou hast
circumcised him, then shall he eat thereof.

A foreigner and an hired servant shall not eat thereof.
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CIn one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt not carry forth ought of
the ﬂesh abroad out o_f the house; neither shall ye break a bone
thereof.

All the congregation of CIsrael shall keep it.

And when a stranger shall sojourn with thee, and will keep the
passover to the JOR), let all his males be circumcised, and then
let him come near and keep it; and he shall be as one that is born in
the [and: for no uncircumcised person shall eat thereof.

One [aw shall be to him that is homeborn, and unto the stranger
that sojournetﬁ among you,

Ohus did all the children of CIsrael; as the JOWRY) commanded
Moses and Agron, so did they.

And it came to pass the selfsame day, [that] the JORY did bring
the children of Usrael out of the [and of Egypt by their armies.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Sanctify unto me all the firstborn, whatsoever openeth the womb
among the children of Usrael, [both] of man and of beast: it [is]
mine,

And Moses said unto the people, (Remember this day, in which ye
came out from Egypt, out of the house of bondage; for by strength
of hand the JOMR) brought you out from this [place]: there shall

no leavened bread be eaten.
Ohis day came ye out in the month ,4bib.

And it shall be when the JORY) shall bring thee into the land of
the Canaanites, and the dHittites, and the Amorites, and the
‘Hivites, and the Jebusites, which he sware unto thy fathers to
give thee, a land flowing with milk and honey, that thou shalt keep
this service in this month,

Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened bread, and in the seventh

day [shall be] a feast to the IQRY.

(Unleavened bread shall be eaten seven dmzs; and there shall no
(eavened bread be seen with thee, neither shall there be [eaven seen
with thee in all thy quarters,
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And thou shalt shew thy son in that day, saying, [Dhis is done]
because of that [which] the JORY) did unto me when I came
forth out of Cgypt.

And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thine hand, and for a
memorial between thine eyes, that the JORP)'S law may be in
thy mouth: for with a strong hand hath the QR brought thee
out of Egypt.

Ohou shalt tﬁerefore keep this ordinance in his season from year
to Year.

And it shall be when the QMR shall bring thee into the land of
the Canaanites, as he sware unto thee and to thy fathers, and shall
give it thee,

Ohat thou shalt set apart unto the JORY all that openeth the
matrix, and every ﬁrst[ing that cometh o_f a beast which thou hast;

the males [shall be] the IOQORP'S.

And every firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a f[amb; and if
thou wilt not redeem it, then thou shalt break his neck: and all the
firstborn of man among thy children shalt thou redeem.

And it shall be when thy son asketh thee in time to come, saying,
WWhat [is] thisQ that thou shalt say unto him, (By strength of hand
the JOR brought us out from Egypt, from the house of
bondage:

And it came to pass, when (Pharaoh would hardly let us go, that
the JORY slew all the firstborn in the [and of Egypt, both the
firstborn of man, and the firstborn of beast: therefore I sacrifice to

the ELQ(I{(D all that openeth the matrix, [Jeing males; but all the
firstborn of my children I redeem.

And it shall be for a token upon thine hand, and for frontlets
between thine eyes: for by strength of hand the JOMRY) brought us

forth out of Egypt.

And it came to pass, when (Pharaoh had [et the people go, that
(5od [ed them not [through] the way of the land of the (Philistines,
although that [was] near; for (sod said, Jest peradventure the
people repent when they see war, and they return to Cgypt:
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(But (5od led the people about, [through] the way of the wilderness
of the (Red sea: and the children o_f Usrael went up harnessed out

of the land o_f Egypt.

And Moses took the bones of Joseph with him: for he had straitly
sworn the children of CIsrael, saying, (sod will surely visit you;
and ye shall carry up my bones away hence with you,

And they took their journey from Succoth, and encamped in
(Etham, in the edge of the wilderness.

And the JOR) went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud,
to [ead them the way; and [’Y nigﬁt in a pillar of ﬁre. to give them
light; to go by day and night:

He took not away the pi[[ar of the cloud [’Y dmz, nor the pi[[ar o_f
fire by night, [from] before the people.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Speak unto the children of ‘Israel, that they turn and encamp
before Pihahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, over against
(Baalzephon: before it shall ye encamp by the sea.

Oor Pharaoh will say of the children of Usrael, Jhey [are]
entangled in the land, the wilderness hath shut them in,

And - will harden (Pharaoh’s heart, that he shall follow after
them; and I will be honoured upon Pharaoh, and upon all his host;
that the ICgyptians may know that I [am] the IOQRY). And they
did so.

And it was told the king of Cgypt that the people fled: and the
heart of Pharaoh and of his servants was turned against the
people, and they said, Why have we done this, that we have [et
Israel go from serving usQ

And he made ready his chariot, and took his people with him:

And he took six hundred chosen chariots, and all the chariots of
Egypt, and captains over every one of them.

And the JOR) hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt,
and he pursued after the children of CIsrael: and the children of
CIsrael went out with an high hand.
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(But the Egyptians pursued after them, all the horses [and]
chariots of gPharaoh, and his horsemen, and his army, and
overtook them encamping [’Y the sea, beside g)ihahiroth, before

(Baalzephon.
And when Pharaoh drew nigh, the children of Usrael [ifted up

their eyes, and, behold, the CEgypticms marched after them; and
the«z were sore afraidz and the children of (srael cried out unto

the JORD.

And they said unto Moses, (Because [there were] no graves in
Egypt, hast thou taken us away to die in the wildernessQ)
wherefore hast thou dealt thus with us, to carry us forth out of
Egypt?

[“Is] not this the word that we did tell thee in Egypt, saying, Yet
us alone, that we may serve the EgyptiansQ For [it had been]

better for us to serve the (Eg\zptians, than that we should die in the
wilderness.

And Moses said unto the people, Gear ye not, stand still, and see
the salvation of the JOR), which he will shew to you to day:
for the Egyptians whom ye have seen to day, ye shall see them
again no more for ever,

ohe JOR shall fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace.
And the JORY said unto Moses, Wherefore criest thou unto
me<Q speak unto the children of Usrael, that they go forward:

But (ift thou up thy rod, and stretch out thine hand over the sea,
and divide it: and the children of CIsrael shall go on dry [ground]
through the midst of the sea.

And ¢, behold, I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians, and
the«z shall fo[[ow them: and C[ will get me honour upon Pharach,
and upon all his host, upon his chariots, and upon his horsemen.

And the Egyptians shall know that I [am] the JOR), when I
have gotten me honour upon @haraoh, upon his chariots, and upon
his horsemen.

And the angel of (5od, which went before the camp of CIsrael,
removed and went behind them; and the pi[[ar of the cloud went
from before their face, and stood behind them:
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20 And it came between the camp of the gyptians and the camp of
CIsrael; and it was a cloud and darkness [to them], but it gave [ight
by night [to these]: so that the one came not near the other all the
night.

21 And Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and the ELQ(I{(D
caused the sea to go [back] by a strong east wind all that night, and
made the sea dry [land], and the waters were divided.

22 And the children of Usrael went into the midst of the sea upon the
dry [ground]: and the waters [were] a wall unto them on their
right hand, and on their [eft.

23 And the Egyptians pursued, and went in after them to the midst
of the sea, [even] all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his
horsemen,

24 And it came to pass, that in the morning watch the JORY

of the cloud, and troubled the host of the ngyptians,

that the (Eg\zptians said, Yet us ﬁee from the face of CIsrael; for the

TORY fighteth for them against the Egyptians.
26 And the JORY) said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand over

the sea, that the waters may come again upon the (Eg\zptians. upon
their chariots, and upon their horsemen.

27 And Moses stretched forth his hand over the sea, and the sea
returned to his strength when the morning appeared; and the
Egyptians fled against it; and the IR overthrew the
Egyptians in the midst of the sea.

28 And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and the
horsemen, [and] all the host of Pharaoh that came into the sea
after them; there remained not so much as one of them.

29 (But the children of CIsrael walked upon dry [land] in the midst of
the sea; and the waters [were] a wall unto them on their right
hand, and on their [eft.

Ohen sang Moses and the children of Usrael this song unto the
TORYD. and spake, saying, {1 will sing unto the JORY), for he
hath triumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he thrown
into the sea.

ohe JORY [is] my strength and song, and he is become my
salvation: he [is] my (od, and I will prepare him an habitation;
my father's (sod, and I will exalt him,

Ohe JORY [is] a man of war: the TOR [is] his name.

@ﬁaraoh’s chariots and his host hath he cast into the sea; his
chosen captains also are drowned in the Q{gd seq.

Ohe depths have covered them: they sank into the bottom as a
stone,

ohy right hand, O IOR). is become glorious in power: thy
right hand, O IOR), hath dashed in pieces the enemy.

And in the greatness of thine excefllency thou hast overthrown
them that rose up against thee: thou sentest forth thy wrath,
[which] consumed them as stubble,

And with the blast of thy nostrils the waters were gathered
together, the floods stood upright as an heap, [and] the depths were
congealed in the heart of the sea.

Ohe enemy said, I will pursue, I will overtake, I will divide the
spoi[; my (ust shall be satisfied upon them; I will draw my sword,
my hand shall destro«z them,

Ohou didst blow with thy wind, the sea covered them: they sank
as [ead in the mighty waters,

WWho [is] [ike unto thee, O AQPRY), among the godsQ who [is]
like thee, glorious in holiness, fearful [in] praises, doing wonders?)
Ohou stretchedst out thy right hand, the earth swallowed them.
Ohou in thy mercy hast [ed forth the people [which] thou hast

redeemed: thou hast guided [them] in thy strength unto thy holy
habitation.
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Ohe people shall hear, [and] be afraid: sorrow shall take hold on
the inhabitants of (Palestina.

Ohen the dukes of dom shall be amazed; the mighty men of
Moab, trembling shall take hold upon them; all the inhabitants of
Canaan shall melt away.

Sear and dread shall _fa[[ upon them; [’Y the greatness of thine arm
they shall be [as] still as a stone; till thy people pass over, O
TORY. till the people pass over, [which] thou hast purchased.

Ohou shalt bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of thine
inheritance, [in] the place, O IORY), [which] thou hast made for
thee to dwell in, [in] the Sanctuary, O Yord, [which] thy hands
have established,

Ohe JORY shall reign for ever and ever.

Oror the horse of Pharaoh went in with his chariots and with his

horsemen into the sea, and the JOMR]) brought again the waters

of the sea upon them; but the children of CIsrael went on dry [land]
in the midst of the sea.

And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took a timbref in
her hand; and all the women went out a_fter her with timbrels and
with dances.

heard your murmurings.

10 And it came to pass, as Agaron spake unto the whole congregation
of the children of Usrael, that they [ooked toward the wilderness,
and, behold, the glory of the IOR) appeared in the cloud.

13 And it came to pass, that at even the quails came up, and covered
the camp: and in the morning the dew [ay round about the host.

14 And when the dew that [ay was gone up, behold, upon the face of
the wilderness [there [ay] a small round thing, [as] small as the
hoar frost on the ground.

15 And when the children of Usrael saw [it], they said one to
another, Clt [is] manna: for they wist not what it [was]. And
Moses said unto them, Qhis [is] the bread which the JORY) hath
given you to eat.

16 Qhis [is] the thing which the JOR) hath commanded, (sather of
it every man according to his eating, an omer for every man,
[according to] the number of your persons; take ye every man for

And Moses said, et no man leave of it till the morning.

(Notwithstanding they hearkened not unto (Moses; but some of them
left of it until the morning, and it bred worms, and stank: and
Moses was wroth with them,

And the children of CIsrael did eat manna forty years, until they
came to a [and inhabited; the«z did eat manna, until the«z came unto
the borders of the land of Canaan,

And all the congregation of the children of Usrael journeyed from
the wilderness of Sin, after their journeys, according to the

And he said unto Moses, I thy father in law Jethro am come
unto thee, and thy wife, and her two sons with her.

And Moses went out to meet his father in [aw, and did obeisance,
and kissed him; and they asked each other of [their] welfare; and
they came into the tent.

And Moses told his father in [aw all that the JOR]) had done
unto Pharach and to the Egyptians for CIsrael's sake, [and] all the
travail that had come upon them by the way, and fhow] the

TORY delivered them.

And Jethro rejoiced for all the goodness which the JOMR) had
done to Usrael, whom he had delivered out of the hand of the
Egyptians.

And Moses said unto the JOMRY), Dhe people cannot come up to

mount Sinai: for thou chargedst us, saying, Set bounds about the
mount, and sanctify it.
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24 And the JOMRY said unto him, Away, get thee down, and thou
shalt come up, thou, and Agron with thee: but [et not the priests
and the people break through to come up unto the JOWRY), lest he
break forth upon them.

25 So Moses went down unto the people, and spake unto them.

of them that hate me;

6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that [ove me, and keep
my commandments,

7 Qhou shalt not take the name of the JORY thy (5od in vain; for
the JORP) will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain,

8 (Remember the sabbath davy, to keep it holy.
9 Six days shalt thou [abour, and do all thy work:

10 (But the seventh day [is] the sabbath of the JORY) thy (5od: [in
it] thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter,
thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy
stranger that [is] within thy gates:

11 Gror [in] six days the JOR) made heaven and earth, the sea,
and all that in them [is], and rested the seventh day: wherefore the
TORY) blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.

12 Honour thy father and th\l mother; that th\l dmzs may be [ong upon
the land which the JO@R thy (5od giveth thee.

13 hou shalt not kill,
14 Bhou shalt not commit adultery.
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Ohou shalt not steal.
Ohou shalt not bear fa[se witness against th«z neigﬁﬁour.

Ohou shalt not covet th«z neigﬁbour’s house, thou shalt not covet
thy neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor
his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that [is] thy neighbour's,

And all the people saw the thunderings, and the lightnings, and the
noise of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking: and when the
people saw [it], they removed, and stood afar off.

And they said unto (Moses, Speak thou with us, and we will hear:
but [et not (sod speak with us, [est we die.

And Moses said unto the people, -ear not: for (sod is come to

prove you, and that his fear may be Before your faces. that ye sin
not.

And the people stood afar off, and {Moses drew near unto the
thick darkness where (5od [was].

And the JOR said unto Moses, Qhus thou shalt say unto the

children of (Israel, Ye have seen that I have talked with you J’rom
heaven,

e shall not make with me gods of silver, neither shall ye make
unto you gods of gold.

An altar of earth thou shalt make unto me, and shalt sacrifice
thereon thy burnt offerings, and thy peace offerings, thy sheep, and
thine oxen: in all places where I record my name I will come
unto thee, and I will bless thee.

And if thou wilt make me an altar of stone, thou shalt not build it
of hewn stone: for if thou [ift up thy tool upon it, thou hast polluted
it.

(Neither shalt thou go up by steps unto mine altar, that thy
nakedness be not discovered thereon,

Now these [are] the judgments which thou shalt set before them.

C[_f thou Buxz an Hebrew servant, six years he shall serve; and in
the seventh he shall go out J’ree for notﬁing.

CIf he came in [”Z himse[f, he shall go out [”Z himse[f: if he were
married, then his wife shall go out with him,
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4 CIf his master have given him a wife, and she have born him sons

or daugﬁters; the wife and her children shall be her master’s, and
he shall go out by himself.

5 And if the servant shall plainly say, I [ove my master, my wife,
and my children; I will not go out _free:

7 And if a man sell his daughter to be a maidservant, she shall not go
out as the menservants do.

8 CIf she please not her master, who hath betrothed her to himse[f,
then shall he (et her be redeemed: to sell her unto a strange nation
he shall have no power, seeing he hath dealt deceitfu[[y with her.

9 And if he have betrothed her unto his son, he shall deal with her
after the manner of daughters.

10 CIf he take him another [wife]; her food, her raiment, and her duty
of marriage, shall he not diminish.

11 And if he do not these three unto her, then shall she go out free
without money,

12 e that smiteth a man, so that he die, shall be sure[«z put to death,

13 And if a man [ie not in wait, but (sod defiver fhim] into his hand;
then I will appoint thee a place whither he shall flee.

14 (But if a man come presumptuously upon his neighbour, to slay
him with guile; thou shalt take him from mine altar, that he may
die.

15 And he that smiteth his father, or his mother, shall be surely put to

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Oror all manner of trespass, [whether it be] for ox, for ass, for

e shall not afflict any widow, or fatherfess child.

C[_f thou a_[ﬂict them in any wise, and the«z cry at all unto me, 9
will sure[«z hear their cry;
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And my wrath shall wax hot, and I will kill you with the sword;
and your wives shall be widows, and your children father[ess.

“If thou [end money to [any of] my people [that is] poor by thee,
thou shalt not be to him as an usurer, neither shalt thou [a«z upon
him usury,

C[_f thou at all take th«z neighﬁour's raiment to p[edge. thou shalt
deliver it unto him by that the sun goeth down:

Oror that [is] his covering only, it [is] his raiment for his skin:
wherein shall he sleepQ and it shall come to pass, when he crieth
unto me, that X[ will hear; for I [am] gracious.

Ohou shalt not revile the gods, nor curse the ruler of thy people.

Ohou shalt not delay [to offer] the first of thy ripe fruits, and of
th«z liquors: the ﬁrstﬁorn of th«z sons shalt thou give unto me.

Tikewise shalt thou do with thine oxen, [and] with thy sheep:
seven dmzs it shall be with his dam; on the eightﬁ da\z thou shalt
give it me,

And vye shall be holy men unto me: neither shall ye eat [any] flesh
[that is] torn of beasts in the field; ye shall cast it to the dogs.

Ohou shalt not raise a fa[se report: put not thine hand with the

9 According to all that I shew thee, [after] the pattern of the
tabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even so
shall ye make [it].

10 And they shall make an ark [of] shittim wood: two cubits and a
half [shall be] the [ength thereof, and a cubit and a half the breadth
thereof, and a cubit and a half the height thereof.
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11 And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, within and without shalt
thou over[mz it, and shalt make upon it a crown o_f go[d round
about,

12 And thou shalt cast four rings of gold for it, and put [them] in the
four corners thereof; and two rings [shall be] in the one side of it,
and two rings in the other side of it.

13 And a cubit on the one side, and a cubit on the other side of that
which remaineth in the [ength of the curtains of the tent, it shall
hang over the sides of the tabernacle on this side and on that side,
to cover it,

14 And thou shalt make a covering for the tent [of] rams’ skins dyed
red, and a covering above [of] badgers’ skins.

15 And thou shalt make boards for the tabernacle [of] shittim wood
standing up.

16 Q)en cubits [shall be] the [ength of a board, and a cubit and a half
[shall be] the breadth of one board.

17 Dwo tenons [shall there be] in one board, set in order one against
another; thus shalt thou make for all the boards of the tabernacle.

18 And thou shalt make the boards for the tabernacle, twenty boards
on the south side southward,

19 And thou shalt make forty sockets of silver under the twenty
boards; two sockets under one board _for his two tenons, and two
sockets under another board _for his two tenons,

20 And for the second side of the tabernacle on the north side [there
shall be] twenty boards:

21 And their forty sockets [of] silver; two sockets under one board,
and two sockets under another board.

22 And for the sides of the tabernacle westward thou shalt make six
boards.

23 And two boards shalt thou make for the corners of the tabernacle
in the two sides,
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And they shall be coupled together beneath, and they shall be
coup[ed together above the head o_f it unto one ring: thus shall it be
for them both; they shall be for the two corners.

And they shall be eight boards, and their sockets [of] silver, sixteen
sockets; two sockets under one board, and two sockets under
another board,

And thou shalt make bars [of] shittim wood; five for the boards of
the one side of the tabernacle,

And five bars for the boards of the other side of the tabernacle,
and ﬁve bars for the boards of the side of the tabernacle, for the
two sides westward,

And the middle bar in the midst of the boards shall reach from end
to end.

And thou shalt overlay the boards with gold, and make their rings
[of] gold [for] places for the bars: and thou shalt overfay the bars
with gold.

And thou shalt rear up the tabernacle according to the fashion
thereof which was shewed thee in the mount.

And thou shalt make a vail [of] blue, and purple, and scarlet, and
fine twined [inen of cunning work: with cherubims shall it be made:

And thou shalt hang it upon four pillars of shittim [wood] overlaid
with gold: their hooks [shall be of] gold, upon the four sockets of
silver,

And thou shalt hang up the vail under the taches, that thou mayest
bring in thither within the vail the ark of the testimony: and the
vail shall divide unto you between the holy [place] and the most
holy.

And thou shalt put the mercy seat upon the ark of the testimony in
the most holy [place].

And thou shalt set the table without the vail, and the candlestick
over against the table on the side of the tabernacle toward the
south; and thou shalt put the table on the north side.
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36 And thou shalt make an hanging for the door of the tent, [of] blue,
and purp[e, and scarlet, and ﬁne twined [inen, wrought with
needlework.

37 And thou shalt make for the hanging five pillars [of] shittim
[wood], and overfay them with gold, [and] their hooks [shall be of]
gold: and thou shalt cast five sockets of brass for them.

1 And thou shalt make an altar [of] shittim wood, five cubits [ong,
and five cubits broad; the altar shall be foursquare: and the height
thereof [shall be] three cubits.

2 And thou shalt make the horns of it upon the four corners thereof:
his horns shall be o_f the same; and thou shalt over[mz it ‘with brass.

3 And thou shalt make his pans to receive his ashes, and his shovels,
and his basons, and his fleshhooks, and his firepans: all the vessels
thereof thou shalt make [of] brass.

4 And thou shalt make for it a grate of network [of] brass; and upon
the net shalt thou make four brasen rings in the four corners
thereof,

5 And thou shalt put it under the compass of the altar beneath, that
the net may be even to the midst of the altar,

6 And thou shalt make staves for the altar, staves [of] shittim wood,
and overfay them with brass,

7 And the staves shall be put into the rings, and the staves shall be
upon the two sides of the altar, to bear it.

8  Mollow with boards shalt thou make it; as it was shewed thee in
the mount, so shall they make [it].

9 And thou shalt make the court of the tabernacle: for the south side
southward [there shall be] hangings for the court [of] fine twined
linen of an hundred cubits [ong for one side:

10 And the twenty pillars thereof and their twenty sockets [shall be
of] brass; the hooks of the pillars and their fillets [shall be of] silver.

11 _And [ikewise for the north side in [ength [there shall be] hangings
of an hundvred [cubits] [ong, and his twenty pillars and their twenty
sockets [of] brass; the hooks of the pillars and their fillets [of] silver.

And [for] the breadth of the court on the west side [shall be]
hangings o_f _fiftxz cubits; their pi[[ars ten, and their sockets ten.

And the breadth of the court on the east side eastward [shall be]
fifty cubits.

Ohe hangings of one side [of the gate shall be] fifteen cubits: their
pillars three, and their sockets three.

And on the other side [shall be] hangings fifteen [cubits]: their
pillars three, and their sockets three.

And for the gate of the court [shall be] an hanging of twenty
cubits, [of] blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined [inen,
wrought with needlework: [and] their pillars [shall be] four, and
their sockets four.,

All the pillars round about the court [shall be] filleted with silver;
their hooks [shall be of] silver, and their sockets [of] brass.

Ohe length of the court [shall be] an hundred cubits, and the
breadth fifty every where, and the height five cubits [of] fine
twined [inen, and their sockets [of] brass.

All the vessels of the tabernacle in all the service thereof, and all
the pins thereof, and all the pins of the court, [shall be of] brass.

And thou shalt command the children of CIsrael, that they bring
thee pure oil olive beaten for the [ight, to cause the [amp to burn
a[ways.

CIn the tabernacle of the congregation without the vail, which [is]
before the testimony, Aaron and his sons shall order it from
evening to morning before the JORY: [it shall be] a statute for
ever unto their generations on the behalf of the children of CIsrael.

And take thou unto thee Agaron thy brother, and his sons with him,
from among the children of CIsrael, that he may minister unto me
in the priest's office, [even] Aaron, (Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar
and CIthamar, Agron’s sons,

And thou shalt make holy garments for Agaron thy brother for
glory and for beauty.
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And thou shalt speak unto all [that are] wise hearted, whom ¢l
have filled with the spirit of wisdom, that they may make Agron’s
garments to consecrate him, that he may minister unto me in the
priest’s office.

And these [are] the garments which they shall make; a breastplate,
and an ephod, and a robe, and a broidered coat, a mitre, and a
girdle: and they shall make holy garments for Aaron thy brother,
and his sons, that he may minister unto me in the priest’s office.

And they shall take gold, and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and
fine [inen.

And they shall make the ephod [of] gold, [of] blue, and [of] purple,
[of] scarfet, and fine twined [inen, with cunning work,

CIt shall have the two shou[derpieces tﬁereo_f joined at the two
edges thereof; and [so] it shall be joined together.

And the curious girdle of the ephod, which [is] upon it, shall be of
the same, according to the work thereof; [even of] gold, [of] blue,
and purple, and scarfet, and fine twined [inen.

And thou shalt take two onyx stones, and grave on them the names
of the children of Usrael:

Six of their names on one stone, and [the other] six names of the
rest on the other stone, according to their birth,

With the work of an engraver in stone, [fike] the engravings of a
signet, shalt thou engrave the two stones with the names of the
children of CIsrael: thou shalt make them to be set in ouches of gold.

And thou shalt put the two stones upon the shoulders of the ephod
[for] stones of memorial unto the children of CIsrael: and Aaron
shall bear their names before the JOR]) upon his two shoulders
for a memorial.

And thou shalt make ouches [of] gold;

And two chains [of] pure gold at the ends; [of] wreathen work
shalt thou make them, and fasten the wreathen chains to the ouches.
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15 And thou shalt make the breastplate of judgment with cunning
work; after the work of the ephod thou shalt make it; [of] gold, [of]
blue, and [of] purple, and [of] scarlet, and [of] fine twined [inen,
shalt thou make it.

16 Jroursquare it shall be [being] doubled; a span [shall be] the [ength
thereof, and a span [shall be] the breadth thereof.

17 And thou shalt set in it settings of stones, [even] four rows of
stones: [the first] row [shall be] a sardius, a topaz, and a
carbuncle: [this shall be] the first row.

18 And the second row [shall be] an emerald, a sapphire, and a
diamond,

19 And the third row a ligure, an agate, and an amethyst.

20 And the fourth row a beryl, and an onyx, and a jasper: they shall
be set in gold in their inclosings.

21 _And the stones shall be with the names of the children of CIsrael,
twelve, according to their names, [like] the engravings of a signet;
every one with his name shall they be according to the twelve
tribes.

22 And thou shalt make upon the breastplate chains at the ends [of]
wreathen work [of] pure gold.

23 And thou shalt make upon the breastplate two rings of gold, and
shalt put the two rings on the two ends of the breastplate.

24 And thou shalt put the two wreathen [chains] of gold in the two
rings [which are] on the ends of the breastplate.

25 And [the other] two ends of the two wreathen [chains] thou shalt
fasten in the two ouches, and put [them] on the shoulderpieces of
the ephod before it.

26 And thou shalt make two rings of gold, and thou shalt put them
upon the two ends of the breastplate in the border thereof, which
[is] in the side of the ephod inward.

27 And two [other] rings of gold thou shalt make, and shalt put them
on the two sides of the ephod underneath, toward the forepart
thereof, over against the [other] coupling thereof, above the
curious girdle of the ephod.
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28 And they shall bind the breastplate by the rings thereof unto the
rings of the ephod with a [ace of blue, that [it] may be above the
curious girdle of the ephod, and that the breastplate be not [oosed
from the ephod.

29 And Agron shall bear the names of the children of Usrael in the
breastplate of judgment upon his heart, when he goeth in unto the
holy [place], for a memorial before the JORY) continually.

30 And thou shalt put in the breastplate of judgment the {(Irim and the
Ohummim; and they shall be upon Agron’s heart, when he goeth in
before the JORY): and Agron shall bear the judgment of the
children of CIsrael upon his heart before the JOWR) continually.

31 And thou shalt make the robe of the ephod all [of] blue.

32 And there shall be an hole in the top of it, in the midst thereof: it
shall have a Binding of woven work round about the hole of it, as
it were the hole of an ﬁabcrgeon. that it be not vrent,

33 And [beneath] upon the hem of it thou shalt make pomegranates
[of] blue, and [of] purple, and [of] scarlet, round about the hem
thereof; and bells of gold between them round about:

34 A golden bell and a pomegranate, a golden bell and a pomegranate,
upon the hem of the robe round about.

35 And it shall be upon Aaron to minister: and his sound shall be
heard when he goeth in unto the holy [place] before the TORYP,
and when he cometh out, that he die not,

36 And thou shalt make a plate [of] pure gold, and grave upon it,
[like] the engravings of a signet, HOYINESS 90 OHE
TORD.

37  And thou shalt putitona blue [ace, that it may be upon the mitre;
upon the _forefront of the mitre it shall be.

38 And it shall be upon Agron’s forehead, that Agron may bear the
iniquity of the holy things, which the children of CIsrael shall
hallow in all their holy gifts; and it shall be always upon his
forehead, that they may be accepted before the JORYD.
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And thou shalt embroider the coat of fine [inen, and thou shalt
make the mitre [of] fine [inen, and thou shalt make the girdle [of]
needlework,

And for Agron’s sons thou shalt make coats, and thou shalt make
for them girdles, and bonnets shalt thou make for them, for glory
and for beaut\z.

And thou shalt put them upon Aaron thy brother, and his sons
with him; and shalt anoint them, and consecrate them, and sanctify
them, that the«z may minister unto me in the priest's oj:fice.

And thou shalt make them [inen breeches to cover their nakedness;
from the [oins even unto the thighs they shall reach:

And they shall be upon Agron, and upon his sons, when they come
in unto the tabernacle of the congregation, or when they come near
unto the altar to minister in the holy [place]; that they bear not
iniquity, and die: [it shall be] a statute for ever unto him and his
seed after him.

And this [is] the thing that thou shalt do unto them to hallow them,
to minister unto me in the priest’s office: Gyake one young bullock,
and two rams without blemish,

And unleavened bread, and cakes unleavened tempered with oil,
and wafers unleavened anointed with oil: [of] wheaten flour shalt
thou make them,

And thou shalt put them into one basket, and bring them in the
basket, with the bullock and the two rams,

And Agron and his sons thou shalt bring unto the door of the
tabernacle o_f the congregation, and shalt wash them with water.

And thou shalt take the garments, and put upon Agron the coat,
and the robe of the ephod, and the ephod, and the breastplate, and
gird him with the curious gird[e o_f the epﬁod:

And thou shalt put the mitre upon his head, and put the holy
crown upon the mitre.

Ohen shalt thou take the anointing oil, and pour [it] upon his head,
and anoint him,

And thou shalt bring his sons, and put coats upon them.,
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And thou shalt gird them with girdles, Agron and his sons, and
put the bonnets on them: and the priest’s office shall be theirs for a
perpetual statute: and thou shalt consecrate Aaron and his sons.

And thou shalt cause a bullock to be brought before the tabernacle
of the congregation: and Aaron and his sons shall put their hands
upon the head of the bullock.

And thou shalt Kill the bullock before the IQRY, [bY] the door of
the tabernacle of the congregation,

And thou shalt take of the blood of the bullock, and put [it] upon
the horns of the altar with thy ﬁnger, and pour all the blood beside
the bottom of the altar,

And thou shalt take all the fat that covereth the inwards, and the
caul [that is] above the [iver, and the two kidneys, and the fat that
[is] upon them, and burn [them] upon the altar,

(But the flesh of the bullock, and his skin, and his dung, shalt thou
burn with fire without the camp: it [is] a sin offering.

Ohou shalt also take one ram; and Aaron and his sons shall put
their hands upon the head of the ram.

And thou shalt slay the ram, and thou shalt take his blood, and
sprinkle [it] round about upon the altar.

And thou shalt cut the ram in pieces, and wash the inwards of
him, and his [egs, and put [them] unto his pieces, and unto his head.

And thou shalt burn the whole ram upon the altar: it [is] a burnt
offering unto the JORY: it [is] a sweet savour, an offering made

by fire unto the JQRYP.
And thou shalt take the other ram; and Aaron and his sons shall
put their hands upon the head of the ram.

Ohen shalt thou Kill the ram, and take of his blood, and put [it]
upon the tip of the right ear of Agaron, and upon the tip of the right
ear of his sons, and upon the thumb of their right hand, and upon
the great toe of their right foot, and sprinkle the blood upon the
altar round about,
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And thou shalt take of the blood that [is] upon the altar, and of the
anointing oil, and sprinkle [it] upon Aaron, and upon his garments,
and upon his sons, and upon the garments of his sons with him: and
he shall be hallowed, and his garments, and his sons, and his sons’
garments with him,

Also thou shalt take of the ram the fat and the rump, and the fat
that covereth the inwards, and the caul [above] the [iver, and the
two kidneys, and the fat that [is] upon them, and the right
shoulder; for it [is] a ram of consecration:

And one loaf of bread, and one cake of oiled bread, and one wafer
out of the basket of the unleavened bread that [is] before the
TORD:

And thou shalt put all in the hands of Agaron, and in the hands of
his sons; and shalt wave them [for] a wave offering before the

TORD.

And thou shalt receive them of their hands, and burn [them] upon
the altar _for a burnt oﬂ'ering, for a sweet savour Before the

TORY: it [is] an offering made by fire unto the JORY.

And thou shalt take the breast of the ram of Agron’s consecration,
and wave it [for] a wave offering before the JQOR): and it shall
be thy part.

And thou shalt sanctify the breast of the wave offering, and the
shoulder of the heave offering, which is waved, and which is
heaved up, of the ram of the consecration, [even] of [that] which
[is] for Aaron, and of [that] which is for his sons:

And it shall be Agron’s and his sons’ by a statute for ever from the
children of CIsrael: for it [is] an heave offering: and it shall be an
heave offering from the children of Usrael of the sacrifice of their
peace offerings, [even] their heave offering unto the JORY.

And the holy garments of Agaron shall be his sons’ after him, to be
anointed therein, and to be consecrated in them,

[And] that son that is priest in his stead shall put them on seven
days, when he cometh into the tabernacle of the congregation to
minister in the holy [place].

Seven days thou shalt make an atonement for the altar, and
sanctifsz it; and it shall be an altar most ho[\z: whatsoever toucheth
the altar shall be holy.

(Now this [is that] which thou shalt offer upon the altar; two lambs
of the first year day by day continually.

Ohe one [amb thou shalt offer in the morning; and the other [amb
thou shalt offer at even:

And with the one [amb a tenth deal of flour mingled with the
fourth part of an hin of beaten oil; and the fourth part of an hin of
wine [for] a drink offering.

And the other [amb thou shalt offer at even, and shalt do thereto
according to the meat o[fering o_f the morning. and according to the
drink oj]'ering thereof, _for a sweet savour, an oj]'ering made [nz

fire unto the JORD.
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[Ohis shall be] a continual burnt offering throughout your
generations [at] the door of the tabernacle of the congregation
before the JORY): where I will meet you, to speak there unto
thee.

And there I will meet with the children of Usrael, and [the
tabernacle] shall be sanctified by my glory.

And I will sanctify the tabernacle of the congregation, and the
altar: I will sanctify also both Aaron and his sons, to minister to
me in the priest’s office.

And I will dwell among the children of Usrael, and will be their
(5od.

And they shall know that I [am] the JORY) their (5od, that
brought them forth out of the [and of Egypt, that I may dwell
among them: I [am] the JOWR) their (5od.

And thou shalt make an altar to burn incense upon: [of] shittim
wood shalt thou make it.

A cubit [shall be] the [ength thereof, and a cubit the breadth
thereof; foursquare shall it be: and two cubits [shall be] the height
thereof: the horns thereof [shall be] of the same.

And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, the top thereof, and the
sides tﬁereo_f round about, and the horns thereof; and thou shalt
make unto it a crown of go[d round about,

And two golden rings shalt thou make to it under the crown of it,
by the two corners thereof, upon the two sides of it shalt thou
make [it]; and they shall be for places for the staves to bear it
withal,

And thou shalt make the staves [of] shittim wood, and overlay
them with gold.

And thou shalt put it before the vail that [is] by the ark of the
testimony, before the mercy seat that [is] over the testimony,
where I will meet with thee.

And Agron shall burn thereon sweet incense every morning: when
he dresseth the [amps, he shall burn incense upon it.
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8 And when Agron [ighteth the [amps at even, he shall burn incense
upon it, a perpetual incense before the JORY) throughout your

generations.

9 Ye shall oj]'er no strange incense thereon, nor burnt sacriﬁce. nor
meat o[fering; neither shall ye pour drink o[fering thereon,

10 And Agron shall make an atonement upon the horns of it once in a
year with the blood of the sin oj]'ering of atonements; once in the
year shall he make atonement upon it throughout your generations:

it [is] most holy unto the JORY.
11 And the JOMRY) spake unto Moses, saying,

12 QWhen thou takest the sum of the children of UIsrael after their
number, then shall they give every man a ransom for his soul unto
the JO@R), when thou numberest them; that there be no plague
among them, when [thou] numberest them.

13 Qhis they shall give, every one that passeth among them that are
numbered, half a shekel after the shekel of the sanctuary: (a shekel
[is] twenty gerahs:) an half shekel [shall be] the offering of the

AORD.

14 (Ever«z one that passeth among them that are numbered, _from
twenty years old and above, shall give an oj]'ering unto the

TORD.
15 Qhe rich shall not give more, and the poor shall not give [ess than
half a shekel, when [they] give an offering unto the JORY), to

make an atonement for your souls.

16 And thou shalt take the atonement money of the children of CIsrael,
and shalt appoint it for the service of the tabernacle of the
congregation; that it may be a memorial unto the children of
Israel before the JOMRY), to make an atonement for your souls.

17 And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

18 Qhou shalt also make a [aver [of] brass, and his foot [also of]
brass, to wash [withal]: and thou shalt put it between the
tabernacle of the congregation and the altar, and thou shalt put
water therein,
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19 Sor Agron and his sons shall wash their hands and their feet
thereat:

20 OWhen the\Z go into the tabernacle of the congregation, the«z shall
wash with water, that the\Z die not; or when the\Z come near to the
altar to minister, to burn offering made by fire unto the JOR):

21 So they shall wash their hands and their feet, that they die not:
and it shall be a statute for ever to them, [even] to him and to his
seed throughout their generations,

22 Moreover the JOR)) spake unto (Moses, saying,

23 Qake thou also unto thee principal spices, of pure myrrh five
hundred [shekels], and of sweet cinnamon half so much, [even] two
hundred and fifty [shekels], and of sweet calamus two hundred
and fifty [shekels],

24 And of cassia five hundred [shekels], after the shekel of the
sanctuary, and of oil olive an hin;

25 And thou shalt make it an oil of holy ointment, an ointment
compound after the art of the apothecary: it shall be an holy
anointing oil.,

26 And thou shalt anoint the tabernacle of the congregation
therewith, and the ark of the testimony,

27 And the table and all his vessels, and the candlestick and his
vessels, and the altar of incense,

28 And the altar of burnt offering with all his vessels, and the [aver
and his foot.

29 And thou shalt sanctify them, that they may be most holy:
whatsoever toucheth them shall be holy.

30 And thou shalt anoint ,Aaron and his sons, and consecrate them,
that [they] may minister unto me in the priest's office.

31 And thou shalt speak unto the children of CIsrael, saying, Qhis shall
be an ho[«z anointing oil unto me tﬁrougﬁout your generations,

32 {Upon man’s flesh shall it not be poured, neither shall ye make fany
other] [ike it, after the composition of it: it [is] holy, [and] it shall
be holy unto you.
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WWhosoever compoundeth [any] [ike it, or whosoever putteth [any]
of it upon a stranger, shall even be cut o[f from his peop[e.

And the JOR) said unto Moses, PJake unto thee sweet spices,
stacte, and onycha, and galbanum; [these] sweet spices with pure
frankincense: of each shall there be a [ike [weight]:

And thou shalt make it a perfume, a confection after the art of the
apothecary, tempered together, pure [and] holy:

And thou shalt beat [some] of it very small, and put of it before the
testimony in the tabernacle of the congregation, where I will meet
with thee; it shall be unto you most ho[«z.

And [as for] the perfume which thou shalt make, ye shall not make
to \Zourse[ves according to the composition thereof: it shall be unto

thee holy for the JORY.

CWhosoever shall make (ike unto that, to smell thereto, shall even
be cut off from his people.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,
See, I have called by name (Bezaleel the son of ((Uri, the son of
Hur, of the tribe of Judah:

And I have filled him with the spirit of (od, in wisdom, and in
understanding. and in know[edge. and in all manner o_f
workmanship.

0o devise cunning works, to work in go[d, and in silver, and in
brass,

And in cutting of stones, to set [them], and in carving of timber, to
work in all manner of workmanship.

And ¢, behold, I have given with him ,Aholiab, the son of
Ahisamach, of the tribe of (Dan: and in the hearts of all that are
wise hearted I have put wisdom, that they may make all that I
have commanded thee;

Ohe tabernacle of the congregation, and the ark of the testimony,
and the mercy seat that [is] thereupon, and all the furniture of the
tabernacle,

And the table and his furniture, and the pure candlestick with all
his furniture, and the altar of incense,
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And the altar of burnt offering with all his furniture, and the
laver and his foot,

And the cloths of service, and the holy garments for Agron the
priest, and the garments of his sons, to minister in the priest’s o[fice.

And the anointing oil, and sweet incense for the holy [place]:
according to all that I have commanded thee shall they do.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Speak thou also unto the children of CIsrael, saying, (erily my

e shall keep the sabbath therefore; for it [is] holy unto you: every
one that defileth it shall surely be put to death: for whosoever
doeth [any] work therein, that soul shall be cut off from among his
people.

Six days may work be done; but in the seventh [is] the sabbath of
rest, holy to the JOR]): whosoever doeth [any] work in the
sabbath day, he shall surely be put to death,

WWherefore the children of Israel shall keep the sabbath, to observe
the sabbath throughout their generations, [for] a perpetual
covenant,

‘It [is] a sign between me and the children of CIsrael for ever: for
[in] six days the JOR) made heaven and earth, and on the
seventh day he vested, and was refreshed.

And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing
with him upon mount Sinai, two tables of testimony, tables of
stone, written with the finger of (sod.

And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down out
of the mount, the people gathered themselves together unto Aaron,
and said unto him, ‘Up, make us gods. which shall go before us; for
[as for] this (Moses, the man that brought us up out of the land of
Egypt. we wot not what is become of him.
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2 And Agron said unto them, (Break off the golden earrings, which
[are] in the ears of your wives, of your sons, and of your
daughters, and bring [them] unto me.

3 And all the people brake off the golden earrings which [were] in
their ears, and brought [them] unto Aaron,

4 And he received [them] at their hand, and fashioned it with a
graving tool, after he had made it a molten calf: and they said,
Ohese [be] thy gods, O CIsrael, which brought thee up out of the
land of Egypt.

5 And when Agron saw [it], he built an altar before it; and Agaron
made proclamation, and said, §o morrow [is] a feast to the

AORD.
6 And they rose up early on the morrow, and offered burnt

oﬂerings, and [wougﬁt peace oﬂerings; and the peop[e sat down to
eat and to drink, and rose up to play.

7 And the JOMR) said unto Moses, (50, get thee down; for thy
people, which thou broughtest out of the [and of Egypt, have

corrupted [themselves]:

8  Qhey have turned aside quickly out of the way which I
commanded them: they have made them a molten calf, and have
worshipped it, and have sacrificed thereunto, and said, Dhese [be]
thy gods, O Usrael, which have brought thee up out of the land of

Egypt.
9 And the JOMRY said unto Moses, I have seen this people, and,
behold, it [is] a stiffnecked people:

10 (Now therefore [et me alone, that my wrath may wax hot against
them, and that ¢] may consume them: and I will make of thee a
great nation.

11 And Moses besought the JORY his (5od, and said, JORY.
wh«z doth tﬁsz wrath wax hot against tﬁsz people, which thou hast

Brought forth out of the [and of (Egypt with great power, and with
a mightxz hamf?
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Wherefore should the Egyptians speak, and say, Gor mischief did
he bring them out, to slay them in the mountains, and to consume
them from the face of the earthQ Qurn from thy fierce wrath, and
repent of this evil against thy people.

Remember Abraham, Usaac, and “Israel, thy servants, to whom
thou swarest by thine own self, and saidst unto them, I will
multiply your seed as the stars of heaven, and all this land that I
have spoken of will I give unto your seed, and they shall inherit
[it] for ever.

And the JOR)) repented of the evil which he thought to do unto
his people.

And Moses turned, and went down from the mount, and the two
tables of the testimony [were] in his hand: the tables [were]

written on both their sides; on the one side and on the other [were]
they written,

And the tables [were] the work of (5od, and the writing [was] the
writing of (sod, graven upon the tables.

And when Joshua heard the noise of the people as they shouted,
he said unto Moses, [QDhere is] a noise of war in the camp.

And he said, [It is] not the voice of [them that] shout for mastery,
neither [is it] the voice of [them that] cry for being overcome: [but]
the noise of [them that] sing do I hear.

And it came to pass, as soon as he came nigh unto the camp, that
he saw the calf, and the dancing: and {Moses’ anger waxed hot,
and he cast the tables out of his hands, and brake them beneath the
mount,

And he took the calf which they had made, and burnt [it] in the
fire, and ground [it] to powder, and strawed [it] upon the water,
and made the children of ‘Israel drink [of it].

And Moses said unto Aaron, What did this people unto thee, that
thou hast brought so great a sin upon themQ

And Agron said, et not the anger of my lord wax hot: thou
knowest the people, that they [are set] on mischief.

for [as for] this (Moses, the man that brought us up out of the land

And all the sons of
Yeyi gathered themselves together unto him,

And he said unto them, Jhus saith the JOR)) (od of Usrael,
Put every man his sword by his side, [and] go in and out from
gate to gate throughout the camp, and slay every man his brother,
and every man his companion, and every man his neighbour.

And the children of Clevi did according to the word of (Moses: and
there fe[[ of the people that dmz about three thousand men.,

Oor Moses had said, Consecrate yourselves to day to the
TORY, even every man upon his son, and upon his brother; that
he may bestow upon you a blessing this day.

And it came to pass on the morrow, that OMoses said unto the
people, Ye have sinned a great sin: and now 4 will go up unto the
JORYP: peradventure I shall make an atonement for your sin.

And Moses returned unto the JOPRY), and said, Oh, this people
have sinned a great sin, and have made them gods of gold.

Yet now, if thou wilt forgive their sin--; and if not, blot me, I
pray thee, out of tﬁy book which thou hast written,

And the JORYP said unto Moses, ‘Whosoever hath sinned
against me, him will ¢ blot out o_f my book.

Oherefore now go, lead the people unto [the place] of which I
have spoken unto thee: behold, mine -Angel shall go before thee:
nevertheless in the day when { visit I will visit their sin upon
them,
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35 And the JOMRY plagued the people, because they made the calf,
which Agron made.

1 And the JORY) said unto Moses, (Depart, [and] go up hence,
thou and the peop[e which thou hast Brought up out of the [and o_f

Egypt, unto the land which ‘I sware unto Abraham, to ‘Isaac, and
to Jacob, saying, {Unto thy seed will [ give it:

2 And qwill send an angel before thee; and I will drive out the
(Canaanite, the Amorite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, the
Hivite, and the JJebusite:

3  (nto a land f[owing with milk and honey: for ¢f will not go up in
the midst of thee; for thou [art] a stiffnecked people: [est
consume thee in the way.

4 And when the people heard these evil tidings, they mourned: and
no man did put on him his ornaments.

5 or the JORY) had said unto Moses, Say unto the children of
Israel, Ye [are] a stiffnecked people: ‘I will come up into the midst
of thee in a moment, and consume thee: therefore now put off thy
ornaments from thee, that I may know what to do unto thee.

6 And the children of Usrael stripped themselves of their ornaments
by the mount Goreb.

7 And (Moses took the tabernacle, and pitched it without the camp,
afar off from the camp, and called it the Pabernacle of the
congregation. And it came to pass, [that] every one which sought
the JOW@R) went out unto the tabernacle of the congregation,
which [was] without the camp.

8  And it came to pass, when (Moses went out unto the tabernacle,
[that] all the people rose up, and stood every man [at] his tent
door, and [ooked after OMoses, until he was gone into the
tabernacle.

9 And it came to pass, as Moses entered into the tabernacle, the
cloudy pillar descended, and stood [at] the door of the tabernacle,

and [the TORP] talked with Moses.

10 And all the people saw the cloudy pillar stand [at] the tabernacle
door: and all the people rose up and worshipped, every man [in]
his tent door.
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And the JOR) spake unto (Moses face to face, as a man
speaketh unto his friend. And he turned again into the camp: but

his servant Joshua, the son of (Nun, a young man, departed not
out of the tabernacle.

And Moses said unto the JORY), See, thou sayest unto me,
(Bring up this people: and thou hast not [et me know whom thou
wilt send with me. Yet thou hast said, ‘I know thee by name, and
thou hast also found grace in my sight.

(Now therefore, I pray thee, if I have found grace in thy sight,
shew me now thy way, that I may know thee, that ‘I may find
grace in thy sight: and consider that this nation [is] thy people.

And he said, My presence shall go [with thee], and I will give
thee rest.

And he said unto him, ’If thy presence go not [with me}, carry us
not up hence,

Oror wherein shall it be known here that I and thy people have

found grace in thy sightQ [is it] not in that thou goest with usQ so

shall we be scparated, I and tfnz peop[e, _from all the peop[e that
[are] upon the face of the earth,

And the JOR said unto Moses, I will do this thing also that
thou hast spoken: for thou hast found grace in my sigﬁt, and ]
know thee B«z name,

And he said, ‘I beseech thee, shew me thy glory.

And he said, /I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and CI
will proc[aim the name o_f the 9((;)(1{(]) Before thee; and will be
gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on
whom I ‘will shew mercy.

And he said, Dhou canst not see my face: for there shall no man
see me, and [ive,

And the JOR said, Behold, [there is] a place by me, and thou

shalt stand upon a rock:

And it shall come to pass, while my glory passeth by, that I will
put thee in a clift of the rock, and will cover thee with my hand
while I pass by:
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23 And q will take away mine hand, and thou shalt see my back
parts: but my _face shall not be seen.

1 And the JOWRY) said unto Moses, Hew thee two tables of stone
like unto the first: and I will write upon [these] tables the words
that were in the first tables, which thou brakest.

2 And be ready in the morning, and come up in the morning unto
mount Sinai, and present thyself there to me in the top of the
mount,

3 And no man shall come up with thee, neither [et any man be seen
throughout all the mount; neither (et the ﬁocks nor herds feed
Before that mount,

4 And he hewed two tables o_f stone [ike unto the ﬁrst; and {Moses
rose up early in the morning, and went up unto mount Sinai, as
the JO@RY) had commanded him, and took in his hand the two
tables of stone.

5 And the JOMR) descended in the cloud, and stood with him
there, and proclaimed the name of the IQRY.

6 And the JOMR passed by before him, and proclaimed, PHhe
TORYP., Fhe IORYP (5od, merciful and gracious,

[ongsuj]’ering. and abundant in goodness and truth,
7 (IQ,eping mercy _for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression
and sin, and that will by no means clear [the guilty]; visiting the

iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and upon the children’s
children, unto the third and to the fourth [generation].

8 And {Moses made haste, and bowed his head toward the earth,
and worshipped.

9 And he said, df now I have found grace in thy sight, O Yord, et
my Yord, U pray thee, go among us; for it [is] a stiffnecked people;
and pardon our iniquity and our sin, and take us for thine
inheritance.

10 And he said, (Behold, ‘I make a covenant: before all thy people I
will do marvels, such as have not been done in all the earth, nor in
any nation: and all the people among which thou [art] shall see the
work of the JOWRY: for it [is] a terrible thing that I will do with
thee.
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(Observe thou that which I command thee this day: behold, I
drive out before thee the Amorite, and the Canaanite, and the
‘Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

Oake heed to thyself, [est thou make a covenant with the
inhabitants o_f the [and whither thou goest, [est it be _for a snare in
the midst o_f thee:

(But ye shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut
down their groves:

Oror thou shalt worship no other god: for the JOWRY), whose
name [is] Jealous, [is] a jealous (sod:

Yest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and
the\Z goa whoring after their gods, and do sacriﬁce unto their
gods, and [one] call thee, and thou eat of his sacrifice;

And thou take of their daughters unto thy sons, and their
daughters goa whoring after their gods. and make thy sons go a
whoring after their gods.

Ohou shalt make thee no molten gods.

Ohe feast of unleavened bread shalt thou keep. Seven days thou
shalt eat unleavened bread, as /I commanded thee, in the time of
the month Apib: for in the month _Abib thou camest out from Egypt.

All that openeth the matrix [is] mine; and every firstling among
thy cattle, [whether] ox or sheep, [that is male].

(But the firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a [amb: and if
thou redeem [him] not, then shalt thou break his neck. A[l the
firstborn of thy sons thou shalt redeem. And none shall appear
before me empty.

Six days thou shalt work, but on the seventh day thou shalt rest:
in earing time and in harvest thou shalt rest.

And thou shalt observe the feast of weeks, of the firstfruits of
wheat harvest, and the feast of ingathering at the year's end.

Ohrice in the year shall all your men children appear before the

Jord GOD. the (5od of Usrael.
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oror I will cast out the nations before thee, and enlarge thy
borders; neither shall any man desire th«z (and, when thou shalt go

up to appear before the JORY thy (5od thrice in the year.
Ohou shalt not o[fer the blood o_f my sacri_fice with [eaven; neither
shall the sacri_fice of the _feast o_f the passover be [eft unto the
morning.

Ohe first of the firstfruits of thy land thou shalt bring unto the
house of the JOR) thy (sod. Jhou shalt not seethe a kid in his

mother’s milk.

And the JOR) said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for
a_fter the tenor of these words I have made a covenant with thee
and with CIsrael.

And he was there with the 9((;)(1{(]) _fort«z da«zs and J’orty nigﬁts;
he did neither eat bread, nor drink water. And he wrote upon the
tables the words of the covenant, the ten commandments,

And it came to pass, when (Moses came down from mount Sinai
with the two tables of testimony in (Moses’ hand, when he came
down from the mount, that {Moses wist not that the skin of his face
shone while he talked with him,

And when Agron and all the children of CIsrael saw Moses,
behold, the skin of his face shone; and they were afraid to come
nigh him,

And Moses called unto them; and Agron and all the rulers of the
congregation returned unto him: and {Moses talked with them.

And afterward all the children of CIsrael came nigh: and he gave
them in commandment all that the JOMR) had spoken with him in
mount Sinai.,

And [till] Moses had done speaking with them, he put a vail on his
face.

(But when Moses went in before the JOWRY) to speak with him,
he took the vail off, until he came out. And he came out, and spake
unto the children of CIsrael [that] which he was commanded.

14 he candlestick also for the light, and his furniture, and his lamps,

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15 And the incense altar, and his staves, and the anointing oil, and the
sweet incense, and the hanging for the door at the entering in of
the tabernacle,

16 Q)he altar of burnt oﬂ'ering. with his brasen grate, his staves, and
all his vessels, the [aver and his _foot.

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And the rulers brought onyx stones, and stones to be set, for the
ephod, and _for the Breastp[ate;

And spice, and oil for the [ight, and for the anointing oil, and for
the sweet incense.

Ohe children of Usrael brought a willing offering unto the
TORY, every man and woman, whose heart made them willing
to bring for all manner of work, which the JOWRY) had
commanded to be made by the hand of Moses.

And Moses said unto the children of Usrael, See, the IORJ
hath called by name (Bezaleel the son of (Uri, the son of Hur, of
the tribe of Judah;

And he hath filled him with the spirit of (sod, in wisdom, in
understanding. and in know[edge. and in all manner o_f
workmanship;

And to devise curious works, to work in gold, and in silver, and
in brass,

And in the cutting of stones, to set [them], and in carving of wood,
to make any manner of cunning work.

And he hath put in his heart that he may teach, [both] he, and
Aboliab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of (Dan.

Ohem hath he filled with wisdom of heart, to work all manner of
work, of the engraver, and of the cunning workman, and of the
embroiderer, in blue, and in purple, in scarfet, and in fine [inen,
and of the weaver, [even] of them that do any work, and of those
that devise cunning work.,

Ohen wrought (Bezaleel and Aholiab, and every wise hearted
man, in whom the JOR) put wisdom and understanding to
know how to work all manner of work for the service of the
sanctuary, according to all that the JOR]) had commanded.

And Moses called (Bezaleel and Afoliab, and every wise hearted
man, in whose heart the JOMRY) had put wisdom, [even] every
one whose heart stirred him up to come unto the work to do it:
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3 And they received of Moses all the offering, which the children of
CIsraefl had brought for the work of the service of the sanctuary, to
make it [withal]. And they brought yet unto him free offerings
every morning.

4 And all the wise men, that wrought all the work of the sanctuarvy,
came every man from his work which they made;

5 And they spake unto (Moses, saying, Qhe people bring much more
than enough for the service of the work, which the JORYP
commanded to make.

6 And Moses gave commandment, and they caused it to be
proclaimed throughout the camp, saying, ‘et neither man nor
woman make any more work for the offering of the sanctuary. So
the people were restrained from bringing.

7 or the stuff they had was sufficient for all the work to make it,
and too much,

8  And every wise hearted man among them that wrought the work
of the tabernacle made ten curtains [of] fine twined [inen, and
blue, and purple, and scarlet: [with] cherubims of cunning work
made he them,

9 QOhe [ength of one curtain [was] twenty and eight cubits, and the
breadth of one curtain four cubits: the curtains [were] all of one
size.

10 And he coupled the five curtains one unto another: and [the other]
five curtains he coupled one unto another.

11 And he made [oops of blue on the edge of one curtain from the
selvedge in the coupling: [ikewise he made in the uttermost side of
[another] curtain, in the coupling of the second.

12 Tifty loops made he in one curtain, and fifty [oops made he in the
edge of the curtain which [was] in the coupling of the second: the
loops held one [curtain] to another.

13 And he made fifty taches of gold, and coupled the curtains one
unto another with the taches; so it became one tabernacle.

14 And he made curtains [of] goats’ [hair] for the tent over the
tabernacle: eleven curtains he made them,
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Ohe [ength of one curtain [was] thirty cubits, and four cubits [was]
the breadth of one curtain: the efeven curtains [were] of one size.

And he coupled five curtains by themselves, and six curtains by
themselves,

And he made fifty [oops upon the uttermost edge of the curtain in
the coup[ing. and ﬁﬁ\z loops made he upon the edge of the curtain
which coupleth the second.

And he made fifty taches [of] brass to couple the tent together, that
it might be one.

And he made a covering for the tent [of] rams’ skins dyed red, and
a covering [of] badgers’ skins above [that].

And he made boards for the tabernacle [of] shittim wood, standing
up.

Ohe [ength of a board [was] ten cubits, and the breadth of a board
one cubit and a half,

(One board had two tenons, equa[[«z distant one _from another; thus
did he make for all the boards o_f the tabernacle,

And he made boards for the tabernacle; twenty boards for the
south side southward:

And J’ortxz sockets of silver he made under the twenty boards; two
sockets under one board for his two tenons, and two sockets under
another board for his two tenons,

And for the other side of the tabernacle, [which is] toward the
north corner, he made twenty boards,

And their forty sockets of silver; two sockets under one board,
and two sockets under another board.

And for the sides of the tabernacle westward he made six boards.

And two boards made he for the corners of the tabernacle in the
two sides.

And they were coupled beneath, and coupled together at the head
thereoj’. to one ring: thus he did to both of them in both the corners.

And there were eight boards; and their sockets [were] sixteen
sockets o_f silver, under every board two sockets.
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31 And he made bars of shittim wood; five for the boards of the one
side of the tabernacle,

32 And five bars for the boards of the other side of the tabernacle,
and ﬁve bars _for the boards of the tabernacle for the sides
westward,

33 And he made the middle bar to shoot through the boards from the
one end to the other.

34 And he overlaid the boards with gold, and made their rings [of]
gold [to be] places for the bars, and overlaid the bars with gold.

35 And he made a vail [of] blue, and purple, and scarfet, and fine
twined [inen: [with] cherubims made he it of cunning work.

36 _And he made thereunto four pillars [of] shittim [wood], and
overlaid them with gold: their hooks [were of] gold; and he cast
for them four sockets of silver.

37 And he made an hanging for the tabernacle door [of] blue, and
purple, and scarfet, and fine twined [inen, of needlework;

38 And the five pillars of it with their hooks: and he overlaid their
chapiters and their fillets with gold: but their five sockets [were of]
brass.

1 And (Bezaleel made the ark [of] shittim wood: two cubits and a
half [was] the [ength of it, and a cubit and a half the breadth of it,
and a cubit and a half the height of it:

2 And he overlaid it with pure gold within and without, and made a
crown of gold to it round about.

3 And he cast for it four rings of gold, [to be set] by the four corners
of it; even two rings upon the one side of it, and two rings upon
the other side of it.

4 And he made staves [of] shittim wood, and over{aid them with
gold.

5 And he put the staves into the rings by the sides of the ark, to bear
the ark.

6 And he made the mercy seat [of] pure gold: two cubits and a half
[was] the [ength thereof, and one cubit and a half the breadth
thereof.
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And he made two cherubims [of] gold, beaten out of one piece
made he them, on the two ends o_f the mercy seat;

(One cherub on the end on this side, and another cherub on the
[other] end on that side: out of the mercy seat made he the
cherubims on the two ends thereof.

And the cherubims spread out [their] wings on high, [and] covered
with their wings over the mercy seat, with their faces one to
another; [even] to the mercy seatward were the faces of the
cherubims,

And he made the table [of] shittim wood: two cubits [was] the
[ength thereof, and a cubit the breadth tﬁereo_f, and a cubit and a
Fla[_f the height thereo_f:

And he overlaid it with pure gold, and made thereunto a crown of
gold round about.

Also he made thereunto a border o_f an handbreadth round about;
and made a crown of go[d for the border tﬁereof round about,

And he cast for it four rings of gold, and put the rings upon the
four corners that [were] in the four feet thereof.

Over against the border were the rings, the places for the staves
to bear the table.

And he made the staves [of] shittim wood, and overlaid them with
gold, to bear the table.

And he made the vessels which [were] upon the table, his dishes,
and his spoons, and his bowls, and his covers to cover withal, [of]
pure gold.

And he made the candlestick [of] pure gold: [of] beaten work made
he the candlestick; his sha_ft. and his branch, his bowls, his knops,
and his flowers, were of the same:

And six branches going out of the sides thereof; three branches of
the candlestick out of the one side thereof, and three branches o_f
the candlestick out of the other side thereof:
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Ohree bowls made after the fashion of almonds in one branch, a
knop and a _f[ower; and three bowls made [ike almonds in another
branch, a knop and a flower: so throughout the six branches going
out of the candlestick.

And in the candlestick [were] four bowls made [ike almonds, his
knops, and his flowers:

And a knop under two branches of the same, and a knop under
two branches of the same, and a knop under two branches of the
same, according to the six branches going out of it,

Oheir knops and their branches were of the same: all of it [was]
one beaten work [of] pure gold.

And he made his seven lamps, and his snuffers, and his snuffdishes,
[of] pure gold.

[Of1 a talent of pure gold made he it, and all the vessels thereof.

And he made the incense altar [of] shittim wood: the [ength of it
[was] a cubit, and the breadth of it a cubit; [it was] foursquare;
and two cubits [was] the height of it; the horns thereof were of the
same,

And he overlaid it with pure gold, [both] the top of it, and the
sides tﬁereo_f round about, and the horns o_f it; also he made unto it
a crown o_f go[d round about,

And he made two rings of gold for it under the crown thereof, by
the two corners of it, upon the two sides thereoﬁ to be p[aces for
the staves to bear it withal.

And he made the staves [of] shittim wood, and overlaid them with
gold.

And he made the holy anointing oil, and the pure incense of sweet
spices, according to the work of the apothecary.

And he made the altar of burnt offering [of] shittim wood: five
cubits [was] the [ength thereof, and five cubits the breadth thereof;
[it was] foursquare; and three cubits the height thereof.

And he made the horns thereof on the four corners of it; the horns
thereof were of the same: and he overlaid it with brass.
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3 And he made all the vessels of the altar, the pots, and the shovels,
and the basons, [and] the fleshhooks, and the firepans: all the
vessels thereof made he [of] brass.

4 And he made for the altar a brasen grate of network under the
compass thereof beneath unto the midst of it.

5 And he cast four rings for the four ends of the grate of brass, [to
be] places for the staves.

6 And he made the staves [of] shittim wood, and overlaid them with
brass.

7 And he put the staves into the rings on the sides of the altar, to
bear it withal; he made the altar hollow with boards,

8 And he made the [aver [of] brass, and the foot of it [of] brass, of
the [ookingglasses of [the women] assembling, which assembled [at]
the door of the tabernacle of the congregation,

9 And he made the court: on the south side southward the hangings
of the court [were of] fine twined [inen, an hundred cubits:

10 Qheir pillars [were] twenty, and their brasen sockets twenty; the
hooks of the pillars and their fillets [were of] silver.

11 And for the north side [the hangings were] an hundred cubits,
their pillars [were] twenty, and their sockets of brass twenty; the
hooks of the pillars and their fillets [of] silver.

12 And for the west side [were] hangings of fifty cubits, their pillars
ten, and their sockets ten; the hooks o_f the pi[[ars and their ﬁ[[ets
[of] silver.

13 _And for the east side eastward fifty cubits.

14 B)he hangings of the one side [of the gate were] fifteen cubits; their
pillars three, and their sockets three.

15 And for the other side of the court gate, on this hand and that
hand, [were] hangings of fifteen cubits; their pillars three, and
their sockets three.

16 A[l the hangings of the court round about [were] of fine twined
finen,
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And the sockets for the pillars [were of] brass; the hooks of the
pillars and their fillets [of] silver; and the overlaying of their
chapiters [of] silver; and all the pillars of the court [were] filleted
with silver,

And the hanging for the gate of the court [was] needlework, [of]
blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined [inen: and twenty
cubits [was] the [ength, and the height in the breadth [was] five
cubits, answerable to the hangings of the court.

And their pillars [were] four, and their sockets [of] brass four;
their hooks [of] silver, and the overlaying of their chapiters and
their fillets [of] silver.

And all the pins of the tabernacle, and of the court round about,
[were of] brass.

Ohis is the sum of the tabernacle, [even] of the tabernacle of
testimony, as it was counted, according to the commandment of
Moses, [for] the service of the Uevites, by the hand of Clthamar,

son to Agaron the priest.

And Bezaleel the son of {Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of
Judah, made all that the JORY) commanded Moses.

And with him [was] Aholiab, son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of
(Dan, an engraver, and a cunning workman, and an embroiderer
in blue, and in purple, and in scarlet, and fine [inen,

All the gold that was occupied for the work in all the work of the
holy [place], even the gold of the offering, was twenty and nine
talents, and seven hundred and thirty shekels, after the shekel of
the sanctuary.

And the silver of them that were numbered of the congregation
[was] an hundred talents, and a thousand seven hundred and
threescore and fifteen shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary:

A bekah for every man, [that is], half a shekel, after the shekel of
the sanctuary, for every one that went to be numbered, from
twenty years old and upward, for six hundred thousand and three
thousand and five hundred and fifty [men].
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And of the hundred talents of silver were cast the sockets of the
sanctuary, and the sockets o_f the vail; an hundred sockets of the
hundred talents, a talent for a socket.

And of the thousand seven hundred seventy and five shekels he

made hooks for the pi[[ars, and overlaid their chapiters, and
ﬁ[[eted them,

And the brass of the offering [was] seventy talents, and two
thousand and four hundred shekels.

And therewith he made the sockets to the door of the tabernacle of
the congregation, and the brasen altar, and the brasen grate for it,
and all the vessels of the altar,

And the sockets of the court round about, and the sockets of the
court gate, and all the pins of the tabernacle, and all the pins of the
court round about,

And of the blue, and purple, and scarfet, they made cloths of
service, to do service in the holy [place], and made the holy
garments for Aaron; as the JOR) commanded Moses.

And he made the ephod [of] gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet,
and fine twined [inen,

And they did beat the gold into thin plates, and cut [it into] wires,
to work [it] in the blue, and in the purple, and in the scarlet, and in
the fine [inen, [with] cunning work.

Ohey made shoulderpieces for it, to couple [it] together: by the two
edges was it coupled together.

And the curious girdle of his ephod, that [was] upon it, [was] of
the same, according to the work thereof; [of] gold, blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twined [inen; as the JOMRYP
commanded (Moses.

And they wrought onyx stones inclosed in ouches of gold, graven,
as signets are graven, with the names of the children of (Israel.

And he put them on the shoulders of the ephod, [that they should
be] stones for a memorial to the children of CIsrael; as the @Q{(D
commanded (Moses.
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And he made the breastplate [of] cunning work, [ike the work of
the ephod; [of] gold, blue, and purple, and scarfet, and fine twined
finen,

‘It was foursquare; they made the breastplate double: a span [was]
the [ength thereof, and a span the breadth thereof, [being] doubled.

And they set in it four rows of stones: [the first] row [was] a
sardius, a topaz, and a carbuncle: this [was] the first row.,

And the second row, an emerald, a sapphire, and a diamond.
And the third row, a ligure, an agate, and an amethyst.

And the fourth row, a beryl, an onyx, and a jasper: [they were]
inclosed in ouches of gold in their inclosings.

And the stones [were] according to the names of the children of
Usrael, twelve, according to their names, [like] the engravings of a
signet, every one with his name, according to the twelve tribes.

And they made upon the breastplate chains at the ends, [of]
wreathen work [of] pure gold.

And they made two ouches [of] gold, and two gold rings; and put
the two rings in the two ends of the breastplate.

And they put the two wreathen chains of gold in the two rings on
the ends of the breastplate.

And the two ends of the two wreathen chains they fastened in the
two ouches, and put them on the shou[derpieces o_f the ephod.
Before it,

And they made two rings of gold, and put [them] on the two ends
of the breastplate, upon the border of it, which [was] on the side of
the ephod inward.

And they made two [other] golden rings, and put them on the two
sides of the ephod underneath, toward the forepart of it, over
against the [other] coupling thereof, above the curious girdle of the

ephod.

And they did bind the breastplate by his rings unto the rings of the
ephod with a [ace of blue, that it might be above the curious gird[e
of the ephod, and that the [rr'eastp[ate might not be loosed from the

ephod; as the JORYP) commanded Moses.
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And he made the robe of the ephod [of] woven work, all [of] blue.

And [there was] an hole in the midst of the robe, as the hole of an
habergeon, [with] a band round about the hole, that it should not
rend,

And they made upon the hems of the robe pomegranates [of] blue,
and purple, and scarlet, [and] twined [linen].

And they made bells [of] pure gold, and put the bells between the
pomegranates upon the hem of the robe, round about between the
pomegranates;

A bell and a pomegranate, a bell and a pomegranate, round about
the hem of the robe to minister [in]; as the JORY) commanded
Moses.

And they made coats [of] fine [inen [of] woven work for Agaron,
and for his sons,

And a mitre [of] fine [inen, and goodly bonnets [of] fine [inen, and
[inen breeches [of] fine twined [inen,

And a girdle [of] fine twined [inen, and blue, and purple, and
scarfet, [of] needlework; as the JORJ) commanded (Moses.

And they made the plate of the holy crown [of] pure gold, and
wrote upon it a writing, [[ike to] the engravings of a signet,
HOLINESS 90 HE AORD.

And they tied unto it a [ace of blue, to fasten [it] on high upon the
mitre; as the ELQ(I{(D commanded (Moses.

Ohus was all the work of the tabernacle of the tent of the

congregation ﬁnisﬁedz and the children of Csrael did according to
all that the JO@RY) commanded Moses, so did they.

And they brought the tabernacle unto (Moses, the tent, and all his
furniture, his taches, his boards, his bars, and his pillars, and his
sockets,

And the covering of rams’ skins dyed red, and the covering of
badgers’ skins, and the vail of the covering,

Ohe ark of the testimony, and the staves thereof, and the mercy
seat,

Ohe table, [and] all the vessels thereof, and the shewbread,
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Ohe pure candlestick, [with] the [amps thereof, [even with] the
lamps to be set in order, and all the vessels thereof, and the oil for
light,

And the golden altar, and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense,

and the hanging _for the tabernacle door,

Ohe brasen altar, and his grate of brass, his staves, and all his
vessels, the [aver and his foot,

Ohe hangings of the court, his pillars, and his sockets, and the
hanging for the court gate, his cords, and his pins, and all the
vessels of the service of the tabernacle, for the tent of the
congregation,

Ohe cloths of service to do service in the holy [place], and the holy
garments for Aaron the priest, and his sons’ garments, to minister
in the priest’s office.

Agcording to all that the JORY) commanded Moses, so the
children of CIsrael made all the work.

And Moses did [ook upon all the work, and, behold, they had done
it as the JOMRY) had commanded, even so had they done it: and
Moses blessed them,

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,
On the _first da«z of the ﬁrst month shalt thou set up the tabernacle
of the tent of the congregation,

And thou shalt put therein the ark of the testimony, and cover the
ark with the vail,

And thou shalt bring in the table, and set in order the things that
are to be set in order upon it; and thou shalt Err'ing in the
candlestick, and [ight the [amps thereo_f.

And thou shalt set the altar of gold for the incense before the ark
of the testimony, and put the hanging o_f the door to the tabernacle.

And thou shalt set the altar of the burnt offering before the door of
the tabernacle of the tent of the congregation,

And thou shalt set the [aver between the tent of the congregation
and the altar, and shalt put water therein,
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8  And thou shalt set up the court round about, and hang up the
hanging at the court gate.

9 And thou shalt take the anointing oil, and anoint the tabernacle,
and all that [is] therein, and shalt hallow it, and all the vessels
thereof: and it shall be holy.

10 And thou shalt anoint the altar of the burnt offering, and all his
vessels, and sanctify the altar: and it shall be an altar most holy.

11 And thou shalt anoint the [aver and his foot, and sanctify it.

12 And thou shalt bring Aaron and his sons unto the door of the
tabernacle of the congregation, and wash them with water,

13 And thou shalt put upon Agaron the holy garments, and anoint him,
and sanctifxz him; that he may minister unto me in the priest’s oj:fice.

14 And thou shalt bring his sons, and clothe them with coats:

15 And thou shalt anoint them, as thou didst anoint their father, that
they may minister unto me in the priest’s office: for their anointing
shall surely be an everlasting priesthood throughout their
generations.

16 Qhus did {Moses: according to all that the JORJ) commanded
him, so did he.

17 And it came to pass in the first month in the second year, on the
first [day] of the month, [that] the tabernacle was reared up.

18 And Moses reared up the tabernacle, and fastened his sockets, and
set up the boards thereof, and put in the bars thereof, and reared
up his pillars.

19 And he spread abroad the tent over the tabernacle, and put the
covering of the tent above upon it; as the JORY) commanded

Moses.

20 And he took and put the testimony into the ark, and set the staves
on the ark, and put the mercy seat above upon the ark:

21 And he brought the ark into the tabernacle, and set up the vail of
the covering, and covered the ark of the testimony; as the ELQ(I{(D
commanded (Moses.

22 And he put the table in the tent of the congregation, upon the side
of the tabernacle northward, without the vail.
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And he set the bread in order upon it before the JOMR): as the
TORYP had commanded Moses.

And he put the candlestick in the tent of the congregation, over
against the table, on the side of the tabernacle southward.

And he lighted the [amps before the JORY): as the JORYP

commanded (Moses.

And he put the golden altar in the tent of the congregation before
the vail;

And he burnt sweet incense thereon; as the JORY) commanded
(Moses.

And he set up the hanging [at] the door of the tabernacle.

And he put the altar of burnt offering [by] the door of the
tabernacle of the tent of the congregation, and offered upon it the
burnt offering and the meat offering; as the JORJ) commanded

(Moses.

And he set the [aver between the tent of the congregation and the
altar, and put water there, to wash [withal].

And Moses and Aaron and his sons washed their hands and their
feet thereat:

When they went into the tent of the congregation, and when they
came near unto the altar, they washed; as the JORY
commanded (Moses.

And he reared up the court round about the tabernacle and the
altar, and set up the hanging of the court gate. So (Moses finished
the work,

Ohen a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and the glory of
the JOR filled the tabernacle.

And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation,
because the cloud abode thereon, and the glory of the JOMRYP
filled the tabernacle.

And when the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the
children of CIsrael went onward in all their journeys:

(But if the cloud were not taken up, then they journeyed not till
the day that it was taken up.
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38 ror the cloud of the JOMRY) [was] upon the tabernacle by day,
and ﬁrc was on it B«z night. in the sigﬁt o_f all the house of (Israel,
tﬁrougﬁout all their Jjourneys.

1 And the JORY) called unto Moses, and spake unto him out of

the tabernacle o_f the congregation, smzing,

2 Speak unto the children of CIsrael, and say unto them, If any man
of you bring an offering unto the JORY)), ye shall bring your
offering of the cattle, [even] of the herd, and of the flock.

3 Cf his offering [be] a burnt sacrifice of the herd, [et him offer a
male without blemish: he shall offer it of his own voluntary will at
the door of the tabernacle of the congregation before the JORY.

4 And he shall put his hand upon the head of the burnt oj]'cring; and
it shall be acccptcd _for him to make atonement for him,

5 And he shall kill the bullock before the OR): and the priests,
Aaron’s sons, shall bring the blood, and sprinkle the blood round
about upon the altar that [is by] the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation,

6 And he shall flay the burnt offering, and cut it into his pieces.

7 And the sons of Agron the priest shall put fire upon the altar, and
lay the wood in order upon the fire:

8  And the priests, Aaron’s sons, shall [ay the parts, the head, and the
fat, in order upon the wood that [is] on the fire which [is] upon the
altar:

9 But his inwards and his [egs shall he wash in water: and the
priest shall burn all on the altar, [to be] a burnt sacrifice, an

offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the JORY).

10 And if his offering [be] of the flocks, [namely], of the sheep, or of
the goats, _for a burnt sacriﬁce; he shall [wing it a male without
blemish.

11 And he shall kill it on the side of the altar northward before the
TORYP: and the priests, Aaron’s sons, shall sprinkle his blood
round about upon the altar,

12 And he shall cut it into his pieces, with his head and his fat: and
the priest shall [ay them in order on the wood that [is] on the fire
which [is] upon the altar:

13 But he shall wash the inwards and the legs with water: and the
priest shall bring [it] all, and burn [it] upon the altar: it [is] a burnt
sacrifice, an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the

1 And when any will offer a meat offering unto the JORY), his
offering shall be [of] fine flour; and he shall pour oil upon it, and
put frankincense thereon:

2 And he shall bring it to Aaron’s sons the priests: and he shall take
thereout his handful of the flour thereof, and of the oil thereof,
with all the frankincense thereof; and the priest shall burn the
memorial of it upon the altar, [to be] an offering made by fire, of a

sweet savour unto the JORYP:

3 And the remnant of the meat offering [shall be] Agron’s and his
sons’; [it is] a thing most holy of the offerings of the JORY) made
by fire.

4 And if thou bring an oblation of a meat offering baken in the oven,

[it shall be] unleavened cakes of fine flour mingled with oil, or
unleavened wafers anointed with oil.

5 And if thy oblation [be] a meat offering [baken] in a pan, it shall be
[of] fine flour unleavened, mingled with oil.
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6  Qhou shalt part it in pieces, and pour oil thereon: it [is] a meat
offering.

7 And if thy oblation [be] a meat offering [baken] in the fryingpan, it
shall be made [of] fine flour with oil.

8  And thou shalt bring the meat offering that is made of these things

unto the JOR]): and when it is presented unto the priest, he shall
bring it unto the altar.

9 And the priest shall take from the meat offering a memorial
thereof, and shall burn [it] upon the altar: [it is] an offering made

by fire, of a sweet savour unto the JORY.

10 And that which is [eft of the meat offering [shall be] Aaron’s and
his sons’; [it is] a thing most holy of the offerings of the JORYP)
made by fire.

11 (No meat offering, which ye shall bring unto the JOMRY)), shall be
made with [eaven: for ye shall burn no [eaven, nor any honey, in
any offering of the JOR) made by fire.

12 As for the oblation of the firstfruits, ye shall offer them unto the

TORY: but they shall not be burnt on the altar for a sweet
savour,

13 And every oblation of thy meat offering shalt thou season with
salt; neither shalt thou suj]"er the salt of the covenant o_f tfnz God to
be [acking from thy meat offering: with all thine offerings thou
shalt offer salt.

14 And if thou offer a meat offering of thy firstfruits unto the
TORY. thou shalt offer for the meat offering of thy firstfruits

green ears of corn dried by the fire, [even] corn beaten out of full
ears,

15 And thou shalt put oil upon it, and [ay frankincense thereon: it [is]
a meat offering.

16 And the priest shall burn the memorial of it, [part] of the beaten
corn thereof, and [part] of the oil thereof, with all the frankincense

thereof: [it is] an offering made by fire unto the JORYP.
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1 And if his oblation [be] a sacrifice of peace offering, if he offer [it]
of the herd; whether [it be] a male or female, he shall offer it
without blemish before the IQORY.

2 And he shall [ay his hand upon the head of his offering, and kill it
[at] the door of the tabernacle of the congregation: and Agron’s
sons the priests shall sprinkle the blood upon the altar round about.

3 And he shall offer of the sacrifice of the peace offering an offering
made by fire unto the JOMRY); the fat that covereth the inwards,
and all the fat that [is] upon the inwards,

4 And the two kidneys, and the fat that [is] on them, which [is] by
the ﬂanks, and the caul above the [iver, with the kidne«zs, it shall
he take away.

5 And Agron’s sons shall burn it on the altar upon the burnt
sacrifice, which [is] upon the wood that [is] on the fire: [it is] an
offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the JORYP.

6 And if his offering for a sacrifice of peace offering unto the
TORY [be] of the flock; male or female, he shall offer it without
blemish.

7 CIf he oj]'er a lamb for his oj]"ering, then shall he oj]"er it Before the

AORD.
8 And he shall [ay his hand upon the head of his offering, and kill it

before the tabernacle of the congregation: and Aaron’s sons shall
sprinkle the blood thereof round about upon the altar.

9 And he shall offer of the sacrifice of the peace offering an offering
made by fire unto the JOMR); the fat thereof, [and] the whole
rump, it shall he take off hard by the backbone; and the fat that
covereth the inwards, and all the fat that [is] upon the inwards,

10 And the two kidneys, and the fat that [is] upon them, which [is] by
the ﬂanks, and the caul above the [iver, with the kidne«zs, it shall
he take away.

11 And the priest shall burn it upon the altar: [it is] the food of the

offering made by fire unto the JORYP.
12 And if his offering [be] a goat, then he shall offer it before the
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13 And he shall [ay his hand upon the head of it, and kill it before the
tabernacle of the congregation: and the sons of Agron shall
sprinkle the blood thereof upon the altar round about.

14 And he shall offer thereof his offering, [even] an offering made by
fire unto the JOR):; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all
the fat that [is] upon the inwards,

15 And the two kidneys, and the fat that [is] upon them, which [is] by
the ﬁanks, and the caul above the [iver, with the kidne\zs, it shall
he take away.

16 And the priest shall burn them upon the altar: [it is] the food of the
offering made by fire for a sweet savour: all the fat [is] the
AORP'S.

17 [“It shall be] a perpetual statute for your generations throughout all
your dwellings, that ye eat neither fat nor blood.

1 And the ORY) spake unto Moses, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of CIsrael, saying, df a soul shall sin
through ignorance against any of the commandments of the
TORY [concerning things] which ought not to be done, and shall
do against any of them:

3 C[_f the priest that is anointed do sin according to the sin of the
people; then [et him Err'ing for his sin, which he hath sinned, a young
bullock without blemish unto the JORY) for a sin offering.

4 And he shall bring the bullock unto the door of the tabernacle of
the congregation before the JOR; and shall lay his hand upon
the bullock’s head, and Kkill the bullock before the IORYP).

5 And the priest that is anointed shall take of the bullock’s blood, and
bring it to the tabernacle of the congregation:

6 And the priest shall dip his finger in the blood, and sprinkle of the

blood seven times before the JORY), before the vail of the
sanctuary.
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And the priest shall put [some] of the blood upon the horns of the
altar of sweet incense before the JOR), which [is] in the
tabernacle o_f the congregation; and shall pour all the blood o_f the
bullock at the bottom of the altar of the burnt offering, which [is
at] the door of the tabernacle of the congregation.

And he shall take off from it all the fat of the bullock for the sin
offering; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that [is]
upon the inwards,

And the two kidneys, and the fat that [is] upon them, which [is] by
the ﬂanks, and the caul above the [iver, with the kidne«zs, it shall
he take away,

As it was taken off from the bullock of the sacrifice of peace
oﬂerings: and the priest shall burn them upon the altar o_f the burnt
offering.

And the skin of the bullock, and all his flesh, with his head, and
with his [egs, and his inwards, and his dung.

(Even the whole bullock shall he carry fortﬁ without the camp unto
a clean p[ace, where the ashes are poured out, and burn him on

the wood with ﬁre: where the ashes are poured out shall he be
burnt,

And if the whole congregation of Usrael sin through ignorance,
and the thing be hid from the eyes of the assembly, and they have
done [somewhat against] any of the commandments of the JORYP
[concerning things] which should not be done, and are guilty;

CWhen the sin, which theg have sinned against it, is known, then
the congregation shall of_fer a young bullock for the sin, and [wing
him be_fore the tabernacle of the congregation.

And the elders of the congregation shall [ay their hands upon the
head of the bullock before the JOWRY): and the bullock shall be

killed before the JORYP.
And the priest that is anointed shall bring of the bullock’s blood to
the tabernacle of the congregation:

And the priest shall dip his finger [in some] of the blood, and
sprinkle [it] seven times before the JOYRY), [even] before the vail.
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And he shall put [some] of the blood upon the horns of the altar
which [is] before the JOMRY), that [is] in the tabernacle of the
congregation, and shall pour out all the blood at the bottom of the
altar of the burnt offering, which [is at] the door of the tabernacle
of the congregation.

And he shall take all his fat from him, and burn [it] upon the altar.

And he shall do with the bullock as he did with the bullock for a
sin oﬂ'ering, so shall he do with this; and the priest shall make an
atonement for them, and it shall be forgiven them,

And he shall carry forth the bullock without the camp, and burn
him as he burned the first bullock: it [is] a sin offering for the
congregation,

When a ruler hath sinned, and done [somewhat] through
ignorance [against] any of the commandments of the JOMRY) his
(5od [concerning things] which should not be done, and is guilty;

Or i_f his sin, wherein he hath sinned, come to his know[edge; he
shall bring his oj]'ering, a kid of the goats, a male without blemish;

And he shall [ay his hand upon the head of the goat, and Kill it in
the place where they kill the burnt offering before the JOWRY): it
[is] a sin offering.

And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering with his
finger, and put [it] upon the horns of the altar of burnt offering,
and shall pour out his blood at the bottom of the altar of burnt
offering.

And he shall burn all his fat upon the altar, as the fat of the
sacrifice of peace offerings: and the priest shall make an atonement
for him as concerning his sin, and it shall be forgiven him,

And if any one of the common people sin through ignorance, while
he doeth [somewhat against] any of the commandments of the
TORY [concerning things] which ought not to be done, and be
gui[ty;

Or if his sin, which he hath sinned, come to his knowledge: then he
shall bring his offering, a kid of the goats, a female without
blemish, for his sin which he hath sinned.
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And he shall [ay his hand upon the head of the sin offering, and
s[mz the sin oj]'ering in the p[ace of the burnt oj]'ering.

And the priest shall take of the blood thereof with his finger, and
put [it] upon the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and shall pour
out all the blood thereof at the bottom of the altar.

And he shall take away all the fat thereof, as the fat is taken
away from off the sacrifice of peace offerings; and the priest shall
burn [it] upon the altar for a sweet savour unto the JOMR); and
the priest shall make an atonement for him, and it shall be forgiven
him,

And if he bring a [amb for a sin offering, he shall bring it a female
without blemish.

And he shall [ay his hand upon the head of the sin offering, and
slay it for a sin offering in the place where they kill the burnt
offering.

And the priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering with his
finger, and put [it] upon the horns of the altar of burnt offering,
and shall pour out all the blood thereof at the bottom of the altar:

And he shall take away all the fat thereof, as the fat of the [amb is
taken away _from the sacri_ﬁce of the peace oﬂerings; and the
priest shall burn them upon the altar, according to the offerings
made by fire unto the JOMRY): and the priest shall make an
atonement for his sin that he hath committed, and it shall be
forgiven him,

And if a soul sin, and hear the voice of swearing, and [is] a
witness, whether he hath seen or known [of it]; if he do not utter
[it], then he shall bear his iniquity.

Or if a soul touch any unclean thing, whether [it be] a carcase of
an uncfean beast, or a carcase of unclean cattle, or the carcase of
unclean creeping things, and [if] it be hidden from him; he also shall
be unclean, and guilty.

Or if he touch the uncleanness of man, whatsoever uncleanness [it
be] that a man shall be defiled withal, and it be hid from him; when
he knoweth [of it], then he shall be guilty.
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Or if a soul swear, pronouncing with [his] [ips to do evil, or to do
good, whatsoever [it be] that a man shall pronounce with an oath,
and it be hid from him; when he knoweth [of it], then he shall be
guilty in one of these.

And it shall be, when he shall be guilty in one of these [things], that
he shall confess that he hath sinned in that [thing]:

And he shall bring his trespass offering unto the JOR for his
sin which he hath sinned, a female from the flock, a [amb or a kid
of the goats, _for a sin of_fering; and the priest shall make an
atonement for him concerning his sin.

And if he be not able to bring a [amb, then he shall bring for his
trespass, which he hath committed, two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons, unto the JOMRY); one for a sin offering, and the other for
a burnt offering.

And he shall bring them unto the priest, who shall offer [that]
which [is] for the sin offering first, and wring off his head from his
neck, but shall not divide [it] asunder:

And he shall sprinkle of the blood of the sin offering upon the side
of the altar; and the rest o_f the blood shall be wrung out at the
bottom of the altar: it [is] a sin offering.

And he shall offer the second [for] a burnt offering, according to
the manner; and the priest shall make an atonement for him for his
sin which he hath sinned, and it shall be forgiven him,

(But if he be not able to bring two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons, then he that sinned shall bring for his offering the tenth
part o_f an epﬁah o_f ﬁne ﬂour for a sin oj]'ering; he shall put no oil
upon it, neither shall he put [any] frankincense thereon: for it [is] a
sin offering.

Ohen shall he bring it to the priest, and the priest shall take his
handful of it, [even] a memorial thereof, and burn [it] on the altar,
according to the offerings made by fire unto the JQMRY): it [is] a
sin offering.

And the priest shall make an atonement for him as touching his sin
that he hath sinned in one of these, and it shall be forgiven him:
and [the remnant] shall be the priest’s, as a meat offering.
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14 And the GORY) spake unto Moses, saying,

15 CIf a soul commit a trespass, and sin through ignorance, in the holy
tﬁings of the %)Q{(D, then he shall [wing for his trespass unto the
TORYP a ram without blemish out of the flocks, with thy
estimation by shekels of silver, after the shekel of the sanctuary,
for a trespass offering:

16 And he shall make amends for the harm that he hath done in the
holy thing, and shall add the fifth part thereto, and give it unto the
priest: and the priest shall make an atonement for him with the
ram of the trespass offering, and it shall be forgiven him.

17 And if a soul sin, and commit any of these things which are
forbidden to be done by the commandments of the JOR); though
he wist [it] not, yet is he guilty, and shall bear his iniquity.

18 And he shall bring a ram without blemish out of the flock, with thy
estimation, for a trespass offering, unto the priest: and the priest
shall make an atonement for him concerning his ignorance wherein
he erred and wist [it] not, and it shall be forgiven him.

19 Ot [is] a trespass offering: he hath certainly trespassed against the

2 f a soul sin, and commit a trespass against the JOPRY), and lie
unto his neighbour in that which was delivered him to keep, or in
fellowship, or in a thing taken away by violence, or hath deceived
his neighﬁour;

3 Qrhave _foumf that which was lost, and (ieth concerning it, and
sweareth fa[se[«z; in any of all these that a man doeth, sinning
therein;

4 Qhen it shall be, because he hath sinned, and is guilty, that he shall
restore that which he took violently away, or the thing which he

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Command Agron and his sons, saying, Qhis [is] the [aw of the
burnt offering: CIt [is] the burnt offering, because of the burning
upon the altar all night unto the morning, and the fire of the altar
shall be burning in it.

And the priest shall put on his [inen garment, and his linen
breeches shall he put upon his flesh, and take up the ashes which
the fire hath consumed with the burnt offering on the altar, and he
shall put them beside the altar.

And he shall put off his garments, and put on other garments, and
carry forth the ashes without the camp unto a clean place.

And the ﬁre upon the altar shall be burning in it; it shall not be put
out: and the priest shall burn wood on it every morning, and lay
the burnt oj]'ering in order upon it; and he shall burn thereon the
fat of the peace offerings.

Ohe fire shall ever be burning upon the altar; it shall never go out.
And this [is] the [aw of the meat offering: the sons of Aaron shall

offer it before the TR, before the altar.

And he shall take of it his handful, of the flour of the meat
offering, and of the oil thereof, and all the frankincense which [is]
upon the meat offering, and shall burn [it] upon the altar [for] a
sweet savour, [even] the memorial of it, unto the JORYP.

And the remainder thereof shall Aaron and his sons eat: with
unleavened bread shall it be eaten in the Flo[\Z p[ace; in the court o_f
the tabernacle o_f the congregation the\Z shall eat it.

‘It shall not be baken with [eaven, ‘I have given it [unto them for]
their portion of my offerings made by fire; it [is] most holy, as [is]
the sin offering, and as the trespass offering.
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All the males among the children of Aaron shall eat of it. [It shall
be] a statute for ever in your generations concerning the offerings
of the JOR) made by fire: every one that toucheth them shall be
holy.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Ohis [is] the offering of Aaron and of his sons, which they shall
o[fer unto the ELQ(I{(D in the da«z when he is anointed; the tenth
part o_f an epﬁah o_f ﬁne ﬂour for a meat oj]'ering perpetua[, Fla[_f o_f
it in the morning, and Fla[_f tﬁereo_f at nigﬁt.

‘In a pan it shall be made with oil; [and when it is] baken, thou
shalt bring it in: [and] the baken pieces of the meat offering shalt
thou offer [for] a sweet savour unto the JQRY.

And the priest of his sons that is anointed in his stead shall offer it:
[it is] a statute for ever unto the JORY): it shall be wholly burnt,

Oror every meat offering for the priest shall be wholly burnt: it
shall not be eaten.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Speak unto Aaron and to his sons, saying, Qhis [is] the [aw of the
sin offering: CIn the place where the burnt offering is killed shall
the sin offering be killed before the JORY: it [is] most holy.

Ohe priest that offereth it for sin shall eat it: in the holy place shall
it be eaten, in the court of the tabernacle of the congregation,

Whatsoever shall touch the _f[esh thereof shall be ho[«z: and when
there is sprink[ed of the blood thereof upon any garment, thou shalt
wash that whereon it was sprink[ed in the Flo[y p[ace.

(But the earthen vessel wherein it is sodden shall be broken: and if
it be sodden in a brasen pot, it shall be both scoured, and rinsed in
water,

All the males among the priests shall eat thereof: it [is] most holy.

And no sin offering, whereof [any] of the blood is brought into the
tabernacle of the congregation to reconcile [withal] in the holy
[place], shall be eaten: it shall be burnt in the fire.

Tikewise this [is] the [aw of the trespass offering: it [is] most holy.

“In the place where theg Kill the burnt oj]'ering shall the«z Kill the
trespass oﬂ'ering: and the blood tﬁereof shall he sprink[e round
about upon the altar.

And he shall o[fer o_f it all the _fat thereof; the rump, and the fat
that covereth the inwards,

And the two kidneys, and the fat that [is] on them, which [is] by
the flanks, and the caul [that is] above the [iver, with the kidneys,
it shall he take away:

And the priest shall burn them upon the altar [for] an offering
made by fire unto the JOWR: it [is] a trespass offering.

(Every male among the priests shall eat thereof: it shall be eaten in
the holy place: it [is] most holy.

As the sin offering [is], so [is] the trespass offering: [there is] one
law for them: the priest that maketh atonement therewith shall
hawve [it].

And the priest that offereth any man’s burnt offering, [even] the

priest shall have to Flimse[f the skin o_f the burnt oﬂ'ering which he
hath offered.

And all the meat offering that is baken in the oven, and all that is
dressed in the fryingpan, and in the pan, shall be the priest’s that
oﬂ'eretﬁ it,

And every meat offering, mingled with oil, and dry, shall all the
sons of Agaron have, one [as much] as another.

And this [is] the [aw of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which he

shall offer unto the IQRYP.

C[_f he o_[fer it _for a thanksgiving, then he shall o[fer with the
sacri_fice of thanksgiving unleavened cakes ming[ed with oil, and
unleavened wafers anointed with oil, and cakes ming[ed with oil,
of fine flour, fried.

(Besides the cakes, he shall offer [for] his offering [eavened bread
with the sacriﬁce of thcmksgiving of his peace oj]"erings.

And of it he shall offer one out of the whole oblation [for] an

heave offering unto the JORY, [and] it shall be the priest’s that
sprinkleth the blood of the peace offerings.
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And the flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offerings for
thanksgiving shall be eaten the same dmz that it is oj]'ered; he shall
not [eave any of it until the morning.

(But if the sacrifice of his offering [be] a vow, or a voluntary
oﬂ'ering, it shall be ecaten the same da«z that he oﬂ'eretﬁ his
sacri_fice: and on the morrow also the remainder of it shall be
eaten:

(But the remainder of the flesh of the sacrifice on the third day
shall be burnt with fire.

And if [any] of the flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offerings be

eaten at all on the third day, it shall not be accepted, neither shall
it be imputed unto him that offereth it: it shall be an abomination,
and the soul that eateth of it shall bear his iniquity.

And the flesh that toucheth any unclean [thing] shall not be eaten;
it shall be burnt with j’ire: and as for the ﬁesh. all that be clean
shall eat thereof.

(But the soul that eateth [of] the flesh of the sacrifice of peace
offerings, that [pertain] unto the JOR), having his uncleanness
upon him, even that soul shall be cut off from his people.

Moreover the soul that shall touch any unclean [thing, as] the
uncleanness of man, or [any] unclean beast, or any abominable
unclean [thing], and eat of the flesh of the sacrifice of peace
offerings, which [pertain] unto the JORY]), even that soul shall be
cut off from his people.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Speak unto the children of Usrael, saying, Ye shall eat no manner
of fat, of ox, or of sheep, or of goat.

And the fat of the beast that dieth of itself, and the fat of that

which is torn with beasts, may be used in any other use: but ye
shall in no wise eat of it.

Oror whosoever eateth the fat of the beast, of which men offer an
offering made by fire unto the JOPRY), even the soul that eateth
[it] shall be cut off from his people.
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Moreover ye shall eat no manner of blood, [whether it be] of fowl
or of beast, in any of your dwellings.

WWhatsoever soul [it be] that eateth any manner of blood, even that
soul shall be cut off from his people.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, Te that offereth the
sacrifice of his peace offerings unto the JORY) shall bring his
oblation unto the JORY) of the sacrifice of his peace offerings.

‘His own hands shall bring the offerings of the JO)RJ) made by
fire, the fat with the breast, it shall he bring, that the breast may be

waved [for] a wave offering before the JORYP.

And the priest shall burn the fat upon the altar: but the breast shall
be Agron’s and his sons’,

And the right shoulder shall ye give unto the priest [for] an heave
offering of the sacrifices of your peace offerings.

‘He among the sons of Aaron, that offereth the blood of the peace
offerings, and the fat, shall have the right shoulder for [his] part.

Oror the wave breast and the heave shoulder have I taken of the
children of CIsrael from off the sacrifices of their peace offerings,
and have given them unto Agron the priest and unto his sons by a
statute for ever from among the children of CIsrael.

Ohis [is the portion] of the anointing of Agaron, and of the
anointing of his sons, out of the offerings of the JORY) made by

fire, in the day [when] he presented them to minister unto the
TOR in the priest’s office;

WWhich the JORJ) commanded to be given them of the children
of Usrael, in the day that he anointed them, [bY] a statute for ever
throughout their generations.

Ohis [is] the [aw of the burnt offering, of the meat offering, and of
the sin oj]"ering, and of the trespass oj]"ering, and of the
consecrations, and of the sacriﬁce of the peace oj]'erings;

Which the JORY) commanded Moses in mount Sinai, in the
day that he commanded the children of CIsrael to offer their
oblations unto the JORY)), in the wilderness of Sinai.



1 And the GORY) spake unto Moses, saying,

2 Qake Agron and his sons with him, and the garments, and the
anointing oil, and a bullock for the sin oﬂ'ering, and two rams, and
a basket of unleavened bread;

3 And gather thou all the congregation together unto the door of the
tabernacle of the congregation.

4 And Moses did as the TORJ) commanded him; and the assembly
was gathered together unto the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation,

5 And Moses said unto the congregation, Qhis [is] the thing which
the JOPRY) commanded to be done.

6 And Moses brought Aaron and his sons, and washed them with
‘water.

7 And he put upon him the coat, and girded him with the girdle, and
clothed him with the robe, and put the ephod upon him, and he
girded him with the curious girdle of the ephod, and bound [it]
unto him therewith,

8 And he put the breastplate upon him: also he put in the breastplate
the ((Irim and the GHhummim,

9 And he put the mitre upon his head; also upon the mitre, [even]
upon his forefront, did he put the golden plate, the holy crown; as

the JO@RY) commanded Moses.

10 And Moses took the anointing oil, and anointed the tabernacle and
all that [was] therein, and sanctified them.

11 And he sprinkled thereof upon the altar seven times, and anointed
the altar and all his vessels, both the [aver and his foot, to sanctify

12 And he poured of the anointing oil upon Agaron’s head, and
anointed him, to sanctify him.

13 And Moses brought ,Aaron’s sons, and put coats upon them, and
girded them with gird[es, and put bonnets upon them; as the

TORYP commanded Moses.
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And he brought the bullock for the sin offering: and Aaron and his
sons [aid their hands upon the head of the bullock for the sin
offering.

And he slew [it]; and Moses took the blood, and put [it] upon the
horns of the altar round about with his finger, and purified the
altar, and poured the blood at the bottom of the altar, and
sanctified it, to make reconciliation upon it.

And he took all the fat that [was] upon the inwards, and the caul
[above] the [iver, and the two kidneys, and their fat, and (Moses
burned [it] upon the altar.

(But the bullock, and his hide, his flesh, and his dung, he burnt with
fire without the camp; as the JORYP) commanded Moses.

And he brought the ram for the burnt offering: and Agron and his
sons [aid their hands upon the head of the ram,

And he killed [it]; and Moses sprinkled the blood upon the altar
round about.

And he cut the ram into pieces; and (Moses burnt the head, and the
pieces, and the fat.

And he washed the inwards and the [egs in water; and (Moses
burnt the whole ram upon the altar: it [was] a burnt sacrifice for a
sweet savour, [and] an offering made by fire unto the JOR:; as

the JO@RY) commanded Moses.

And he brought the other ram, the ram of consecration: and
Aaron and his sons [aid their hands upon the head of the ram.

And he slew [it}; and Moses took of the blood of it, and put [it]
upon the tip of Agaron’s right ear, and upon the thumb of his right
hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot.

And he brought Aaron’s sons, and (Moses put of the blood upon the
tip of their right ear, and upon the thumbs of their right hands, and
upon the great toes of their right feet: and (Moses sprinkled the
blood upon the altar round about.

And he took the fat, and the rump, and all the fat that [was] upon
the inwards, and the caul [above] the [iver, and the two kidneys,
and their fat, and the right shoulder:
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And out of the basket of unleavened bread, that [was] before the
TORYD. he took one unleavened cake, and a cake of oiled bread,
and one wafer, and put [them] on the fat, and upon the right
shoulder:

And he put all upon Agron’s hands, and upon his sons’ hands, and
waved them [for] a wave offering before the JORYP.

And Moses took them from off their hands, and burnt [them] on
the altar upon the burnt offering: they [were] consecrations for a
sweet savour: it [is] an offering made by fire unto the JORYP.

And Moses took the breast, and waved it [for] a wave offering
before the IORY): [for] of the ram of consecration it was Moses’

part; as the JOWRYP) commanded Moses.

And Moses took of the anointing oil, and of the blood which [was]
upon the altar, and sprinkled [it] upon Aaron, [and] upon his
garments, and upon his sons, and upon his sons’ garments with him;
and sanctified -Aaron, [and] his garments, and his sons, and his
sons’ garments with him.

And Moses said unto Agron and to his sons, (Boil the flesh [at] the
door of the tabernacle of the congregation: and there eat it with
the bread that [is] in the basket of consecrations, as I commanded,
saying, Agron and his sons shall eat it.

And that which remaineth of the flesh and of the bread shall ye
burn with fire.

And vye shall not go out of the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation [in] seven days, until the days of your consecration
be at an end: for seven days shall he consecrate you.

As he hath done this day, [so] the JO)RY) hath commanded to do,
to make an atonement for you.

Oherefore shall ye abide [at] the door of the tabernacle of the

congregation da\z and nigﬁt seven da\zs, and keep the cﬁarge of the
TORY. that ye die not: for so I am commanded.

So Aaron and his sons did all things which the JOMRY
commanded by the hand of (Moses.
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And it came to pass on the eighth davy, [that] Moses called Aaron
and his sons, and the elders of ‘Israel;

And he said unto Agron, G)ake thee a young calf for a sin
offering, and a ram for a burnt offering, without blemish, and

offer [them] before the IORYP.
And unto the children of CIsrael thou shalt speak, saying, Gake ye

a kid of the goats for a sin offering; and a calf and a [amb, [both]
of the first year, without blemish, for a burnt offering;

Also a bullock and a ram for peace offerings, to sacrifice before
the JOMRY); and a meat offering mingled with oil: for to day the

TORYP will appear unto you.
And they brought [that] which (Moses commanded before the
tabernacle o_f the congregation: and all the congregation drew near

and stood before the IORY.

And Moses said, Qhis [is] the thing which the JORY)
commanded that ye should do: and the glory of the JORY]) shall
appear unto you,

And Moses said unto Agron, (50 unto the altar, and offer thy sin
offering, and thy burnt offering, and make an atonement for
thyself, and for the people: and offer the offering of the people, and
make an atonement for them; as the JORJ) commanded.

Agaron therefore went unto the altar, and slew the calf of the sin
offering, which [was] for himself.

And the sons of Aaron brought the blood unto him: and he dipped
his finger in the blood, and put [it] upon the horns of the altar, and
poured out the blood at the bottom of the altar:

(But the fat, and the kidneys, and the caul above the [iver of the
sin offering, he burnt upon the altar; as the JORJ) commanded
Moses.

And the flesh and the hide he burnt with fire without the camp.

And he slew the burnt offering; and _Aaron’s sons presented unto
him the blood, which he sprinkled round about upon the altar.

And they presented the burnt offering unto him, with the pieces
thereof, and the head: and he burnt [them] upon the altar.

And he did wash the inwards and the [egs, and burnt [them] upon
the burnt offering on the altar.

And he brought the people’s offering, and took the goat, which

And he brought the burnt offering, and offered it according to the
manner,

And he brought the meat offering, and took an handful thereof,
and burnt [it] upon the altar, beside the burnt sacrifice of the
morning.

‘He slew also the bullock and the ram [for] a sacrifice of peace
offerings, which [was] for the people: and Aaron’s sons presented
unto him the blood, which he sprinkled upon the altar round about,

And the fat of the bullock and of the ram, the rump, and that
which covereth [the inwards], and the kidneys, and the caul
[above] the [iver:

And they put the fat upon the breasts, and he burnt the fat upon
the altar:

And the breasts and the right shoulder Aaron waved [for] a wave
offering before the JORJ); as Moses commanded.

And Agron [ifted up his hand toward the people, and blessed them,
and came down from oj]'ering of the sin oj]"ering. and the burnt
oﬂ'ering, and peace oﬁerings.

And Moses and Aaron went into the tabernacle of the
congregation, and came out, and blessed the people: and the g[org

of the JOWR) appeared unto all the people.

And there came a fire out from before the JOWRY), and
consumed upon the altar the burnt offering and the fat: [which]
when all the people saw, they shouted, and fell on their faces.

And (Nadab and Apihu, the sons of Agaron, took either of them his
censer, and put fire therein, and put incense thereon, and offered
strange fire before the JOMR]), which he commanded them not.

And there went out fire from the JOWRY), and devoured them,
and they died before the IORY.
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Ohen Moses said unto Agron, Qhis [is it] that the JOR) spake,

saying, ] will be sanctiﬁed in them that come nigh me, and be_fore
all the people I will be glorified. And Agaron held his peace.

And Moses called Mishael and Elzaphan, the sons of ((Izziel the
uncle of Agaron, and said unto them, Come near, carry your
brethren from before the sanctuary out of the camp.

So they went near, and carried them in their coats out of the
camp; as Moses had said.

And Moses said unto Aaron, and unto Cleazar and unto
Clthamar, his sons, {(Uncover not your heads, neither rend your
clothes; [est ye die, and [est wrath come upon all the people: but [et
your brethren, the whole house of Usrael, bewail the burning
which the JORY) hath kindled.

And vye shall not go out from the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation, [est ye die: for the anointing oil of the JOWRY [is]
upon you. And they did according to the word of (Moses.

And the JOR) spake unto Agron, saying,

Do not drink wine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons with thee,
when ye go into the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: [it
shall be] a statute for ever throughout your generations:

And that ye may put difference between holy and unholy, and
between unclean and clean;

And that ye may teach the children of Israel all the statutes which
the JOW@R hath spoken unto them by the hand of Moses.

And Moses spake unto Aaron, and unto Cleazar and unto
Clthamar, his sons that were [e_ft, Oake the meat oﬂ'ering that

remaineth of the offerings of the JOWRY) made by fire, and eat it
without [eaven beside the altar: for it [is] most holy:

And vye shall eat it in the holy place, because it [is] thy due, and
thy sons’ due, of the sacrifices of the JOMR) made by fire: for so

I am commanded.
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And the wave breast and heave shoulder shall ye eat in a clean
p[ace; thou, and tfnz sons, and th«z daugﬁters with thee; for [tFle\Z
be] thy due, and thy sons’ due, [which] are given out of the
sacrifices of peace offerings of the children of Usrael.

Ohe heave shoulder and the wave breast shall they bring with the
offerings made by fire of the fat, to wave [it for] a wave offering
before the JORY; and it shall be thine, and thy sons’ with thee,
by a statute for ever; as the JORY) hath commanded.

And Moses diligently sought the goat of the sin offering, and,
behold, it was burnt: and he was angry with Cleazar and
Ithamar, the sons of Agaron [which were] [eft [alive], saying,

WWherefore have ye not eaten the sin offering in the holy place,
seeing it [is] most holy, and [(5od] hath given it you to bear the
iniquity of the congregation, to make atonement for them before

the IORPY?
(Behold, the blood of it was not brought in within the holy [place]:
vye should indeed have eaten it in the holy [place], as ‘I commanded.

And Agron said unto Moses, (Behold, this day have they offered
their sin oj]'ering and their burnt oﬂ'ering be_fore the %)Q{(D, and

such things have befallen me: and [if] /I had eaten the sin offering
to day, should it have been accepted in the sight of the JOMRP Y

And when (Moses heard [that], he was content,
And the JOR) spake unto Moses and to Aaron, saying unto

them,

Speak unto the children of Usrael, saying, Ohese [are] the beasts
which ye shall eat among all the beasts that [are] on the earth.

WWhatsoever parteth the hoof, and is clovenfooted, [and] cheweth
the cud, among the beasts, that shall ye eat.

(Nevertheless these shall ye not eat of them that chew the cud, or
of them that divide the hoof: [as] the camel, because he cheweth the
cud, but divideth not the hoof; he [is] unclean unto you.

And the coney, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the
hoof; he [is] unclean unto you.
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6 And the hare, because he cheweth the cud, but divideth not the
hoof; he [is] unclean unto you.

7 And the swine, though he divide the hoof, and be clovenfooted, yet
he cheweth not the cud; he [is] unclean to you.

8 Of their _f[esh shall ye not eat, and their carcase shall ye not touch;
they [are] unclean to you.

9 Qhese shall ye eat of all that [are] in the waters: whatsoever hath
ﬁns and scales in the waters, in the seas, and in the rivers, them
shall vye eat.

10 And all that have not fins and scales in the seas, and in the rivers,
of all that move in the waters, and of any [iving thing which [is] in
the waters, they [shall be] an abomination unto you:

11 ﬁhe«z shall be even an abomination unto you; ye shall not eat o_f
their _f[esh, but ye shall have their carcases in abomination,

12 Q¥Vhatsoever hath no fins nor scales in the waters, that [shall be] an
abomination unto you.

13 And these [are they which] ye shall have in abomination among the
fowls; they shall not be eaten, they [are] an abomination: the eagle,
and the ossifrage, and the ospray,

14 And the vulture, and the kite after his kind;

15 Every raven after his kind;

16 And the owl, and the night hawk, and the cuckow, and the hawk
after his kind,

17 And the [ittle owl, and the cormorant, and the great owl,

18 And the swan, and the pelican, and the gier eagle,

19 And the stork, the heron after her kind, and the lapwing, and the
bat.

20 A[l fowls that creep, going upon [all] four, [shall be] an
abomination unto you.

21 Yet these may ye eat of every flying creeping thing that goeth upon
[all] four, which have [egs above their feet, to [eap withal upon the
earth;
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22 [Even] these of them ye may eat; the [ocust after his kind, and the
bald (ocust a_fter his kind, and the beetle after his kind, and the
grasshopper a_fter his kind,

23 (But all [other] flying creeping things, which have four feet, [shall
be] an abomination unto you.

24 And for these ye shall be unclean: whosoever toucheth the carcase
of them shall be uncfean until the even,

25 And whosoever beareth [ought] of the carcase of them shall wash
his clothes, and be unclean until the even.

26 [Qhe carcases] of every beast which divideth the hoof, and [is] not
clovenfooted, nor cheweth the cud, [are] unclean unto you: every
one that toucheth them shall be unclean.

27 And whatsoever goeth upon his paws, among all manner of beasts
that go on [all] four, those [are] unclean unto you: whoso toucheth
their carcase shall be unclean until the even,

28 And he that beareth the carcase of them shall wash his clothes, and
be unclean until the even: they [are] unclean unto you.

29 Qhese also [shall be] unclean unto you among the creeping things
that creep upon the earth; the weasel, and the mouse, and the
tortoise after his kind,

30 And the fervet, and the chameleon, and the lizard, and the snail,
and the mole,

31 Qhese [are] unclean to you among all that creep: whosoever doth
touch them, when they be dead, shall be unclean until the even,

32 And upon whatsoever [any] of them, when they are dead, doth
fall, it shall be unclean; whether [it be] any vessel of wood, or
raiment, or skin, or sack, whatsoever vessel [it be], wherein [any]
work is done, it must be put into water, and it shall be unclean
until the even; so it shall be cleansed,

33 _And every earthen vessel, whereinto [any] of them falleth,
whatsoever [is] in it shall be unclean; and ye shall break it.

34 Of all meat which may be eaten, [that] on which [such] water
cometh shall be unclean: and all drink that may be drunk in every
[such] vessel shall be unclean.

35 And every [thing] whereupon [any part] of their carcase falleth
shall be unclean; [whether it be] oven, or ranges for pots, they shall

36 (Nevertheless a fountain or pit, [wherein there is] plenty of water,
shall be clean: but that which toucheth their carcase shall be
unclean,

37 And if [any part] of their carcase fall upon any sowing seed which
is to be sown, it [shall be] clean.

42 QWhatsoever goeth upon the belly, and whatsoever goeth upon [all]
four, or whatsoever hath more feet among all creeping things that
creep upon the earth, them ye shall not eat; for they [are] an
abomination,

43 Ye shall not make \zourse[ves abominable with any creeping thing
that creepeth. neither shall ye make \zourse[ves unclean with them,
that ye should be defiled thereby.

44 Sor I [am] the JOR) your (5od: ye shall therefore sanctify
yourselves, and ye shall be holy; for CI jam] holy: neither shall ye

de_fi[e \Zourse[ves with any manner of creeping thing that creepetﬁ
upon the earth,

45 or U [am] the JORY) that bringeth you up out of the land of
Egypt. to be your (50d: ye shall therefore be holy, for I [am] holy.

46 Qhis [is] the [aw of the beasts, and of the fowl, and of every [iving
creature that moveth in the waters, and of every creature that
creepeth upon the earth:
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47 Qo make a difference between the unclean and the clean, and
between the beast that may be ecaten and the beast that may not be
eaten,

1 And the ORY) spake unto Moses, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of CIsrael, saying, ‘If a woman have
conceived seed, and born a man child: then she shall be unclean
seven days; according to the days of the separation for her
infirmity shall she be unclean.

3 And in the eighth day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised.

4 And she shall then continue in the blood of her purifying three and
thi‘r't\z dmzs; she shall touch no hallowed tﬁing. nor come into the
sanctuary, until the da\zs of her purif\zing be fu[ﬁ[[ed.

5 (But if she bear a maid child, then she shall be unclean two weeks,
as in her separation: and she shall continue in the blood of her
purif\zing threescore and six da\zs.

6 And when the days of her purifying are fulfilled, for a son, or for
a daughter, she shall bring a [amb of the first year for a burnt
offering, and a young pigeon, or a turtledove, for a sin offering,
unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, unto the priest:

7 Q\Who shall offer it before the JOR]), and make an atonement for
her; and she shall be cleansed from the issue of her blood. Qhis [is]
the [aw for her that hath born a male or a female.

8 And if she be not able to bring a [amb, then she shall bring two
turtles, or two young pigeons; the one for the burnt o_[fering. and
the other for a sin offering: and the priest shall make an atonement
for her, and she shall be clean.

1 And the JORY) spake unto Moses and Agaron, saying,

2 QWhen a man shall have in the skin of his ﬂesh a rising, a scab, or
bright spot, and it be in the skin of his flesh [like] the plague of
[eprosxz; then he shall be [rrougﬁt unto Agaron the priest, or unto one
of his sons the priests:
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And the priest shall [ook on the plague in the skin of the flesh: and
[when] the hair in the plague is turned white, and the plague in
sight [be] deeper than the skin of his flesh, it [is] a plague of
leprosy: and the priest shall [ook on him, and pronounce him
unclean,

“If the bright spot [be] white in the skin of his flesh, and in sight [be]
not deeper than the skin, and the hair thereof be not turned white;
then the priest shall shut up fhim that hath] the plague seven days:

And the priest shall [ook on him the seventh day: and, behold, [if]
the plague in his sight be at a stay, [and] the plague spread not in
the skin; then the priest shall shut him up seven da«zs more;

And the priest shall [ook on him again the seventh day: and,
behold, [if] the plague [be] somewhat dark, [and] the plague spread
not in the skin, the priest shall pronounce him clean: it [is but] a
scab: and he shall wash his clothes, and be clean.

(But if the scab spread much abroad in the skin, after that he hath
been seen of the priest for his cleansing, he shall be seen of the
priest again:

And [if] the priest see that, behold, the scab spreadeth in the skin,
then the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it [is] a [eprosy.

CWhen the p[ague of [eprosxz is in a man, then he shall be [wougﬁt
unto the priest;

And the priest shall see [him]: and, behold, [if] the rising [be] white
in the skin, and it have turned the hair white, and [there be] quick
raw flesh in the rising;

‘It [is] an old [eprosy in the skin of his flesh, and the priest shall
pronounce him unclean, and shall not shut him up: for he [is]
unclean,

And if a [eprosy break out abroad in the skin, and the [eprosy
cover all the skin of fhim that hath] the plague from his head even
to his foot, wheresoever the priest [ooketh;

Ohen the priest shall consider: and, behold, [if] the [eprosy have
covered all his flesh, he shall pronounce [him] clean [that hath] the
plague: it is all turned white: he [is] clean,
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14 (But when raw ﬁesﬁ appeareth in him, he shall be unclean.

15 And the priest shall see the raw flesh, and pronounce him to be
unclean: [for] the raw flesh [is] unclean: it [is] a [eprosy.

16 Qr if the raw flesh turn again, and be changed unto white, he
shall come unto the priest;

17 And the priest shall see him: and, behold, [if] the plague be turned
into white; then the priest shall pronounce [him] clean [that hath]
the plague: he [is] clean.

18 Qhe flesh also, in which, [even] in the skin thereof, was a boil, and
is healed,

19 And in the place of the boil there be a white rising, or a bright
spot, white, and somewhat reddish, and it be shewed to the priest;

20 And if, when the priest seeth it, behold, it [be] in sight [ower than
the skin, and the hair tﬁereof be turned white; the priest shall
pronounce him unclean: it [is] a plague of [eprosy broken out of the

boil,

21 But if the priest [ook on it, and, behold, [there be] no white hairs
therein, and [if] it [be] not [ower than the skin, but [be] somewhat
dark; then the priest shall shut him up seven dmzs:

22 And if it spread much abroad in the skin, then the priest shall
pronounce him unclean: it [is] a plague.

23 (But if the bright spot stay in his place, [and] spread not, it [is] a
burning boil; and the priest shall pronounce him clean,

24 Qr if there be [any] flesh, in the skin whereof [there is] a hot

burning, and the quick [flesh] that burneth have a white bright spot,
somewhat reddish, or white;

25 Qhen the priest shall [ook upon it: and, behold, [if] the hair in the
bright spot be turned white, and it [be in] sight deeper than the
skin; it [is] a [eprosy broken out of the burning: wherefore the
priest shall pronounce him unclean: it [is] the plague of [eprosy.

26 (But if the priest [ook on it, and, behold, [there be] no white hair in
the bright spot, and it [be] no [ower than the [other] skin, but [be]
somewhat dark; then the priest shall shut him up seven days:
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And the priest shall [ook upon him the seventh day: [and] if it be
spread much abroad in the skin, then the priest shall pronounce him
unclean: it [is] the plague of [eprosy.

And if the bright spot stay in his place, [and] spread not in the skin,
but it [be] somewhat dark; it [is] a rising of the burning, and the
priest shall pronounce him clean: for it [is] an inflammation of the
burning.

If a man or woman have a plague upon the head or the beard;

Ohen the priest shall see the plague: and, behold, if it [be] in sight
deeper than the skin; [and there be] in it a \Ze[[ow thin hair; then
the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it [is] a dry scall, [even] a
[eprosy upon the head or beard.

And if the priest [ook on the plague of the scall, and, behold, it [be]
not in sight deeper than the skin, and [that there is] no black hair in
it; then the priest shall shut up [him that hath] the plague of the
scall seven days:

And in the seventh day the priest shall [ook on the plague: and,
behold, [if] the scall spread not, and there be in it no yellow hair,
and the scall [be] not in sight deeper than the skin;

MHe shall be shaven, but the scall shall he not shave; and the priest
shall shut up [him that hath] the scall seven days more:

And in the seventh day the priest shall [ook on the scall: and,
behold, [if] the scall be not spread in the skin, nor [be] in sight
deeper than the skin; then the priest shall pronounce him clean; and
he shall wash his clothes, and be clean,

But i_f the scall spread much in the skin after his c[eansing;

Ohen the priest shall ook on him: and, behold, if the scall be spread
in the skin, the priest shall not seek for yellow hair; he [is] unclean.

(But if the scall be in his sight at a stay, and [that] there is black
hair grown up therein; the scall is healed, he [is] clean: and the
priest shall pronounce him clean.

C[_f a man also or a woman have in the skin of their _f[esh Bright
spots, [even] white bright spots;
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Ohen the priest shall [ook: and, behold, [if] the bright spots in the
skin of their flesh [be] darkish white; it [is] a freckled spot [that]
groweth in the skin; he [is] clean.

And the man whose hair is fallen off his head, he [is] bald; [yet is]
he clean.

And he that hath his hair fallen off from the part of his head
toward his face, he [is] forehead bald: [yet is] he clean.

And if there be in the bald head, or bald forehead, a white reddish
sore; it [is] a [eprosy sprung up in his bald head, or his bald
forehead.

Ohen the priest shall ook upon it: and, behold, [if] the rising of the
sore [be] white reddish in his bald head, or in his bald forehead, as
the [eprosxz appeareth in the skin of the ﬂesh;

‘He is a [eprous man, he [is] unclean: the priest shall pronounce
him utterly unclean; his plague [is] in his head.

And the [eper in whom the plague [is], his clothes shall be rent, and
his head bare, and he shall put a covering upon his upper [ip. and
shall cry, (Unclean, unclean,

All the days wherein the plague [shall be] in him he shall be
de_fi[ed; he [is] unclean: he shall dwell alone; without the camp
[shall] his habitation [be].

Ohe garment also that the plague of [eprosy is in, [whether it be] a
woollen garment, or a (inen garment;

Whether [it be] in the warp, or woo_f; of (inen, or of woollen;
whether in a skin, or in any thing made of skin;

And if the plague be greenish or reddish in the garment, or in the
skin, either in the warp, or in the woo_f, or in any thing o_f skin; it
[is] a plague of [eprosy, and shall be shewed unto the priest:

And the priest shall [ook upon the plague, and shut up [it that hath]
the plague seven days:

And he shall [ook on the plague on the seventh day: if the plague be
spread in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in a
skin, [or] in any work that is made of skin; the plague [is] a
fretting [eprosy; it [is] unclean.
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He shall therefore burn that garment, ‘whether warp or woof, in
woollen or in [inen, or any thing of skin, wherein the p[ague iss _for
it [is] a fretting [eprosy; it shall be burnt in the fire.

And if the priest shall [ook, and, behold, the plague be not spread in
the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in any thing of
skin;

Ohen the priest shall command that they wash [the thing] wherein
the plague [is], and he shall shut it up seven days more:

And the priest shall [ook on the plague, after that it is washed:
and, behold, [if] the plague have not changed his colour, and the
plague be not spread; it [is] unclean; thou shalt burn it in the fire; it
[is] fret inward, [whether] it [be] bare within or without.

And if the priest [ook, and, behold, the plague [be] somewhat dark
a_fter the washing o_f it; then he shall rend it out of the garment, or
out of the skin, or out of the warp, or out of the woof:

And if it appear still in the garment, either in the warp, or in the
woof, or in any thing of skin; it [is] a spreading [plague]: thou shalt
burn that wherein the plague [is] with fire.

And the garment, either warp, or woof, or whatsoever thing of
skin [it be], which thou shalt wash, if the plague be departed from
them, then it shall be washed the second time, and shall be clean,
Ohis [is] the [aw of the plague of [eprosy in a garment of woollen
or [inen, either in the warp, or woof, or any thing of skins, to
pronounce it clean, or to pronounce it unclean.

And the JOR) spake unto Moses, saying,

Ohis shall be the [aw of the [eper in the day of his cleansing: He
shall be brought unto the priest:

And the priest shall go J’orth out o_f the camp; and the priest shall
look, and, behold, [if] the plague of [eprosy be healed in the [eper;

Ohen shall the priest command to take for him that is to be
cleansed two birds alive [and] clean, and cedar wood, and scarlet,
and hyssop:

And the priest shall command that one of the birds be killed in an
earthen vessel over running water:
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6 As for the [iving bird, he shall take it, and the cedar wood, and the
scarlet, and the hyssop, and shall dip them and the [iving bird in the
blood of the bird [that was] killed over the running water:

7 And he shall sprinkle upon him that is to be cleansed from the
[eprosxz seven times, and shall pronounce him clean, and shall (et
the [iving bird [oose into the open _fie[d.

8  And he that is to be cleansed shall wash his clothes, and shave off
all his hair, and wash himself in water, that he may be clean: and
after that he shall come into the camp, and shall tarry abroad out
of his tent seven days.

9 (But it shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave all his hair
off his head and his beard and his eyebrows, even all his hair he
shall shave off: and he shall wash his clothes, also he shall wash his
flesh in water, and he shall be clean.

10 And on the eighth day he shall take two he [ambs without blemish,
and one ewe [amb of the first year without blemish, and three
tenth deals of fine flour [for] a meat offering, mingled with oil, and
one log of oil.

11 And the priest that maketh fhim] clean shall present the man that is

12 And the priest shall take one he lamb, and offer him for a trespass
offering, and the log of oil, and wave them [for] a wave offering

before the JORYP):

13 And he shall slay the [amb in the place where he shall kill the sin
offering and the burnt offering, in the holy place: for as the sin
offering [is] the priest’s, [so is] the trespass offering: it [is] most
FIO[Y:

14 And the priest shall take [some] of the blood of the trespass
offering, and the priest shall put [it] upon the tip of the right ear of
him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand,
and upon the great toe of his right foot:

15 And the priest shall take [some] of the [og of oil, and pour [it] into
the palm of his own [eft hand:
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And the priest shall dip his right finger in the oil that [is] in his [eft
hand, and shall sprink[e of the oil with his ﬁnger seven times

before the JORYP:

And of the rest of the oil that [is] in his hand shall the priest put
upon the tip of the rigﬁt ear o_f him that is to be cleansed, and upon
the thumb o_f his right hand, and upon the great toe of his rigﬁt
foot, upon the blood of the trespass offering:

And the remnant of the oil that [is] in the priest’s hand he shall
pour upon the head of him that is to be cleansed: and the priest
shall make an atonement for him before the JORY.

And the priest shall offer the sin offering, and make an atonement
for him that is to be cleansed from his uncleanness; and afterward
he shall kill the burnt oj]’ering:

And the priest shall offer the burnt offering and the meat offering
upon the altar: and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and
he shall be clean.

And if he [be] poor, and cannot get so much; then he shall take one
lamb [for] a trespass offering to be waved, to make an atonement
for him, and one tenth deal of fine flour mingled with oil for a
meat oﬂ'ering, and a [og of oil;

And two turtledoves, or two young pigeons, such as he is able to
get; and the one shall be a sin oﬂ'ering, and the other a burnt
offering.

And he shall bring them on the eighth day for his cleansing unto the
priest, unto the door o_f the tabernacle of the congregation, Before

the IORD.
And the priest shall take the [amb of the trespass offering, and the
log of oil, and the priest shall wave them [for] a wave offering

before the JORYP):

And he shall kill the lamb of the trespass offering, and the priest
shall take [some] of the blood of the trespass offering, and put [it]
upon the tip of the righ
